The suggestion again being tentatively discussed by of-
ficials of the Farms and City looking towards the combina-
tion of the police and fire departments of the two munici-
palities is the latest evidence that the consolidation of the
Grosse Pointe communities continues to lurk prominently in
the hackground of much local civic thinking., - <.

With all due consideration for the desire of each Pointe
community to be the arbiter of its own governmental de-
cisions, there is nothing to be gained by carrying the prin-
ciples of local government or horme rule to an absurdity.

It is obvious that it costs more {o mairtain five police
and fire stations than it would one and the same argument
would apply to all of the other public services such as ash,
garbage and rubbish collection. In addition to the other
economies to be effected there is the added inducement of
a better service. L .

Doer any one doubt that we have a better public school
system;with all of the communities united in a single school
district than we would have if each little community at-
tempted to maintain a separate school district of its own?
.~ To argue that the publi¢ debis of the several commun-
ities or that irreconcilable charter provisions present insup-
erable obstacles to the welding of the five communities into
a single municipal entity is ridiculous. On the contrary the
task here would be relatively easy. It is the comimon pur-
pose of all of .them to maintain their present character as

" primarily residential cqmmunities with just enough con-
cession fo things commercial to assure stores and- such
services as are necessary to the maintenance and convenience

of orderly community life. ) .

. Fortunately areas for these services have already been
designated and there would be no-necessity for plotting these
_de novo if the communities should unite in a single govern-
ment. Too long already the Pointes have been cutting off
their noses to spite their faces,  The fear on the part of some
that they might lose their jobs is hardly a valid argument
against the people of Grosse Pointe beginning a timely ex-
ploration of the many advantages that would accrue to them
by the consolidation into a single municipality of the small

area of only 10% square miles which will soon have a

population of 50,000, possibly many more than that.

. Nose-Thumbing the President
 'The first tangible evidence of the break in the strike
wave that came with the weekend was heartening to every-
body living in the Detroit areai :Adding to the pall of anxiety
which overspread the entire. country was the threatened
stagnation of many of the basic industries which would
bear with special severity on the Detroit community. The
union leaders of the affected.industries assure us there will
be no doubt of the early approval by the men of the terms
of settlement they have made. This is the earnest hape of
everybody. .

"Most heartening of all is the proof that in our American
-social and indusirial scheme it is still possible for employers
and employes to get together and settle their affairs without
undue turmoil and acrimony. The disturbing accompaniment
of the recent trouble has been the readiness with which some

.of the labor groups have defied Governmental authority.
This is a.new and disturbing feature in employer-employe
relationships which is a cause for anxiety in the long view
of future disagreements. ’

Formerly the appearance of the President in employer-
employe disputes was a rare and unusual circumstance, and
_correspondingly effective when exercised.

It is recalled that President Cleveland was sorely put
1o it to.discover an excuse to interfere in the railroad strike
in the middle west during his second administration in 1894,
and was more than.a little relieved, at least so it. ap-
peared, when the strikers held up U. S. Mail trains in
Chicago that summer and gave him the long sought excuse
after Governor Altgeld had repeatedly refused to do. his
plain duty. ‘ . .

Now, however, ever since the Roosevelt administration
came into power nearly thirteen years ago, that has been a

. common experience and the presidential suggestion has been
repeatedly flouted. The pitcher that goes often to the well
is broken at last.

It was John L. Lewis, just returned to power in the A. F.
of 1., who laid down the dictum that “you can’t dig coal
with bayonets.” He first introduced the habit of nose-
thumbing the President, which has had so many devotees in
this later era. It is encouraging to see that the packing-
house employcs though better of their earlier decision and
decided that meat might still be cut with a White House
knife, provided, of course, their wages would follow the fact-
tinding directive of the presidentially-created body and be
made retroactive to the first of the year.

Let us hope that President Truman wil! fing it unneces-
sary to put up more ten pins shaped by the boys in the
White House clique. ‘

Good By_ej_S;e—nders

Judging by the alacrity with which the members of the
Congress in both houses are jumnping onto the band wagon
of economy in the nation’s money spending, they have heard
from the folks back home, It is a wholesome sign and one
which shows also that they remember the public reaction
to the previous spending sprees.

Warren Harding went into office largely as a result of
the public’s opinion of the high, wide and handsome spending
that accompanied the last war. Harding, like Taft before
him, had his presidential record ruined by his official asso-
ciates but that in no manner failed to reflect the people’s
desire for a change ,in which they persevered until the un-
lucky Hoover came up for reelection in 1932,

It's a good work to which our national legislators are
momentarily directing their attention. It is a proper way
in which to assure that there will remain some things for
the people to do themselves, for themselves, after killing off
the hydra-headed paternalism that has been promising to
make everything sweet and lovely for everybody in heaven
above and earth below, but has only smothered us in one of

within six months from the date
of discharge and. his physical
condition is the same as on the
last day his policy was in force.
His own siatement as to his phy-
sical condition is sufficient to sat-
isfy the Veterans Administration.

