Dear Mr. Fdgar:

Knowing your fairness of mmd
and that you are anxious to ‘pre-
sent all of the facts in regard to
the proposed- War Memorial, the
writer wishes to make some cor-
rections in an” article printed in
the Grosse Pointe News of Thurs-
day April 25, 1846,

When Dr. Esseft, superinten-
dent of schools, was arked abput
what action the Board of Educa-
tion had taken on a.War-Memo-
rial, he stated that the Board had
not offered a large piece ‘of land
for a library building as a menio-
rial. He further stated that the
Board had not been approached
by anyone with such a request,
nor ‘had the Board taken any
action whatever regarding a per-
manent memorial.

Also it is the writer's under-
standing that the Public Library
in Grosse Pointe is a School Dis-

| triet Library and is supported by

Public Taxes -and has been so
supported for over sixieen yeats.
The- taxpayers of Grosse Pointe
have each year voted a budget-in
the annual meeting for the sup-
port of the Public Library since
19829, and the Board of Educa-
tion as servants of the commu-
nity have been responsible for
the administering of these funds.

As 1o’ the suggestion that- the
two school libraries be kept open
for the use of the public it is
difficult to see how the Board of
Education . could justify such an
expense, since the books in these
libraries are selectad for the use
of the students and as such would
be of little interest or benefit to
the adults of the community.

- When Miss Florence Severs,
the librarian, \as asked as to
how many'people used the library
she: stated that “in 1940 when a
record - was kept it was found
that 12,426 people came to the
library durmg the month of Feb-
ruary; con=xdeung the increase
in population in. Grosse Pointe
since that time it is estimated
that the number of people now
-using the library has greatly in-
creased.”

_From the writer's experience
during her. chairmanship of the
Victory Book Campalgn for
Grosse Pointe, it was evxdent our
boys in: the arméd forces placed
& high value on books for their
educational as’ well as- msp)ra-
tional value. During .that cam-
paign one of the mottoes was
“BOCKS ARE LIKE FRIENDS>-
GIVE- GOOD BOOKS.” - The
writer received many letters of
gratiiude from  the officers . in
charge:of the libraries at various
camps. stating how much the boys
enjoyed the: books and ‘how their
Maces: would lluidinate in smiles
when'théy saw new books on the
xhelves", and - their "needs were
so'urgent,’ they ‘hoped we would
not ‘delay in sending them books.
The . aboveé quotations prove how
greatly .our veterans do appre-
ciate the libraries.

To many of us the Field House
with all of its fun and gaiety does
not symbolize what our boys
have experienced in World War
-IL. A visit to the hospitals will
convince anyone,

. As a taxpayer and mother of a
son still in the Services, the writ-
er feels very deeply about a suit-
able memorial: Ta those cours-

geous young men who sacrificed
their "lives—to those. who were
fortunate enough to return—to
those mothers who suffered for

memorial shrine such as a beau-
tiful library to immortalize and
carry on the memories of our
boys should be dedicated.

Under Red Cross Supervision

To meet a critical need of
whole blood for' use in- Detroit
medical emergencies, the Detroit
Red Cross opened a Community
Blond Bank on Monday, April 29,
at 153 East Elizabeth.

Detroiters are asked to dopate
their blopd which will be sup-
plied primarily, to the two city
owned hospitals—Herman Kiefer
and Receiving, and to meet emer-
gency needs in ‘any other. hos-
pitals. The blood will be sup-
plied free of charge to those who
need it.

Donors to the Community
Blood Bank, which will be pper-
ated in. cooperation with the De-
troit Department of Health and
Wayne County Medical Society,
will be given credit for each pint
of blood they donate. This credit
wil entitle the donor to the same
amount of blood upon request,
or, he may transfer the credit
for thé use cf a friend or relative
at any time. This feature depends
on the whole-hearted support of
the public in building up reserve
stocks, . . ;oo

In this way, the Red Cross

hopes {0 build a blood QJank
which will stand ready for ‘those
emergency transfusions - that
make- Defroijt ‘an average user of
30,000 pints~of blood yearly.
- Because' immediate blood trans-
fusions during World War II
worked such miracles in saving
lives, doctors today are employ-
ing it more and more freely in
private practice. .

Wxth the exception
of-a few “Surprise birthday or anniversary” gifts they have
purchased for each other, each piece has been carefully
selected ‘when they were “anthumg” together, "About 15
years ago they started collecting “Oriental Lowestoft” and
they decided that they did not want a useless collection, one
to be kept under glass or “pieces” -just to be looked at. Itis
true that.they have many examples of this porcelain’ placed
in cabinets but the majority of the specimens are serving a
practical use; such as bowls and mugs for flowers, cigaret

fortunate in possessing a complete
dinner service vof the green *“Filz-
hugh” pattern. “Lowestoft” was
made in different patterns and
glaze to appeal {o the peoples of
different couutries, "“Fitzhugh”
being primarily designed for the
Americans. This is a sturdier
type than was designed for the
French and English.’

In selecting a piece of art
to - symbolize the spirit of
Mother’s Day, one can find ho
finer spmtual and -aesthetic
experience ‘than to study this
piece- which was executed by
PIETRO LOMBARDO in the,
15th century.

We must go to the German
sources to find out about his life
and works.. We find that 'he was
born about 1435 at Lake Luag-
ano, the son of Martino, who died
about 1466 and whose profession
was unknown,

The first record of Pietro’s
work as an architect and as a
sculptor was the erection of a

¢ | tombstone for A. Roselli and a

Castle Olizgano at Padua. Un-
published documents refer to his
works at Padua, list him, as a
resident of Venice from 1474 un+
til his death.

We have proof by a significant
detail according to Dr, Valentin-
er, that he studied the great
Floreniine master Donatello. “The
left hand of the Madonna with
its long, spread-out fingers is

‘| taken ‘over from Donatello’s so-

called eronese . Madonna of
which a terracotta version is in
the Metropolitan Museum, New
York City.”

Pietro's two sons Antonio and
Tullio were of almost equal im-
portance, and collaborated with
their illustrious father on many”
of his works,

To list the atlainments of Lom-
bardo would take pages of copy’
but it is enough te know the
stature af the man as an archi-
tect and as a sculptor, that he
was appointed the chief archit-
ect of the Doge’s Palace al Ven-
ice, and in 1514 was voled the
chief of the Sculptor’s Guild in
a city whose sculptors and arch-
itects were many and great.
This terracoita . is wespecially.
endowed with great charm. One
senses a’ great human, quality in
the protectiveness displayed by
the Madonna in her manner of
holding the Christ-Child, and the
great tendsrness of motherhood
in the inclination of the head
agamst that of the child.
