Prayer and Healing
Walkmg in the hght of Mmd

means walking 10 the path of en-
lIghtened conSCIOusness, and lIke
the logIC of Truth, enhghtened
conSCIousness, or under",tandmg
prayer, makes the Nay for heahng.

A case m pomt IS that of a
student of Chllstlan SCience who,
upon spendmg several hours at a
seaSIde resort, discovered he had
acqUIred what was said to be a
severe case of sunbUI n. The con-
dItIon was also characterIzed by a
general over-all Illness. The young
man knew that hIS remedy lay 111
sPlntual,ized conscIOusness.! He
therefore sought a ChrIstIan SCi-
ence Read,lDgRoom, w.here he pon-
dered the truths he had known
from childhood. He gamed much
inspIratIOn from the study of the
BIble and our Leader's wntmgs,
and h~ found hts attentIon parttcu-
larly arrested by a statement Mrs.

He pondered that state-
ment unbl he saw clearly that If it
IS true m the light of ChrIstian SCI-
ence that "the sun shines but to
show man the beauty of holmess
and the wealth of love," then the
fact is that the sun has a con-
structIve office and not a de~truc-
bve one. 'With the acceptance mto
consciousness' of thIS illummabon
of the truth about creation and
man, the student experIl:mced an
mstantaneous healing and left the
Readmg Room completely free 10
every respect.

From the :foregoing you can
clearly see that prayer 'n ChrIS-
tian SClenc~ or ChnstIan SCIence
treatment, IS not some "hocus-
p~u"," some cOllJurmg up 'of magic
words to fit thiS SItuatIOn or that,
or a plaY10g upon words. In fact,
Mrs. Eddy has said, "Christian SCI-
ence IS at length learned to be no
miserable pIece of Ideal legerde-
mam, by which we poor mortals
expect to llve and dIe, but 'l deep-
drawn breath fresh from God, by
whom and lD whom man lIves,

The word of Spmt IS mdeed a
lum? unto our feet .and a llght
unto.our path, for tnrough spirlt-
ual-mmdedness we walk untram-
meled through every cIrcumstance
whlch confronts us We knov,. the
nght thm~ to do at the right time.
Paul said; "To be SplT.ltual1)t
mindcCl Is li:(~ 'and 'peace" (Rom.
8.6), and so It IS, :for the man to'
whom the Ideas of Spint are r~al
and endurmg IS unmoved by the
fnctlOn and frustration of mater1aJ
see1,mg and plannmg. To hIm m-
tUitIOn, t!lerefore, IS not somethmg
reserved for the femmme mmd, but
IS unernng response to spIrItual
guidance

When Jesus 'told the woman at
the well at Sychar (John 4'24, Re-
Vised VersIOn) that God IS Spmt,
he was definmg not only the In-
corpOleal nature of God, but he
was also estabhshmg the fact that
man IS governed by splntual law
Jesus' own hie and deedslttestlfied
to the fact that because man IS the
image and lIkeness of God. he IS
the 1mage and lIkeness ot Spmt.
Therefore, all the msplratIon and
dlvme energy whIch charactenze
infinite SpIrit are also true of man
as HIS Image and likeness. En~rgy
IS not m matter: It emanates from
SpirIt ,!nd ammates It,an wllhout
depletIOn or exhaustion.

When Jesus remmded h1S dilj-
ciples that they were the lIght 6:f
the world (Matt. 514), he surely.
must have tntended to convey that
so long as they expressed the
Christ, Truth, WhICh t,ley had
learned under h1Spatlent teaching,
so long as they :-etained the spirlt-
ual-mmdedness of Chnst Jesus,
would' theIr influence for good be
IrreSIstIbly felt among men.

What is it, then, you Jask, if It
is not life? It IS Ignora:nce of real
LIfe, of LIfe dlvme.

Chl'istianly SCIentIfic understand-
Ing of true LIfe releases us from
the restnetions of matenal hving
and replaces dIsease with nor-
malcy. poverty With needful 'sup-
ply monotony with spontaneIty
and lnspIratlOn. and faIlure with
accomplIshment.

time or space in this "starting :from
a higher standpomt," .and )t has
noth1Og to do wlth the human be-
hefs of materIal ongm, tempera-
ment, or heredity; but it has every-
thmg to do WIth a correct concept
of man. '

It was Alexander Pope who said
that "the proper study of mankmd
IS man." And Charles Lamb ren-
dered a vanatmn, "The proper
study of man is himself" In a
metaphYSIcal sense, Mr. Lamb IS
right. Christian SCIence, however.
declares further that the proper
study of man IS God, hIS creator.
In fact, it must be adml!¥d that
all the 111sof the world-social,
economIC, and pohtlcal, as well as
etne's own discords and disappomt-
ments-stem from ignorance of
God and man, HIS )mage and like-
ness. To know God, therefore, IS
to know man, and we know both
through the revelatIon 91 Chrlstian
SCIence.
