-they drink any deadly' thing, it
shall not hurt them; the, snail lay
hands on the sick, and they sball
recover." These .declarations - of
Jesus furnish.tbe.key to.individual
salvation, and they are, at once 'an
authority and _ command for the
spiritual healing known as the
practice of Christian Science.

The physiCal senses have never
seen, heard, nOr :felt God: The
physical senses have never leen,
heard, nor 'felt Life,' Tiutli, .LOve.
The physical senses can ,0nly take
cogniiance of that "vl-JiCli is physi-
cal, of l?atter and.it,: mate;ial aC-
compaDlments. What we see with
the eyes is a belief of animate
matter, a perpetuation ot the dream
which is attributed to Adam when
be slept-:-a dream of a material
creation; a belief, mark- you;,'not
the truth of, creation, and proved
to be but a belie! because it can. be
destroyed. Recent-e1rents; sraphi-
cally depicted m nrlous way.,
offer sufficient evidence that mat-
ter Clrmaterial objects can be com-
pletely "dihipated. So where. i.
their permanence, or m .another
wOrd, their reality? The, real can
never be deltroyed. M ,:Mr8; Eddy
states In what it termed "the .u-
entitlc statement of be1nI," on pap
468 of the textbook, "Spirit I. 'the .
real and eternal; matter Is the
unreal and temporal,"

Every~onest man and woman
will agree that spiritual thoughts,
or ideas, can be perceived only by
the spiritually-Dlindecl. And one
has only to read a few paragraphs
in Science and Health to admit the
WJ)irituality of its teachings whether
*lI'eeing with them or not.

First and foremost, then, Mrs.
J:ddy was spiritually-minded. Her
mother was a God-loving New
England woman, who encouraged
in her daughter a natural love for
God and such a reliance on His
power that, when at the age ot
twelve the little girl was ill with

, room to join friends and relatives-
to their utter amazement.

From that time forward Mrs.
Eddy devoted her life to the service,
of God and man, and for the three
