City’s Business Licensing

Schedule Revised by Council

The mew schedule of license
fees which was adopted by the
City of Grosse Pointe some weeks
ago, affecting all businesses in
the City, was amended consider-
ably at a meeting of council Mon-
day night. It was also decided to
make the new ordinance effective
as of July 1.

Members of council appeared
considerably surprised that the
new schedule wasn’t already in
effect and that bills had not been
sent out to the various busmesses
befere this.

Clerk Norbert Neff pointed out
that he and his staff had been
unable to .interpret portions of
the schedule, and that it had de-
veloped that some businesses had
been completely omitted from the
new schedule. He said he felt
that if bills were sent out before
these discrepancies were straight-
ened out the City would be in-
viting trouble .in the form of
ch%rges of discrimination and law
suits, -

The amendment included those
businesses which were not orig-
inally covered and prescribed
methods for obtaining the re-
quired information and the li-
censing of the businesses.

Application forms will be
printed for distribution among
the business houses. The applica-
tions will be checked by the City
Clerk and the police department
and bills then sent out. The first
bills will be prorated for- three
quarters of a year, to pay for the
first licenses which will expire
next April 1. Thereafter the li-
censes will be issued on an annual
basis.

The complete schedule of 1i-
cense will be printed in a City
advertisement to be. carried in
next week’s issue of the NEWS,

Kick on Condition of City
Street Answered by Action

- Complaints about the condition
of the ‘pavement on Washington
road between East Jefferson and
Maumee avenues were read at
the City Council meeting Monday
night in a letter from John Fraz-
er. Mr. Frazer contended that
the paving was in such bad shape
that it constituted a menace to
public safety and threatened ser-
oius damage to cars.

~ The City Council was thor-
oughly fdmiliar with the situa-
tion and had previously requested
an engineer’s report and repair
requirements for all the City's
streets.

Quick action was taken au-
thorizing the expenditure of up
to $20,000 for immediate repairs
on Lakeland, University, Rivard
and Washmgton The repairs will
consist of a thorough resurfacing

job on- all four streets between
East Jefferson and Maumee, and
on Rivard straight through to
Kercheval.

The total estimate of the en-
gineer for repairing all streets
which now need- attention is $35,-
000. The council expressed the
opinion that by the time the most
necessary repairs are made to
the streets mentioned -above, it
would probably be in a financial
position to continue with the rest
of the program.

The City spent more than $300,~
000 on street repairs four years
ago, but the bulk of ‘this went
for new concrete paves on Lin-
coln and University. Repairs
made to Washington road at that
time were of a very temporary
nature and consisted only> of a
light seal coat.

Monday in selecting those entrusted with operating the big

business which is the Grosse Pointe public school system.

Out of the more than 30,000 registered voters, only 2,132

went to the polls in the seven precincts.

Besides having the responsibility of setting up the edu-
cational policies for the school system, the Board of Educa-
tion spends more than $2,000,000 ea.ch year to _keep t}ze system
operating. The value of the physical plant including build-
ings and equipment which the board administers bas now

passed the $10,000,000 mark.

The responsibilities which the board members carry are
great. The pay they receive for the long hours devoted to
their tasks is trifling and they are in a position peculiarly

vulnerable to criticism.
