eration repeatedlY for a period of
years. It, is, generally recOgnized
that' present methods, are inade-
quate' and cosily' and' a remedy
will hav~ to be found. before
long.

The ,administrative, officers of
the various municipalities. hold
luncheon meets periodically to
discuss common problems, and
the disposal problem has been
given much consideration by
them .. At the FebruarY 21 meet.
ing a resolution was adopted,' to
be submitted to the various coun.
cils for approval.
