Current State Senate. billg on
child care are the subject of
active interest to members of the
League of Women Voters' Chil-
drens’ Service Committee, head-
ed by Mrs, William Gall, of Mor-
oss road.

Designed to improve the {oster
care program, bills No, 234
through 238 would establish spe-
cific child care funds on the
_county level, and all money
spent for this purpose would be
accounted for. Under existing
laws,
from general county funds, Pro-
vision is made in the bills for
counties to pay a proportionate
share of their foster care pro-
gram.

In the past, counties have been

‘dumping’ their charges in state]-

institutions, and these have be-
come severely overcrowded. 't'he
League feels that under the new
law counties would be encour-
-aged to provide their own child
care facilities,

Standards for licensed board-
ing homes would be raised and
placement of both new-born
babies who are state charges,
and children from  Juvenile
Court would be expedited angd
done on a more selective basis.

To show active support for this
proposed legislation, League
members are writing to their
representatives in Lansing, en-
couraging them to vote for pas-

sage of these bills.

no escape. It is this: Shall we
modern Americans accept the pa-
gan principle of the all-powerful
state and insignificant citizen 'in
place of the Christian concept on
which this nation was founded
and by which it has grown—the
concept that the single function
and purpose of government is to
secure and protect the inalien-
able ' God-given rights and sov-
ereignty of each individual man
as the temporary, physical,- per-
sonal embodiment of an immortal
soul?

Call it by any name we please,
put-on it any tag we can find-—
that is the fundamental issue be-
fore us. -

Foreign Policy

The foreign policy of the Unit-

ed- States should be directed to

" insure the liberty and security of

the people of the United States.

The policy—or more properly,
the lack of policy-—of the pres-
ent Administration has under-
mined the liberty and security of
the people of the United States.
From our position of easy domin-
ance at the end of World War 11
we have traversed the long path

io.a cringing and uncertain de-

fense. Our State Department has
led us down that path by a suc-
cession of blunders, untruths, and
false promises.

Whatever its merits may “have
been;: the Marshall Plan was sold
to us-with the promise that it
would make Europe strong
enough to support and protect it-
self. Not until later were we
told that the Marshall Plan was
inadequate for the purpose--that
in addition we had to guarantee
their military security. = Then
came the revelation that we had
to garrison Europe with Ameri-
can troops--that we had to create
a European army—that we had
to pay for its armament-—that we
had to involve ourselves in “po-
lice action” in Korea—and now
we are told that we must spend
another $7.9 billions to buy the
support of the free world.

It is not generosity—it is
strength that attracts dependable
allies. It is not a passive defense
—it is an -active offensive that
will keep the peace and win the
cold war. It is time we realized
thesa facts.

We propose that the United
States abandon the defensive and
carry the cold war to Russia; that
it should be our policy to encour-
age revolution within the captive

countries; that we give immedi- |

ate hope and the tools for action
to the enslaved individuals be-
hind the Iron Curtain.’

We state flatly that the United
Nations has failed to preserve
world peace; that in the one posi-
tive action it has taken, it has re-
quired the United States (with a
few others) to pay the lion's
share in lives and money; and
further that its planning has been
so well dominated by socialists
and communists that our free-
dom of the press, our freedom of

" enterprise, and our Bill of Rights
are seriously threatened. We pro-
pose that the United States lead
a move to eliminate the totali-
tarian aspects o} such agencies as
the ITO, UNNESCO, 1LO, the
IMC, etc. Failing this, we pro-
pose that if necessary a constitu-
tional amendment be passed to
prewent the gutting of our Bill
of Rights by United Nations
legislation.

We propose that the claim of
foreign governments to military
assistance from the United States
be made dependent upon their

contribution to the mutual de-

fense effort in accordance, with
the economic ability of each.

Such contribution is to be meas-

ured not only by their military
programs, but also by the meas-
ures taken to put their financial
houses in order.

