Coaches of other teams
with which we have enjoyed very
pleasant relations in the past,
have' suggested that our games
be played on some court oth.er
than Grosse Pointe's because it
is just too small. Some referees,
too, have refused to officiate at
basketball games here because
of the size of the gym. Players
are in constant fear of being in-
jured by running into the crowds,
sitting on bleachers overlapping
the very edge of the court, or
into the wall at the end of the
court.

Narrow Escape
Last year one player, (Dave

Terris), received an injury to
his back resulting from crashing
into the crowd which almost
made further athletic competition
impossible for him that year.
Frankly, we have been very for-
tunate that no, serious injuries
have ever resulted, but that's not
saying someone could not be se-
riously injured in the future. You
can't afford to wait until'an acci-
dent happens to give this serious
consideration. At regional meets
and even at league games our
players have been at. a disad-
vantage because their training on
a small court doesn't equip them
for play on the larger standard
courts. .

Dear Sir:
An amlmdment to the State

Constitution of vital importance
in the fight against narcotics
will appear on the ballot at the
November 4th election. This
amendment will be known as
Amendment Number 1. As you
know, the police are seriously
handicapped because narcotic
violators are able to take ad-
vantage of the constitutional pro-
tection against searches. As a
result, 77 per cent of the cases
lost or dismissed are by reason I
of .the defense of illegal search
and seizure.

A similar situation existed
some years ago with relation to
the ,illegal possession of firearms
when' most ofthese cases were
lost because of the defense against
illegal searches. As a conse-
quence, the voters amended the
C6nstitution so that the illegal
possessIon of a weapon outside
the home could not be defended
on the ground of a search with-
out a search warrant. Now most
of the. cases for the illegal pos-
session of concealed weapons re-
sult in convictions rather than
dismissals. You can readily un-
derstand the tremendous help to
law enforcement that has re-
sulted from this change in the I
Constitution. •

We want the same change with
reference to narcotics.,' In other i
words, the narcotic peddler should
not be entitled to the defenSe
of illegal search when police
find narcotics on his person. Just
as the gun law has beerl a pow,.

'erful weapon in the hands of
enforcement officers, so will this
narcotic amendment effectively
reduce narcotic peddling. '

Test with
silver knife, if custard adheres
to knife it is sl.tfficiently
baked.

Serve at room temperature
with a swirl of whipped cream
and a cherry on top.
