IN AN EFFORT to speed a
Korean armistice, Switzerland re-
versed a previous stand and an-
nounced it would serve on a neu-
tral commission handling ex-
change of war prisoners, even
though South Korea opposes the
truce. India, another of the five
nations named to the commis-
sion, hinted a refusal unless the
United Nations could control all
forces under its command, in-
cluding the balky South Ko-
reans.

THE RED Government of East
Germany announced an end to its
bitter fight against the German
Protestant Church. The Com-
munists also eased Kremlin pres-
sures in the Soviet Zones of Ger-
many and Austria. German Cath-
olic officials believe the easing
of anti-religious pressure would
also affect them. They hope to
receive a similar promise of re-
lief from Communist persecution.

TAKING A SLAP at discrim-
ination by Canada against Mich-
igan truckers Gov. Williams
signed into law a bill permit-
ting the State Public Highway
Commission to charge the same
fees pgainst foreign truckers that
Canada imposes against Michigan
trucks operating across the bor-
‘der. In another bill, the governor
made it a misdemeanor to refuse
permission to a blind person to
enter or use any public accom-
modation because he is accom-
panied by a guide dog.

States battle casualties in Korea
has reached a total of 135,586 to
date. Army casualties were num-
bered at 105,189; Navy, 2,001; Air
Force, 1,462; and Marine Corps,
26,934.

SOUTH KOREAN President
Syngman Rhee indicated that he
has no intention of withdrawing
his opposition to an armistice
agreement that wowid leave
Korea divided. As a matter of
fact, he had ordered his Army
chief of staff, Gen. Paik Sun Yap,
home from the United States
shortly after the truce controv-
ersy broke out inte the open.
The latest report stated that the
general will be relieved of his
duties because he believes that
the Republic of Korea cannot
continue the war alone.

PRESIDENT EISENHOWER
warned would-be aggressors to
attack the United States at their
own peril. At a Republican ral-
ly, he stated that his Adminis-
tration is dedicated to winning
free world security against Com-
municm. Before an audience of
5.000 people, the President as-
serted that the United States
must keep its material strength
great,

THE CHINESE, striking behind
one of the war's greatest artillery
barrages. broke the main South
Korean line in the east, but Am-
erican troops fought them off.
Red losses were estimated at 500
killed and 1,000 wounded. The
Communists have thrown about
10,000 troops into their attacks in
the last two days. They defied
all Allied counter-attacks.

Senator Smith,
(R.N.J.). said he and Senator
Taft had hopes of presenting .the
bill to the Senate this session,
but in view of the possibility of
an extended debate, the measure
may have to be left until next
vear.

Boys’ State

Boys Picked for Leadership
Qualities; One Pointe Girl
Will Go To Girls' State

Eleven hand-picked Grosse
Pointe High School boys will
attend the 16th annual Wol-
verine Boys’' State held at
Michigan State College, East
Lansing, June 18 through 25.

The affair, sponsored annually
by the American Legion, is the
largest of similar-type Legion
programs in the 48 states, and is
primarily designed to given teen-
age boys experience in the prac-
tical functions of local, county
and state government procedure,

On arrival at the college cam-
pus. 1,000 boys will be given a
complete physical examination
and assigned to one of 60 huts
in “Quonset Village.” The assign-
ment to the “hut” will be equiva-
lent to residence in a state poli-
tical subdivision, with three huts
housing about 50 boys, considered
as a “city.” .

Picked for Leadership

Chosen by high school princi-
pals for their leadership qualities,
the boys are segregated geo-
graphically so that each may get
a “bird’s eye” view of how other
Boys' Staters live and think in
areas far distant from their own
city..

The Boys' State community. or
“49th State,” will have its own
newspaper to cover reactions to
the novel experience.

Study periods will be scheduled
to familiarize the boys with Mich-
igan’s governmenial organiza-
tions and functions. Also during
this period the lads will be taught
how to draft bills, enact them
into laws, and the proper way
to administer and enforce the law
after it has been passed.

Police Order Crackdown
On Users of Fireworks

The Grosse Pointe Chiefs of
Police warned Pointes residents
on Friday, June 12, that they
have ordered a crackdown on
anyone having in his possession
or shooting-off any fireworks.

The chiefs stressed that a State
law forbids the possession or use
of any type of fireworks, and
anyone violating this law will be
given the maximum penalty,
they said.

The law imposes a fine of not
more than $100, or 90 days in
jail, or both.

No Redress

It was pointed out that any-
one injured through the use of
the contraband, if it is in his
possession, cannot seek redress
because the person injuring him-
self through their use has done
so in the course of violating the
law.

