He criticized American policy
as "mistaken" in discussing peace
with the Chinese and said that
Unification through political con-
ferenre was ridiculous. He is con-
vinced that Communist China
has not lost its ambition for the
Whole or Korea. and that it will
reopen the war as soon as it is
ready .. Rhee did not state when
