Thls'man Is the real man, the real
you, the real I. We are, whether
we know It or not, In our true self-
hood, this real man. This fact
Christian Science helps us to prove.

How the world has distorted and
confused th" understa::dlng about
man. It has tried hard torecon-
clle the statement that man Is the
Image and IIkene,,:; of God with
the material, bOdily concept of
man. But It has failed utterly. The
world has decreed that man, bere
and now, Is subject to the laws of
the nesh and must necessarlJy and
inevitably experIence discord and
disease. The world belief Is that
at some future time man may pos-
sibly attain his God-bestowed free-
dom; meanwhile man Is mortal,
and all is chance, change, uncer-
tainty.

But like a drink of pure, cold
water to the thirsty comes the
teaching of Christian Science on
this point. We JeaMl that lOan Is
"never more nor less than man"
(Science and Health, p. 244). Be-
cause man Is the refiectlon of God,
It would be necessary for God to
change In order for His renectlon,
man, to change. God being Spirit,
eternally good, man, His Image and
perlect reflection, must be liplrit-
ual and eternally good. Christian
Science makes clear that man Is
not physique: he Is a splrituallde'a
of divine Mind, hence subject only
to the Intelllgence and under:ltand-
Ing bestowed by Mind, God. In
Science and Health (p. 475) We
learn that man Is "that which pos-
sesses no life, Intel1lgence, nor cre-
ative power of his own, but reflects
spiritually aU that belongs to his
Ma!ter." Spiritual reflection Is
man's God-given heritage. Could
we ask or desire a more glorious
heritage?

In human experience a claim of
leglll right must be established to
receive the benefits of a legacy.
Even so, to receive our spiritual
Inheritance, we must establish' In
our understanding our relationship
to the one God, good. How u!e1ess
It Is for us to expect to receive
BO;)dwhile thinking, belIeving, and
talking of evil as having any place
or relationship with man. Always
we must argue on the side of good,
on the side that we wish to have
win. Let us remember the BlbHcal
teaching (Prov. 23:7), "As [a man]
thlnketh In his heart, so Is he." As

,a man thlnketh good In his heart,
10 Is he good. So does he experi-
ence that which Is good.

Such thinking brought health to
a young woman who believed her-
self sulterlng from a nervous
breakdown.

We
know from Jesus' teaching. that
heaven Is not Ii loeallty or a place:'

EvD Not a Realltr
One then might very naturally

ask, U heaven, harmony"ls univer-
sal and If God'. creation Is in-
variable good, how can one account
for what Is so unlike good, for evU?
Evil Is to be classified just as a
mistake in mathematics Is classi-
fied, as a wrong concept, a lack of
knowledge. Because a child say',
even writes down, that three times
three Is seven, Is this true? Has
this Incorrect statement altered in
any way the fundamental fact that
now and forever three times three
Is nine? But what It one says, "I
can see right here on this paper
the figures three times three mak-
Ing seven"? Even seeing It as well
as thinking It can never make It
true. One sees many things wlt.'1
the human eye Ulat education anti
understanding have proved to be
false. The eye believe. that the
sun moves through the sky from

,east to weot, believes that the earth
stands still, whereas Jwt the re-
verse Is true. One holds a counter-
feit fifty-cent piece In one's haed.
To the uninitiated It has all the ap-
pearance of worth and value: but
the expert sees It immediately for
what It is-unreality poslni as re-
ality; "nothing claiming to be
something" (Science and Health,
p. 591). No matter how long the
spurious h:1lf dollar has been In
circulation, no matter how many
have accepted It as genuine, It has
never been worth one penny. Just
as soon as one sees Its unreality,
the coin loses any value clalmea
for It. '

Even so must we see the spurious
elalms of evil as utterly devoid of
truth and ~ower; the claims that
say Inte1l1gence and life are In
matter, that evU Is as real and as
powerful as good, that,man Is cre-
ated both materially and spirit-
ually and Is subject to material
laws and doctrines. These and aU
other materialistic pellets are false.
They are bllsed upon the erroneous
assumption that there Is a creatl\:e,
governing power other than the
one God, Inflnlte good. The omni-
presence and universality of good
preciude any pres,mce and univer-
sality of evil. Clearly and con-
cisely the disciple John states the
truth about creation: "AU things
were made by' him [God]; and
without him was not any thing
made that was made" (John 1:3).
This enlightening doctrine Is being
dally proved by those accepting
and understanding the teachings of
Christian Science based upon the
statement In Science and Health
(p. 468), "Allis Infinite Mind and
Its Infinite manifestation, for God
I, AlI-in-RIl."

