EIGHT NATIONS issued a
warning to Communist aggression
in Asia through their representa-
tives who affixed their signatures
to a mutual security pact, tem-
porarily called the Southeast

Asia Collective Secumty Defense
Treaty. The pact is aimed at
repellmé, any aggression against
the soil of the United States,
Britain, France, Australia, New
Zealand, Thailand, Pakisian and
- the Philippines. The treaty may
extend to the Indochina states of
Laos, Vietnam and Cambodia, al-
though they are not signatories.
These three and Thailand fear
they may be the next Communist
targets.

PRAVDA,  official Communist

AN EARTHQUAKE struck
Northern Algeria, killing an esti-
mated 1,000 persons and injuring
thousands more. Some of the vic-
tims died when walls came crash-
ing down on them while they
were still in bed. Smashed teie-
phone and telegraph lines made
a check on the actual count of
dead and injured difficult. Hard-
est hit was Orleansville, where
it was reported 200 were killed
and 1,000 injured. The quake,
which lasted for only 12 seconds,
is believed to be the worst in 40
years.

With Shortage of Nurses

The five Wayne County Health
Nurses maintained throughout
the Grosse Pointe School District,
has dwindled down to two, with
the recent resignation of a nurse,

‘Health Commrssxoner Dr, Thomas
Davies,

The two remammg nurses are
supplemented by ‘three other
nurses employed by the Grosse
Pointe Board of Education, There
is one part-time nurse at Pierce
Junior High and another part-
time nurse at Parcells Junior
High. The:county also has a part-
time nurse supervisor in the dis-
trict.

Grosse Pointe High School has
the only -full-time nurse in the
school district.

The two Wayne County nurses
are at different schools at differ-

ent times of the day, and check

Work Begins
On Farms Lot
Despite Fight

Cauncil Announces Improve-
ment of Municipal Parking;
To Cost $19,438

Work on the municipal
parking 7t on the north side
of Kercheval, between Mc-
Millan and Muir roads, got
under way with the approval
of a bid by the Farms coun-
cil on Tuesday, September 7.

The bid, $19,435, lowest of four
submitted, was well below that
of an estimated cost of $28,013.63,
given to the council at a recent
meeting by Farms City Engineer
Murray Smith. The highest bid
submitted, $27,235.50, came clgsest
to the estimated figure.

On Monday, July 19, despite
strong opposition from the busi-
ness owners in the Kercheval-on-
the-Hill business district, the
Farms council furthered plans to
improve the parking lot and
unanimously agreed to finance
the improvement through a spe-
cial assessment levied at Ker-
_cheval business.

Asked for Delay

At the time, busines$ owners
asked for a two-month delay, so
that further study of the plans
could be made, but the council
ignored the request and an-
nounced that it will go ahead
with the plans and the special as-
sessment,

Business owners then informed
members of the council that if
the city persists in going ahead
with the project at their expense,
there will be a legal battle.

Heedless of the threat, the
council gave its approval, and
stipulated that property and firm
owners on Kercheval will have
60 days within which to pay up
their shares without Dbeing
charged any interest.

To Fight Assessment

About three 'weeks ago, the
Farms council was served with a
notice of intention to commence
action in Wayne County Circuit
Court to enjoin the city from

making collections and to wvoid
the special assessment which had
been imposed on them (business
men).

They stated also, that first and
foremost they were interested in
working out a solution to the
overall off-street parking prob-

On Sewer,
Waier Lines

In Special Meeting Councll
Approves Program for
$530,000 Project.

Two bond issues, totalling
$530,000, will be placed before
Farms voters at the Novems-
ber election, ,

At a special meeting held
on Monday, September 13, the
Farms council, deeming the

issues to be of vital impor-
tance, approved the present-
ing of a bond issue for $380,000,
for storm sewer relief, and
one for $150,000 for construc-
tion of a water intake station
in the Municipal Park.

