Men Gardeners
Hear Rose Expert

Speaking before 75 men gar-

deners of Grosse Pointe at their-

Garden Club’s second anniversary.

dinner held in the War Memorial

Center on May 19, Dr. R. C.
Allen, director of Xingswood
Cénter, Mansfield, Chio, said that

rose growing should be the fun |

of the individual ‘gardener and
not work for the hired man.

“There is something . about
growing roses,” said Dr. Allen,
“that is partly instinct, partly
sybject to trial and error and at
all times something demanding
one’s personal experience.”

He récommended a start with
good quality plants, in varieties

well adapted to the section. In his

mind, the choice between spring
and fall planting wasn’t so im-
portant as the need for reason-
ably fertile well drained soil con-
taining organic material and
careful planting with the roots
spread out in the way they grew,

Most people, according to Dr. |

Allen, like to be told a very exact
formula for planting roses with
the knuckle joint placed a certain
debth below the surface of the
soil; actually, according to him,
this makes very little difference
in the eventual results, it only

. being necessary that the crown be

placed at or slightly below the
surface.

Fertilization too . has been
made over-complicated, with re-
quirements for sufficient nutrient
readily optained by applying two
or three feedings of any good
commercial fertilizer. Howewver,

Dr. Allen stressed the fact that (]

most gardeners overlooked the

importance of water, plenty of

moisture being required for con-
stant blooming.

Some gardeners make pruning

a ritual, said Dr. Allen, stressing

the point that there wasn’t any- |

thing sacred about the process,
the idea being that you pruned a
rose to the shape that ygu
wanted, always leaving a foot of
the bush gbove the crown. .

Preventative measures for the
control of diseases and inseat
pests were recommended involv-
ing frequent application of the
modern .chemicals for the pre-
servation of foliage.

Dr. Allen closed his talk by
re-emphysizing the joys of rose
growing and by suggesting that
if one method doesn’t work, the
gardener should +{ry . another
until he strikes on the procedure
that is successful for him, after
which he should stick to that
procedure.
