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With the mid-winter graduation season just past, we
are reminded of a recent request. '

The request is from a young lady of 19, undergoing the,
equivalent of a sophomore's college education. She wants
advic"e, fatherly advice to a child about to be graduated
from college and on the verge of stepping out into the big
world.

This is 'a pretty big order, encompassing a lot of terri-.
tory and a great many years. It means going back into the
bright, memory-filled past when we were that age, effect-
ing a recapitulation of our philosophies of that period, and
trying to justify them with the. events which have tran-
spired since.

There is also quite a switch here. As we recall, when
we were of sophomoric stature in college, we were deeply
impressed with the stupidity of our elders and completely
cocksure of our own abilities. Now our advice is being
sought by one of these fledglings. Here is progress indeed.
Give us strength to speed it onward.

Our first word would be one of congratulation for dis-
cerning the need for ~dvice. It bespeaks anacknowledg-
meni. which is far too uncommon among our teenagers to-
day. Usually they want to tell, not be told. Their sudden~
ly-acquired wisdom has not yet been tempered in the fire
of experience. They are old beyond their years, yet pathe-
tically young in their ability to comprehend the terrible
toll which may be exacted as the result of future actions,
whIch at the time may seem completely inconsequential.

Quite probably, chief among .your considerations
should be your health. Without this you will be pf little
use to yourself or anyone else. And it is a common fraility
of youth to sneer at all matters pertaining to health. The
young are all iron men and women to themselves, and the
great snarers of human minds and bcdies will never cross
their thresholds, so they think. But polio and rheumatic
fever and heart disease and meningitis and tuberculosis
and myx:iad other stalkers of the physically weak con-
tinue to snatch victims among those who let down their
guard in the matter of keeping themselves physic~ly fit.

Those afflicted by mental disease are too often the
product of the sins or OII'..issions of their elders. Experiences
of early childhood over which the young have no control,
have a frightful penchant for wreaking havoc ir.s. later
years. '

The acquisition of an understanding and tolerance for
fellow human beings will do much to counteract the possi-
bilities of such disturbances. The world is made up of
many people of many characteristics. The qualities of each
contribute something, if we have developed the power t;)
recognize them; even though it be but the lesson that we
don't want to emulate those whom we cannot admire. Let's
be grateful to these for giving us a lift to a higher plane
of aspiration.

So many of these perwons were born into stations
which they could not possibly have chosen for themselves.
Their preparations to cope with the many problems of life
are puny, compared with those granted you who are about
to graduate from college. Be tolerant, and kind, and under-
standing and helpful.

Never think of yourselve~ as something you have cre-
ated, single-handed. Physically and mentally you have
reaped the harvest of the thought and ability of all who
went before you, from the architects and builders who
were responsible for the structures on your campus, to
the pione~rs in intellectual research who forged the b~c~-
ground for the cour~es which have started you, on the road'
to education. Be grateful to the teachers, good and bad,
who have brought you enlightenment or who have shown
you the failings which poor teachers possess. Each lesson
has been valuable.
