First, because a Blue Cross ~studygroup itself was
the first to dig into the matter. No attempt to hide
anything: Just an effort to correct the situation, since
chiseling by one subscriber is paid for by all the
honest ones.

Therefore, we suspect this "over-utilization" has
been publicized' into a bigger fault than it really is.

Now Rep. Green thinks he could bring about lower

At !east one offered solution appears to be pre-
cipitous and short-sighted. A bill introduced in the
Michigan Legislature suggests' a' deductible plan siIl'i.

The proposal to make sub-
scribers pay for the fu-st day of hospitalization and
15 per ,cent after seven days no doubt ~wouldcut rates.
It also 'would greatly reduce the value of the service.
It would not, we believe, strike hard enough at the
abuses.

A group of unions ip Detroit and Flint is proposing
to set up a rival "Blue Cross plan," which is entirely
V'iithintheir rights, even though we doubt it will look
as simple to them once they have gotten into what is
a very complicated problem.

Of the three-Rep. Allison, Commissioner Navarre,
and the unions-we think the unions 'are behaving
most reasonably. We differ with them only in our
opWon as to whether they CAN produce what they
think they can.

But of the whole lot, we think Blue Cross and its
present-,managers are the most capable (\f providing
what we want. We, think, Blue Cross is' getting- a
vicious and needless pushing around.

In our news stories we have tried to tell what was
happening without 'l~tting our opinions sway, u~.

But this is the~ editorial page, and thi,s is our
opinion, and we are saying what. we thinK;

First of all, a series of articles which began con-
currently in another Detroit paper is, for all we know
at this moment, still running. We don't. have' any
quarrel with the facts in it.
. We do believe it has placed too much emphasis on
"over-utilization"-that is, the 'Complaint that some
people either stay too long in the hospital, or get in
under Blue Cross when they shouldn't-when they
aren't really sick. .

The Times reported that. We can take you back in
the files a couple of years and show w£ were the first
newspaper to report there was some of this chiseling
going on.

By accepting leadership res-
[lonsibility on the daily trips to
and from Trombly, the young
citizens hoped to encourage safe
and pleasant bus habits for the
riders.

To stimulate students in self~
direction and leadership, Princi-
pal Frank Welcenbach recently
asked each class whose children
ride the bus to discuss problems
which commonJy arise on the
daily bus trips.

From these discussions, the
classes then presented their best
ideas through a spokesman to a
bus rules committee.

The c"lmmittee-sixth graders
Richard Litow, Sharon Pastor,
David Wood, DaVId Kiswinney.
Roberta Munson, and Janet
Fannin; and fifth graders Rob-
ert Morden, Jack Delozier, and
Robert Schroeder - prepared a
guide list from these sugges-
tions.

This list was then discussed
with laculty members, the
teacher-sponsor and Principal
Welcenbach. Finally, all of the
young bus riders were assembled
and the final form, "Guide for
Pupil Conduct on School Bus,"
was presented by Sharon Pas~
tor. The guide was enthusia.sti-
callv received.

The clear language and the
brief statements-there are just
nine points made and the entire
guide is only one page long-
make it easy for the children to
understand. Furthermore, it has
personal appeal. For instance,
item 2 says: "We avoid taking
cuts in lines because we don't
like it when others do it to us";
and item 8 says: "Holding a
standingr rider's books is a
friendly, thoughtful act."

TWo copies of the guide were
given to each bus passenger.
One, he keeps at school; the
other, he took home.

Trombly Principal Welcen-
bach says, "We recognize that
the guide is not a cure-all but
it has value in setting limits
and in appealing to the stu-
dents' self-direction and judg-
ment. The solution to their com-
mon problem will be shared by
all of the Trombly riders, I am
sure." ,
