CIAcomet discovered 'by
Arend and Roland in Belgium
last ~ovember is in ''the spring
sky," says Hazel M. Losh, U-M
assodate p~ofessor- of cistron-
omy. "Comet Arend-Roland is '
expected i.o be visible to the
naked eye from about April 16
to May 15."

"During its period of greatest
-brightness between April,16 and '
May 25," the astronomer con-
tinues, "It might equal the spec-
tacle provided by the famous
Halley's Comet in' 1S10."

FT 0 mAp r il 22 on the
comet will be visible' above the
northwestern horizon for long-,
er and longer perfods after sun-
set on successive nights." After '
April 30, the ptofessor says the
comet will become circumpolar '
-that is, it will be visible'
throughout the night.

Describing comets, Professor
1.osh says they are sometimes
called "a bag full of notbing.
A well developed comet con-
sists of a small bright nucleus,
surrounded by a diffuse, misty
envelope or coma. A tail de-
velops and always extends in a .
direction nearly opposite that
of the Sun-sometimes attain- '
ing a length of many degrees
and a real length of many mil-
lions of miles."

Another astronomical event
during the month is the visi-
bility of the ever-hard-to-locate
planet, Mercury. For a period
of two weeks, from April 8 to
21, Mercury may be observed

Now Is Time
To Plant Trees

From now until leaves appear
is the ideal time to plant trees
according to Harold Shick, ex~
tension specialist in park man~
agement at Michigan State Uni-
versity.

April 26 has been designated
as Arbor Day in Michigan to
emphasize tree planting and
care. Many communities will
conduct programs on that date
to stress planting but trees may
be planted now, says Shick.

The MSU specialist lists these
trees as suitable for planting
in Michigan.

Large size (over 60 feet tall
at maturity) - sugar maple,
sycamore, and London plane.
American elm, red oak, whita
oak and bur oak, European lin.
den, white, green and black ash,
tulip tree or tulip poplar, thorn-
less honeylocust or moraine lo~
cust, haCkberry and Kentucky
coffee ,tree. .

Medium size (40 to 50 feet)-
Norway maple, little leaf linden,
gingko English oak, pin oak,
scarlet oak, mountain ash and
sweet gum.

Small size (20 to 35 feet) _
ironwood, amus maple, tatarian
maple, flowering crabs and
cherries, hawthorn althea and
flowering dogwood.

Shick makes these recommen-
dations for planting the tree: '

Choose the proper location.
Don't plant trees under wires
or over sewers, water or gas
pipes if this can be avoided.
Avoid planting close to walks,
drives or curbs.

Dig the hole for the tree be-
fore planting. This will reduce
the danger of roots drying out.

Keep roots wet during all
the time the tree is out of the
ground.

Prune about one-third of the
branches to give the reduced
roots a chance to feed the top,

Many of
th€Se are excellent, but as is the
case in any series, there is
bound to be an unevenness,
with s()me titles being much
better than others.

In eonsidering books for the
children's shelves of our li-
braries, the decisi.on depends on
the worth of each individual
title and not, on the worth of
the series as' a whole: The same
criteria are used in selecting
these as in the selecting of any
other books.

William Steele, who has given
us some good adventure stories
for boys, admitted that his con-
tribution to a series was seldom
his best work. An author with
a made - to - order assignment,
who _must. conform to a given
formula with a certain number
of words, a _certain number of
pages and a given format, will
find writing a,t best a frus-
trating business. Publishers, dis-
covering that one series is a re-
munerative success, try another
and another in mass production
to supply a possible demand
with a quick supply. They en-
gage certain writers to proc;luce
books on a given subject by a
,certain date. Eve n the best
writers' will 'not as a rule, ac-

'complish their best w r i tin g
under this pressure.

The last remnants of Grant's
castle was not torn down until
1875.

He was commander of the
, British Navy on the Great Lakes

and mar r i e d a 16-year-old
French girl from Detroit, The-
I'ese Barthe. He. had previously

~ake Champlain in the French-
lndian War. . ....

For his bride he bought 640
acres in Grosse Pointe and
built an imposing wooden pile,
00 :feet wide and 280 feet long,
known as Grant's Castle. He
bought the land from his broth-
er-in-Iaw. John Askin, who
later became the brother-in-law
Of Elijah Brush, one of the
Pointe's lint prominent fami-
2ies. .

Grent was quite a. power in
his day, Lieutenant Gcvernor
of tile county and a member of
the British Governor's Council.
