EGYPT REVEALED its long
&waited plans on the operatlon
of the Suez Canal, in‘which it
made clear it is determined to
maintain complete control. It is
also stressed it will still con-
tinue to bar Israeli shipping,
The plan. was disclosed by
Egyptian President Gamal Ab-
del Nasser, even as the United
States prepared to bring up the
Suez question before the United
Nations. Under the present
terms, ships of every nation,
except Israel, are .using the
waterway under Egypt’s terms.

The first American vessel
since the waterway was closed
last November steamed through
the canal yesterday. The first
British ship went through last

week. The Egyptian plan made’

no mention of the six principles
laid down by the UN Council
last October to insure the water-
way was “insulated” from poli-
tics.

THE STATE SENATE gave
tentative approval to a bill that
will revive the Michigan Turn-
pike Plan by earmarking ap-
proximately $3,000,000 from the
gas tax funds to pay for bonds.
Backer of the plan was Senator
Haskell Nichols, Jackson Re-
publican, whose plea advanced
the bill to its third reading and
a final vote,

He said the Senate could show
its support for ex-Senator
George N. Higgins, now chair-
man of the inactive Turnpike
Authority, by voting for the
measure. Nichols said if the
Senate backed the measure for
the toll road bonds, then the
bonds could be sold and the
turnpike constructed.

THE UNITED STATES or-
dered the Sixth Fleet in the
Mediterranean Sea to Jordan,
the trouble spot of the Middle
East. The move was regarded as
a possible prelude to the first
test of the Eisenhower Doctrine
which calls for aid to any Mid-
. east nation beset by Commun-
ism. However, the State Depart-
ment said that King Hussein of
Jordan had not requested any
aid from the United States, but
the Fleet is being sent just in
case.

In a series of dramatic moves,
Hussein imposed military law
throughout his realm, named
a new government, placed a
curfew on the nation’s main
cities and abolished the coun-
iry’s 10 political parties.- Britain
and the United States invited
the King to request help, but
Hussein said it is not needed.

SOURCES -DISCLOSED that
the Nicaraguan National Guard
troops have invaded Honduras
near the Carribean Coast. It
was said Nicaraguan units ad-
vanced to the left bank of the
Cruta River, a few miles north
of the Coco River. The border
dispute. began between the two
tountries ever since -Honduras
created the Department of Gra-
cias a Dios, including the area
bordering Nicaragua.
