He rode here on horseback from Massachusetts, driv-
ing a score of sheep for his brother-in-law. He was one of
the Pointe's foremost founding fathers, George Van Ness
Lothrop, statesman, famed lawyer- and community. leader. \

. Mr. Lothrop joined the law offices of James F. Joy and."
later went into partnership with D. Bethune Duffield. On
hilS marriage in 1847 to Almira Strong he built one C'Jf the
Pointe's first lakeShore mansions.

The huge white frame house had a broad veranda, two
tall square bay windo\ys and exquisite Chinese wallpaper.
On the rolling grounds were the first tennis courts in the
area. NeighbOl;s of the Lot}:lrops on the shore were the
Brushs, Newberrys and McMillans.

The Lothrop estate, C'Summerside" st~etched back to
Mack avenue and on the property were groves of fir trees.
The area as late' as 1936 was a picnic ground where the
Farms firemen held their annual outings and was always
known as Lothrops Pines.

In the spacious home the' Lothrops reared four boys
and two girls. Mr. Lothrop's public career was outstanding.
In those days it was more popular around here to be a
Democrat. Mr. Lothrop was the first attorney general of
the state and a delegate to the constitutional convention.

. In 1860 he attended the Democratic convention in
Charleston and spoke strongly against seccesSion from the
Union and in support of.his presidential candidate, Stephen
~. Douglas. ~

As a reward for his services to the party and his ~oun.....
try President Cleveland appointed Mr~ Lothrop Miriister
to Russia in 1880. Excerpts from his letters home in those
days prove he felt Russia never could be invaded. His
daughter, Anne, married a baron in the Chevalier Gardes,
the Czarina's regiment. ..

His impressive home was remodeled and covered with
gray stucco, even moved back 150 feet by his son Cyrus'
widow, but 215 Lakeshore road remained a landmark until
1949 when the property was bought by Edward Skae and
the house torn down.

Cyrm Lothrop's son was another attorney, George Van
Ness Lothrop. His widow lives on Provencal road.
Mrs. Lothrop and the street which bears this proud name
keep the tradition alive today.
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
