Traffic D.eaths
Show Decrease

October, one of the worst
traffic Ideath months of the
year, ~howed a saving of 28
lives on Michigan highways on
the basis of provisional figures
compiled by t1;leState Police.

The death toll in October of
1956was 144 as compared with
116 in the same 'month this
year.' The latter figure is sub-
ject to some revision upward
with final reports.

Final figures 'for September
show that 128 persons were
killed and 5,049 were injured
in 14,571 accidents.

It was the'lowest death toll
for'S e'p t e !ll b e l' since 1946,
when 123 lost their lives. Com-
pared 'with $eptember. of last
year, deaths decreased 24 Per
cent, injuries were down less
tha~ Q.ne-half per cent, while
accidehts dropped. eight per'
cent.

For the firs~ 10months of the
year, deaths numbered 1,123,
a saving of 220 lives or 15.2.
per cent under the total of 1,-
443 for the same .period last
year.

The goal for th.e 'state this
year was a reliuetionof at
least 10 per cent, or 174 under

,the toll of 1,747 in 1956.Unless
there are. sharp reverses in
November and December this
target should be substantially'
exceeded.

Staie police warned, how-
, ever, that November and De-

cembel' are also' among' the
worst, with December being
especially deadly because of the
combination of bad' weather
and the holiday season. They.
urged drivers to renewed ef-
fort to avoid' accidents.

Teen agers today who drive their parents mad hang-
ing for hours on the telephone wouldn't have had a
chance in the Grosse Pointe of 1903.

Only the large lakefront mansions and the road-
houses had the new instruments in 1903 and the Michi-'
gan Telephone Co., was very strict with its subscribers.

An edict from the company said: "Profane or ob-
~cene language ove~ the wires is prohibited; if persisted
m the telephone wdl be removed. Subscribers are held
responsible for the enforcement of this rule. Your COTil-

tra~t prohibits t~e use of the instrument by others. Sub-
sCl"lbers are :::dvlsed not to print telephone numbers on
stationery, etc., but to use the phrase "Telephone con-
nection." Servants and children are not to use the tele-
phone."

There 'were but 20 phones in the Poi~te then but
visitors who couldn't use the old fashioned wall in'stru-
ments with their hand ringers had other opportunities to
make a call.

On red, white and blue phone poles all the way from
the present city limits tq. Fisher road, patrons who just
had to use the telephone could avail themselves of the
"Wayside Service". They could leap.from their. carriages
or Stanley Steamers and plug in their portable .phones
to the poles and the operator would ask for their number,
pro J. A. Belanger, the Rev. A, H. B. Nacy and Mathew
Kramer owned these devices.
_ These early operators, Gibson-shirted with long
black sl{irts sweeping the floor, sat at tlieir switchboards
in a neat tiled-roof stucco residence on Fisher road :iust
south of Maumee. Some of the sisters of the Pointe's first
French families worked for the Home Telephone Co.,
then. There were two Allor girls, Frances Beaupre and
Agnes Machleit among others.

Subscribers to the "ECist" exchange, which in its
turn became Hickory, Lenox, Nigara and now Tuxedo,
were in 1898. William K. Anderson, Ralph M. Dyar,
August Goebel, C. H, Haberkorn, the Hendries, Henry B.
Ledyard, the McMi.llans, the Newberrys, Alexander