If he had delayed filing his ap-
plication . for more than six
months after discharge, he would
be required to fumish evidence
of good health to satisfy the Vet-
erans ‘Administration. A physical
examination would be necessary.

Red Cross home service chair
men usually have a supply of the
forms necessary to this reinstate-
ment. They will sid the veteran
in completing these forms and
will advise him of the amount
of the premiums which should]
accompany the application for re-
instatement. In this case, two
monthly premiums will reinstate
the policy.

-vProquion a Procession

“For even with its superior ad-
vantages over.education in ‘the
state and nation in-general, teach-
ing in Grosse Pointe*has not. yet-
matured into a profession.- It is
still ‘very much of a .procession,.
During the past five yeafs, up to
July, 1945, the Board ‘of Educa-
tion has had to make 149 replace-
ments in a staff of 200 téachers,
combing a nstion .in. which the
téacher’ supply 'is. drying up,
while young teachers trained for
the profession are refising to en-
ter it and ‘proven t:achers of léng
standing are leaving it or think-
ing of leaving: ~ < N
" “In Grosse Pointe 12 per' cent
of the:- 149 replacements  have
been for teachers who have left
public school teaching profession
for other occupations; 14 per cent
have gone to cther teaching posis
tions in othér systems, We are,
moreover, finding it ircreasingly
difficult to attract new ' teachers
to Grosse Pointe with our present
salary - schedule.” L

“Trué,-all 'of the procession of.
149 have not left because they
were dissatisfled with teaching in
Grosse' Pointe. But enough have
left for' this”'reason to give us
cause to  ake an unusual effort
to carefully plan to rdise.the
staridard “of the profession ‘in
Grosse Pointe. I believe we
should seek to ‘create here,” said
the Superintendent, “at the least,
an attractive, highly respected
and “stable profession to which
youiig pedple can dedicate them-
selves as a:life work™ '
‘e They shollld be able’ts live In
adequate; reasonable and modest
comfort, rearing families, if they
so desire, saving a little from each
vear's work, having a little time
to think and study on the great’
problems ‘which they must help
the community to sclve. They
should have a little rest now and
then from the exacting and nerve
straining task of understanding
and keeping abreast of 150 elec-
tric young minds and personali-
ties each week.” o

“How to attain this objective

should be given caretul study by
lay-citizens, - employes and the
Board of Education. There ig lit-
tle to be gained from making
such a study until it is known
whether the community will pay
the costs of its application. Such
a. study. would take time to be
done effectively. But certainly by
March, 1847,  recommendations
should be made to the Board for
a completely revised, attractive
and professionally-made " salary
schedule, with ‘adequate recogni~
tion of .the ‘investment teachers
have ‘made in’ training for their
profession, vecognition o! experi-
ence and of merit.” :
- “The study should also’elarify
and make more professional Sur
standards of teacher-load, occu-
pational hazards - and" diseases,
class-size, extra curricular -work
and special téaching, simplifica-
tion of clerical and routine serv-
jces of teachers. Finally, as I have
pointed out on other occasions to
this: compunity, there are either
too many services which Grosse
Pointe demands of its schools or
too few people in the schools Lo
do them. The proposed study
should, therefore, clarify the re-
spounsibilities of teachers in meet-
ing community requests for
schools to assume increasing re-
sponsibilities once sssumed by
the home, the church or other so-
cial jnstitutions.” .

“The - practicabilily of either
the immediate increase of sal-
aries in order to bring them up
more fairly with cost of living
_rise, or the thorough study for re-
‘vision of salary schedule and re-
lated matters, such as T have just
discussed, will.” depend upon
whether this community shafl
permit its Board of Education to
exceed the 15 mill limitation for
operating purposes by the right
to levy an additional dollar and a
half per thousand dollars of as-
sessed valuation for the purpose
of moving toward these objec-
tives.”

In brief, the issue of whether
our teaching procession in Grosse
Pointe shall be changed to a
teaching profession is in the
hands of the community in the
election on March 4, .

The chhlgm “state legislature
will convene in special session
next Monday (Feb. 4) ready to

wrestle with the ‘boom-time
question:

“Who gets a cut of the state’s
surplus?”

Auditor General John D. Mor-
rison has gazed into the crystal
ball and forecast a plus margin
of $27,000,000- in the state
treasury by July, 1847.-

Hence the rush of pressyre
groups—cities, counties, schools
and otHers—to get a share of the
excess dollars which are ac-
cumulating in the treasury at
Lansing. There are several new
developments of interest.

_First, a possibility that county
supervisors may join hands with
the mayors -of tinancially . dis-
tressed cities in a coalition at
Lansing, arrayed. against the
state’s administration program of
priority to state needs. -

The supervisors held ar annual
meeting ‘at the state capital last
week, and it is-significant that
the mayon‘ appeals for coopera-
tive support received a sym-
pathetic audience with the rural
officials. The county treasurers,
for' example, see no reason why
the state treasury .shouldin’t pay
part of thir salaries—that is, if
the sales tax is such a bpuntxful
source of revenue. .