We propose that the Point Four
program Le eliminated entirely
from the Federal budget, and
that other forms of foreign eco-

nomic aid be ended after a speci-
-fied period. Socialist govern-

ments do not attract pnvate in-
vestment, and for us to subsidize
them is to defeat our own pur—
poses. .

We state that it is xmpossﬂale
for confused and. inept leaders
who - follow inconsistent. and
strictly negative programs -to
build a strong foreign policy. To
correct that, we theréfore pro-
pose that the incoming Republi-
can President appoint General
MacArthur Secretary of Defense.

We propose that the present
Loyalty Board be scrapped; and
that every department in the gov-
ernment be cleansed-of its social-
ist and communist sympathizers.
We propose that every individual.
who has been responsible for the
blunders in policy which are be-
ing paid for by the 100,000 and
more casualties in the Truman
War—be fired. And we propose
that the.American people begin
this housecleaning in November
by firing Harry 8. Truman and
his Administration. ,
Domestic Policy

History shows all too clearly
that without economic freedom
all other freedoms perish.

We Republicans stand for the
maximum  possible economic
freedom for each individual, At
present the Federal Government
is taking in taxes more than .3
of each earned dollar, These ever
increasing taxes result in stifling
initiative and progress. We main-
'tain that taxes can and must be
lowered by reducing. the funec-
tions of government to their
proper role in our every day life,
The Truman Administration -has
spent more money than all the
previous administrations in the
history of our country put to-
gether, including the cost of -two
world wars. We believe non-de-
fense spending should be. dras-
tically cut. Existing bureaus
should be greatly reduced and
many eliminated entirely. The
annual budget could be balanced
if this were done, A balanced
budget is essential to stop infla-
tion. For with an unbalanced
budget, the government can meet
the deficit only by printing
money. For the past fifteen years
this process has increased - the
money in circulation over two
and one-half times.

When the government makes

new money and spends it, the ef- |

fect on the supply of things in
the market which civilians? can
buy with their earnings, and the
effect on prices, is exactly the
same as when any private coun-
terfeiter does so. The only dif-
ference between the two s
whether it is a private counter-
feiter that gets benefits looted
from others, or whether it is a
counterfeiting government spend-
ing it on projects that the citi-
zens are unwilling to finance
either by private mvestment or
by tax payments.

In ten years our dollars have
shrunk at a rate which, if con-
tinued for 12 additional years,
will leave them worth exactly
their weight as scrap paper. The
Truman Administration is, for’
purely political reasons, pretend-
ing "it can stop inflation by cons:
trols and other artificial and fu-.
tile means.

It is important to remember
that ‘government interference al-
ways means either violent action
or the threat of such action. Gov-
ernment is, in the last resort, the
employment of armed men, -of
policemen, soldiers, prison:guards
and hangmen. The essential fea-
ture of government is the en-
forcement of its decrees by beat-
ing, killing and imprisoning.
Those who are asking for more
government interference are ask-
1ng ultimately for more compul-
sion and less freedom.. .

“ The only cure for inﬂation is to
stop printing . money. All .pén-
sions, insurance and savings will
be worthless if this present ex-
iravagant policy of cur govern-
ment. living beyond our means
continues. We can and must stop
inflation now. Failure to do so is
purely and simply a matter of
negligent political cowardice,

- We realize that moral decay
from within is.as great a danger
to our security as foreign aggres-
sion from without.

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* PARKING METER
~ ORDINANCE

OF THE

CITY OF
GROSSE POINTE

An ordinance regulating the use of public streets and
. ~highways within certain established parking meter zones of
the City of Grosse Pointe; and providing for the designation
of individual parking spaces, for the use of such parking spaces,
and for the use of parking meters in conjunction therewith.

The City of Grosse Pointe Ordains:

Section 1. DEFINITIONS As used in this ordmance the'
following words shall be defined as follows: -

VEHICLE shall mean. any device in, or upon, or by which
any person or property is or may be transported upon a high-
way or public parking space in the City of Grosse Pointe.