Every year exploding fire-
ciackers and other dangerous so-
called powder explosive {un-
makers take a . toll in injured
and maimed, and in some cases
even deaths. It is to prevent
this that the police said they will
make every effort to enforce the
law.

Parents Can Help

Parents were earnestly urged
not to expose their children to
the dangers involved by thought-
lessly purchasing or permitting
the use of fireworks in any
form. .

The parents, with the help of
police, can make their commun-
ity a safe place in which to live,
the chiefs said. The law is in-
effective if it is ignored, but
the best place where its import-
ance can be stressed “is in the
home, they concluded.

Campaign
Average Daily Attendance
At Mobile Unit Was 473;

One Day Set Record
With 846

Grosse Pointers more than
doubled the daily average at-
tendance in this year’s chest
X-ray campaign as compared
to the one held here in 1950,
according to an announce-
ment issued by the TB and
Health Society.

Free chest x-rays were given
6,151 residents.

Average daily attendance was
473 as compared to 230 three
years ago. At the Woods Muni-
cipal Building more than 600
persons participated in a single
day, and on Friday at the Woods
Theatre, 846 persons received x-
rays.

This is the largest number
dope in any day in-the_ history
‘of the mobile service, the Society
said.

Volunieers Thanked

The campaign sleering com-
mittee, headed by Dr. Thomas
S. Davies, issued a statement
thanking the hundreds of volun-
teers who worked hard and long
hours to make this program *the
most successful of its kind ever
held in Grosse Pointe.”

Mrs. Lyndle R, Martin, of 628
Middlesex, chairman, said the
Red Cross Bloodmobile unit will
be at the Grosse Pointe Packard
agency show room, Lakepointe
and East Jefferson, on Thursday
and Friday, June 25 and 26, from
11 am. to 9 p.m.

‘Mrs. Martin said Dr. James A.
Smith, pathologist at the hospital,
told her that in the last three
years the hospital has gone in
debl 610 pints of blood.

Operations Delayed

So far, the hospital has not had
to deny a patient necessary blood,
but in some instances operations
have been delayed for months
pending an accumulation of ade-
quate blood, he said.

Patients at the hospital include
sick and wounded men of the
Army, Navy and Coast Guard
and their dependents, seamen angd
Civil Service employes who be-
come ill or injured on duty.

The committee's goal is 800
donors in the two-day period.

Mrs. Martin emphasized that
while they are seeking to make
this as much a special collection
for the hospital as possible, don-
ors are not obligated by this and
may specify that-their blood don-
ation is to be used elsewhere if
they wish.

The Bloodinobile location wag
made available through the cour-
tesy of J, L. Dayis, president of
Grosse Pointe Packard, who also
will provide cars to transporg
donors {o and from their homes,
Marine and Coast Guard per-
sonnel will drive the cars.

Final plans will be made by the
committee on Monday, June 22. A
chain system has been set up in
which 100 Captains will seek five
pledges each.

On Tuesday, June 23, there will
be a rally at Lochmoor Club.
Preceding the rally, everyone
who has brought in five pledges
will be the dinner guest of Mr.

Pointe Chiefs, Judge Urge
Co-operation in Campaign

The Grosse Pointe police chiefs
and Judge C. Joseph Belanger
joined this week in urging motor-
ists to co-operate in the current
State-wide traffic safety cam-
paign.
The drive is under the leader-
ship of Highway Commissioner
Charles M. Ziegler and is spon-
sored by the Michigan State
Safety Commission, of which
Ziegler is chairman.

The campaign slogan is:

“Keep in Lane—Don’t Be &
Road Hog.”

_Judge Belanger warned of the
seriousness of dangerous passing,

‘| which can result in at least nine

iypes of accidents, and pointed
out that the minimum fine for
a reckless driving conviction is
$25 under State law.

Three such convictions within
a year result in automatic sus-
pension of the violator’s drivers
license.

#Taking a chance on passing
the car ahead is taking a chance
on a heavy fine, taking a chance
on losing your license and taking
a chance on someone being killed
—-possibly yourself,” he said.

The chiefs called attention to
the fact that passing on city
streets with parked cars and fre-
guent intersections can be par-
ticularly dangerous. They said:

“There are not many conditions
which justify passing on a city
street where parked cars only
allow one moving lane of traffic
in each direction.

“The speed limit on most city
streets is 25 miles an hour. If the
car ahead is going 20 miles an
hour, the difference in $speed is
only five miles an hour.

“To bhe able to go five miles
an hour faster for a short trip
will not save enough time to
make it worth while to pass.

“Parked cars add a special
hazard to passing, and hide pedes-
trians, especially children, who
may thoughtlessly run out into
the street. In many areas, the
blocks are not long enough to
permit passing before reaching
the intersection.”