The lecturer .poke substantially
as follows:

You wllJ all doubtless agree with
me when 1 say that your and my
great need, In fact the great need
of the world, Is higher understand-
ing and proof of good. The many
llls under which the world I. stag-
gering-war, fear .. hatred, envy,
jealousy, revenge, lack, lack of
tood, lack of home-we may well
analyze al a lack of good. So Is not
our great need to know more and
more of good? And why? Because
God Is good; and we all need to
know mora about God. When we
say that good Is the great need of
the world and of the IndIvidual,
the great universal net:d, we are
really saying that what we all
must know UI more about God.
What we know about God deter-
mines what we are. The .more we
know of God as good only, the
more good we manifest; and In re-
turn. the more we are blessed, the
higher the revelation of good uni-
versally.

In the Bible (Boole of boola that
has an answer for every human
need) we are assured that "every
good gift and every pertect gift Is
from above, and cometh down from
the Father of lights, with whom I.
no variablenCl.f, neither shadow of
turning" (James 1:17). Surely we
concur In the thought that much
that the world has expressed, es-
pecially In the last decade, cannot
be classed as Invariable good. All
experiences of lack of good, called
by whatever name, are entirely
outside the realm of God, good.
Obviously good, In order to be
good and remain good, cannot have
any real relationship with evil.

Jesus established for all time the
Bource of good when he said,
.'There is none good but one, that
Is, God" (Matt. 1&:17). Let us then
for a moment think about God u
He is known and loved through the
teachings of Christian Science. In
the Christian Science textbook,
"Sclence and Health with Key to
the ~criptures," Mary Baker Eddy,
Discoverer and Founder of Chris-
tian Science, l1Iumlnatingly de-
fines God (p. 587): "GOD, The
great I AM; the aU-knowing, all- '
.eelng, all-acting, all-wise. all-
loving, and eternal; Prinelple;
Mind; Soul; Spirit; Life; Truth;
Love; all substance; intelligence."
Knowing, believIng. understand-
ing this great definition, we begin
to solve problems from the Indis-
putable premise of God as the "I
AM," We certainly have faith to
bclleve that no problem is too dif-
ficult for the all-knowing, aU-
acting, all-loving God, good. And
what the All-loving docs for one,
He certainly does for aU, God Is
universal good.

I believe I may say that, In gen-
eral. Christendom accepts In theory
the allness of God, His omnipo-
tence and omnIpresence. The
teachings of Chrlstlan Science em-
phasize and make practical and
beneficial this concept In human
experience. From Jesus' statement
that God Is good, we naturaUy in-
fer that good possesses all the same
ImUld qualities that God p<issesses.
Because there Is no variableness
with God. there Is no variableness
with good; thera Is no time when
good Is not potent, present, active,
omniscient. Because of God'i om-,
nlpresence, good. right activity, II
omnipresent and omnipotent. a.
Christian Sclenee teaches. God
meets our need whether we are
here or there, even In the farthest
comers of the globe. As the
Psalmist sang: "Whither shall 1 go
trom thy spirit? or whither .hall I
flee from thy presence? It1 IIscend
up Into heaven, thou art there: It
I make my bed In hell, behold,
thou art there. If I take the wings
of the morning, and dwell In the
uttermcst parts of the set:; even
there shall thy hand lead me, and
thy ri~t hand shall hold me"
(Ps. 139:7-10).

God, good. being ever present,
good does not come and go, bless-
Ing some and harming others, here
today and gone tomorrow. Be-
cause God is present, good is pres-
ent. always. Because God U1,,ood
Is, aJways. Let us never forget this
most Important and fundamental
truth: good "1 This fact remaloa
true no matter what vicissitudes
we and the wo::1d may meet. And
not only must we remember this
transcendent fact that good Is. but
we must also hold to It and we
must rejoice In It.

ChrlstiaD Science Defined
Considering universal good as

revealed by Christian Science, Jet