The importance of the sewer
relief problem manifested . itself
on August 19, and again on Au~
gust 25, when on both days, a
brief, but heavy concentration of
rain caused many homes to have
flooded basements. Some of the
homes had not experienced
flooded basements for several
years, and some had known this
catastrophe for the first tirhe.

200 Complaints

It was disclosed at the time
that at least 200 persons had
called the Municipal Hall to com-
plain of flooded basements, and
city officials-were of the opinion
that many more had the same
trouble, but- had not made it
known.

Only a handful -of people ate
tended the spec1a1 meeting, but
thosz that were present, includ-
ing resrdents bordering flooded
areas, expressed their opinionsg
regarding the need for storm
sewer relief and backed the coun.
cil’s move to have the issua
placed on the ballot in November,

In the early morning of August
19, rain fell for a full 40 minutes,
during which time the Chalfonta
pumping station gauges regis-~
tered a dowapour of 2.3 incheg
of rainfall.

Heavy Rainfalls

‘A period of concentrated raine
fall poured down  within that
period of time, causing the bases
ments to.flood.

The bond issue, if passed, will
bring relief to one-third of tha
homes in the Farms. There are
approximately 3,500 homes in the
community.

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What Makes a Hot-Rodder?

Life is full of puzzling situations and to make any head-
way at all in an attempt to understand why people act as
they do requires the extended efforts of thousands of psy-
chologists, psychiatrists and others whose work leads them
to study the behavior of man.

In a giddy moment, we felt like
one of the slightly cracked scientists Hollywood and TV
have brought to prominence who finds an innocent speci-
men in his secluded laboratory and who has volunteered to
sacrifice his mind to further some mad cause.

We put the question to him, simply: Why do you want to
make so much racket with your car? He went into an ex-
planation of the innards of the vehicle, strayed a bit back
into his condemnation of policemen, and ended up by ask-
ing how far Henry Ford would. have gone had the neighbors
on Bagley (as they did) raised such a commotion over the
noise of the horseless carriage. The young man lefi, con-
vinced that our sympathy is entirely with the policemen,
which is trus, and that we had no understanding at all of
modern vouth, which is not true. We felt that we had flubbed
a great opportunity to find an answer to this perplexing
matter and that never again would we have the chance to
study a hot-rodder at first hand.

The offended youth came to us seeking solace and he left
unsatisfied, we are sure. If this will give him any comifort,
we would like him to know that his visit sorely troubled
our day and dropped us deeper into that unknown abyss pop-
ulated by that most peculiar individual, the hot-rodder.

A detergent, by definition, is a
cleansing agent. Soap is a de-
tergent. So is water. And so are
the many special cleansing agents
you can buy.

But the word “detergent” has
come fo be widely used to indi-
cate a particular class of cleansers
which are really synthetic deter-
gents. )

Synthetic detergents are manu-
factured by complicated chemical
processes—in contrast to soap,
which is made simply by combin-
ing fat, lye and water in the right
proportions: .

The term “synthentic deter-
gents” seemed complicated for
everyday use. So we fell into fhe
habit of saying “detergents” to
designate the special group of
manufactured products.

But a fairly new word, which
you may have seen, is “syndet’—
a good word to describe a syn-
thetic detergent.

Syndets are convenient to use
in hard water because they don’t
combine with the minerals (as
soap does) to form soap scum or
curd—the source of that “tattle-
tale gray’ we used to talk about.

Because you don't use a soap
curd with syndets, they are easier
to rinse out. The greater ease of
rinsing makes syndets in general
more satisfactory for use in an
automatic washer—and easy to
use in any washer,

to Olin S. Peitingill Jr., professor
of ornithology at the University
of Michigan's Bioclogical Station
on Douglas Lake,

Accordmg to the professor, a
bluebird’s really brown, its fea-
thers just reﬂect light so as to
give tise effect of blue colonng
As proof; he wet a blue feather
and it came out brown! -
“Actually,” he adds, “the only
true colors*'in bird feathers are
red, yellow and brown-—all the
many different hues cdome from
combinations and reflections.”
The -bright 1mpressxons are

‘used by the males as-“a means

of advertising their’ availability,”
the -professor says..