PARKING or PARK shall mean the standing of a vehicle
whether occupxed or not, upon a street or in a City parking
lot, otherwise than t¢mporarily for the purpose of, and while
actually engaged in, loading or unloading passengers, on when
obeying traffic signals or regulations.

PARKING METER shall mean a device which shall indi-
cate thereon the length of time during which a vehicle may
be parked in a particular place;» which shall have ag a part
thereof a receptacle or chamber for receiving and storing
eoins of the United States money, a slot or place in which
such coin may be deposited, and a timing mechanism to indi-

cate the passage of the interval of time during which parking

is permissible: and which shall also digplay an appropriate
signal when the aforesaid interval of time shall have elapsed
and brief instructions as to operation thereof.

PARKING METER SPACE shall mean any space within
& parking meter zone, adjacent to a parking meter, and which
is duly designated for the parking of a single vehicle by lines
painted or ofherwise durably marked on the curb or on the
surface of the street or public parking lot adjacent to or
adjoining the parking meters.

PARKING METER ZONE: shall mean and include any
restricted street or public parking lot upon which parking
meters are installed and in operation.

PERSON shall mean and include any individual, firm, co~
partnership, association, or corporation.

OPERATOR shall mean and include any person who shall
operate a vehicle as the owner thereof, or as the agent, em-

ployee, or permittee of the owner, or who is in ac:.ual physical
control of a vehicle.

STREET shall mean any public street, avenue, road, boule-
vard, highway or other public place located in the City of
Grosse Pointe and established for the use of vehicles.

Section 2. PARKING METER ZONE: The City Council
shall have the power under this ordinance from time to time
by resolution (a) to designate the street or streets or parts
thereof, or areas within any public parking lot, which are

Grosse Pointe Woods Police 'Chief Walter Goulette was
rather startled when tall, attractive Alice Matthews came in-
the station about two years ago and requested a license to
carry concealed weapons. -To his knowledge not more than

half a dozen women 1n the entire Pomte area had ever re-

ceived one;

He was relieved to ﬁnd that the
license was for carrying her guns
(she has three) to and from
shooting ranges for target prac-
tice.

‘Is National’ Champion
More impressed. was he .on
learning that our Pointer of In-
terest happened to be thes wo-
men's national pistol champion.
Mrs. Matthews -won this title
at the Women’s All-Around Pis-
tol Shooting Championship of tHe
United States in Sepf{ember, 1946,
at Camp Perry, Ohio. Her total
was 1,596 points out of a possible
1,700. She used both a .22 and .38
caliber. pistol. .Her third gun is a
45 caliber automatic pistol. It is-
a standard side-arm of the men
in service. And only 10 women
in the country use it in competi-
tion, . .

Undefeated to Date.

To date she remains undefeat-
ed and will defend her title again
this fall in Jacksonville, Fla.

.She got started shootin’ in 1942,
when tired of being a weekend
widow, she' accepted her hus-
bands’ invitation to come along
and watch the members of his
rifle club perform. (Mr, Matthews
is a champion pistol shot, too)
He thought perhaps she WOuld
like to learn to shoot.

So he bought her a gun (brave
man) and learn she did. A short
time later, still in 1942, Alice
competed in her first registered
match and beat the 29 opponents;
all men, . -

" Since then Alice has won over
400 medals and trophies-in com-
petition and exhibitions in many
meets throughbut the Umted
States.

12 ¢. Crisco
214 c. sifted Sno-Sheen flour.
tsp. salt

%2 c¢. white sugar
% tsp. ginger

% tsp. cloves
34 tsp. cinnamon

1 ec. light molasses

2 eggs

Y4 tsp. vanilla .

2 tsp bakmg soda dlssolved
in

_ 1 c. boiling water

Mix all ingredients in bowl
except last two. When well
blended add the hot soda wat-
er quickly and blend well,
Batter will be thin but cake
will be thick. Bake in well
greased 87x12”x2” pan in 350’
degree oven for 30 minutes or
until done. This cake keeps
very well and stays moist.
Can be baked in muffin tins
(baking time 15 minutes) and
decorated with swirls of
orange frosting.