The chiefs suggested the fol-
lowing safety tips to help motor-
ists who wish to pass with safety:

(1) Be sure that there is no
car close behind you which may
try to pass you as you pull out.

(2) Make sure that there is no
car right ahead of the car you

are going to pass which might
block you.

(3) Be certain that there is no
oncoming car, or, if there is one,
that it is far enough away so
that you have plenty of time io
complete your pass before it ar-
rives.

(4) Assure yourself that there
is no intersection, driveway. or
filling station entrance from
which a car could come and in-
terfere with your passing man-
euver.

(5) When you are certain of
cars behind you and in front of
you, and of all entrances to the
roadway, then pass rather quick-
ly so that.you do not have to stay
on the wrong side of the road-
way very long.

New Legislation
Affects Schools

LANSING.—~Public school of-
ficials who pad their school mem-
bership rolls in order to obtain
an unfair share of State aid are
in for severe punishment under
a new. law passed by the 1953
Republican-con tr olled Legisla-
ture, '

The law provides that anyone
found guilty of sucly practices
shall be liable to a $2,500 fine,
iwo years in prison and five-
year suspension of his teacher’s
certificate.

The severe penalties were pro-
vided because such cheating on
school aid effects every other
school district in the State by
lowering the amount of money
available to them.

That new bill was one of sev-
eral important to the State’s edu-
cational system passed by the
Legislature in its recent session.
In keeping with the policy of
maintaining local control over
all school matters, the Legisla-
ture left the choice to local
boards of education whether to
serve butter or oleomargarine in
school lunch programs.

Other legislation important to,

the public schoo!l included:

County boards of education
may supervise an individual
school’s program upon request.

School districts may invest in
building-and-loan associations.

Schools may pledge their full
credit to borrow in anticipation
of delayed State-aid payments
if such situations arise. -

School boards may provide
voting machine facilities.

The Ferris Institute at Big
Rapids was authorized to borrow
money for housing and social
centers and may charge fees for
student activities.

School districts avere em-
powered to refund old bonds to
provide fér expansion programs,

Political subdivisions may pro-

vide for library facilities,

The Detroit Board of Educa-
tion must submit referendum
questions 60 days before an elec-
tion.

Detroit school system must
have an annual audit and may

issue its own warrants.

Sulphur sprays, and dusts are
very effective against mildew.

It should be remembered that
insecticides will not control
fungus diseases and that sprays
for fungus diseases will have no
effect at all on insects.

Double Duty

Here in the Pointe, of course,
it's the employer who carries the
groceries.

During the years in India,
when she pursued her hobby of
collecting Indian dostumes, Mrs.
Bradley’s household boasted from
nine 1o fifteen servants, each
working quietly and efficiently
at his own task. ’

Days in India staried at 6 a.m.
with chota harzree (little break-
fast) which a servant brought to
the bedroom. This was tea, fruit
and a biscuit. From 8 o'clock to
9 the regular breakfast was
served, consisting of cereal, ba-
con and eggs, coffee, eic.

Lunch was tiffin and tea was
the five o'clock pause. Cockiails
preceded a 9 o'clock dinner and
then there was that housekeep-
ing chore with His Nibs.

Meals and the servants might
seem enough to keep a lady oc-
cupied but Mrs. Bradley found
time, along with a dozen other
American citizens in the colony,
to found the American Women's
Club of Bombay.

“In the 20’s,”” she recalled the
other sunny afternoon, “the world
was different. Everyone enjoyed
Americans and the natives of In-
dia were very friendly. In that
lull before global upheaval, I felt
safer traveling in India with just
a native servant than I do driv-
ing alone in the United States.
“I remember how interested
the other American girls were in
the problems of the natives.
“We would pass cotton mills
where Indian women worked.
They ‘needed work so badly they
carried their babies along to the
mills with them. So we Ameri-
cans, wanting to help and not be-
ing able to stand seeing children
in such uncomfortable surroung-
ings, organized the first pre-
school nursery in India. We're
all very proud of that.”

Mrs. Bradley’s own iiftle girl,
Phyllis (now Mrs. John W. Det-
wiler of+~the Pointe), spent a

great deal of her childhood in In-

dia and then traveled in Europe
with her mother.

She was so accustomed to
strange languages (Mrs, Brad-
says she thinks Phyllis never
goi over her mother’s struggles
with French and the cab driv-
ers of Paris) that, rcturning to-
the United States when she
was about seven, she leaned
her baby face on the rail of the
ship, regarded the New York
skyline, and said,

“Mother, what language do
these Americans speak?”’