For example, he pomts to the
Costa Rican hunimingbird, one: of
the 'world’s smallest’ birds, It ap~
pears’ to be- all dressed up in
Sequins due to its many mdescent
patéhes of’ feathers
Following this fashion is the
Ruby - Throated Hummingbird,
found only in the East and the
smallest bird in these parts, Its
seemmg]y ruby - colored throat
makes the male look like he just
walked out of a jewelry store.
“A turnabout comes with the
Northern Phalarope, found in the
Arctic, after its migratory flight,”
Professor Pettingill explains. In
this case the colorful female does
the courting and then leaves the
male - to~ incubate the eggs and

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DYC Sweepstakes Whippéd
By Sirong Northwest Wind

A chill wind klew out of the northwest last Saturday,
September 11, for the Detroit Yacht Club’s 57th annual
Sweepstakes regatta, but for those who captured one of the
many ‘perpetual trophies it was a good wind.

For the second year in succes-
sion the Sweepstakes race, an-
nually the last inter-club DRYA
regatta on the sailing schedule,
provided the sailors with plenty
of wind and a choppy Lake St.
Clair.

The Weather Bureau reported
northerly winds between 16 and
20 but what they didn’t report
was the offshore gusts that some-
times reached a velocity of 25 to
30 miles per hour. This was fine
for the big yachts which circled
the 21-mile triangular course in
near record time. The little boats
had almost more than they bar-
gained for.

Calls for Caution

Cautious small boat skippers
reefed their mainsails and hoist-
ed the smallest head canvas they
had in their possession before
crossing the starting line at the
head of Peche Isiand on a bumpy
weather leg to the first mark

smlong the American shore.

Once around the weather buoy
most shook out reefs and bent on
larger head canvas for the broad
reach across the lake to the sec-
ond pin, where they jibed and
raced back to the finish line, in
the lake, in jig time. On the lit-
tle boats spinnakers were con-
spicuous by their absence as they
churned along at hull speed on
the second leg of the course.

Pulls Out All Stops-:

Veteran Clare Jacobs pulled out
&1l the stops as he paced the
Cruising A fleet around the long
course to win the ancient Brew-
ers’ Trophy, with “Falcon,” by a
gcant 5 seconds over his second
place rival, T'oot Gmeiner, who is
fighting to win the River title for
the tenth time since becoming the
owner of the fabulous “Apache.”
Both are New York 32 sloops.
Pat Collins’ “Vitesse” was.fourth
to finish behind Gil Pingree’s big
Yawl “Red Head,” who won the
Governor Hazen Pingree Bowl],
donated by his grandpappy, but
took- third place honors on cor-
rected time.

The Pingree Bowl goes to the
yacht that circles the course first
and “Red Head” just barely beat
out Bob Neesely’s beautiful
schooner, “Malabar V1,” by eight
seconds. “Malabar’s” consolation
was the schooner-ketch prize,

Startling Results

In Cruising B and C there were
some startling results too. John-
ny Detwiler, Little Club commo-
dore sailing his sloop, “Vashti,”
in its second race since coming
from the East, captured the
George W. Gardner Bowl for
winning Cruising B.

Bill Nagel, the salty commo-
dore from Bayview, and his part-
ners, Johnny Nicol and Ed Des-
mond, had a gay time at the club
after they were awarded the
huge Commodore Arthur Sum-
merlee Cup. Breaking tradition,
the trio side stepped the custom-
ary champaigne and filled the
cup with scotch on rocks and
everyone had a good time.

The Summerlee Cup was re-
dedicated, through the efforis of
portly Walt Kunow, to the big
Cruising C class, which was the
largest single class in the 140
boai fleet, *“Balquihidder,” a Pi-
lot sloop, has been taking her
lickings in this class all summer
long, except for the Mackinac
race, when she finished third.
