AN AGREEMENT may be
reached in the eight month
old steel strike, it was reported
yesterday in Washington. Sec-
retary of Labor James P.
Mitchell is working there with
the head negotiators of both
the steel union and .the. in-
dustry. There are indications
that a 30 month agreement will
be forthcoming that wiil cost
the industry about 41 cents an
hour.

That is considerably mere
than the 30 cents an hour over
a 36 month period that the in-
dustry has been proposing since
the middle of November. Much
of the credit for the impepding
settlement is said to belong to
Vice-President Nixon and La-
bor Secretary Mitchell.

THE EIGHT MONTH OLD
steel strike is over. Settlement
terms wére finally agreed upon
yesterday by the leaders of the
ster) infustry «nd the United
sSteel Workers Union. Given
much of the credit for working
out the terms was Vice Pres-
ident Richard M. Nixon.

The agreement provides for a
39 cent wage benefits package
for the 500,000 stecl workers
over a period of 214 years, Pre-
siding over the 22 hour day
and night bargaining scssion
that broke the long déadlock
was Secretary of ILabor James
P. Mitchell. It was indicated
that there would not be any im-
mediate increase in steel prices.

Burglars Enter Krueger
fiome; Loot Worth $5,000)

Shores police are cohtinuing
their questioning of suspects in
an effort to solve the burglariz-
ing of the home of the Henry
Kruegers, 51 Clairview, on De-
cember 24, but so far have un-
covered no leads.

The Kruegers returned home
from a vacation the day before
Christmas (o find that their

home had been ransacked and:

an cstimated $3,500 1o $5,000
in coins, a house safe and sev-
eral bhottles of whiskey and
other items were missing.

Police Chief Fred Ducmling
said {hat the burglary appeared
to be an Inside job, The thief
or thieves apparently entered
the house with a key, since no
evidence of a forced entry
could be found, he said.

The burglars broke a win-
dow at the rear of the house,

from the inside, probably to
make it appear that enirance
into the house was gained in
that way, Chief Duemling said.

The chief said Mr. and Mrs.
Krueger stated that the burg-
lars got three bank money bags
filled with quarters, half-dol-
lars, and silver dollars, in the
amount of $300. Also taken was

The safe, the chief said, was
about 18 by 20 inches, and con-
tained a one and a half carat
diamond dinner ring, and car
titles and insurance papers.

Price Has Increased

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Souris Named To High Court

Theodore -Souris, of 344 Fish-
er road, has been appointed by
Governor Willlams to the posi-
tion of justice of the Michigan
Supreme Court.

Souris, 34, only ten years out
of the University of Michigan
Law Schoo!, Is the yourgest
man ever to be appoinfed to
the State’'s highest court in its
132 year history.

One of the most important
positions in the State, it carries
a2 salary of $18,500 a year. He
has been appointed to replace
Justice John D. Voelker of Ish-
peming. Voelker, the author of
the best selling novel “Anatomy
of a Murder” Is resigning his
post to devote his enlire time
to writing. Voelker's term, to
which he was elected last April;
was to begin this week and run
for eight years.

Souris, who is a Democrat,
will have to stand election next
fall. His term as Circuit Court
judge had just ended when his
appointment to the Supreme
Court came through, He had
already sent out announcements
to the effect that he was re-

turning to practice with the law
firm McClintock, Fulton, Dono-
van and 'Waterman, as a part-
ner.

Souris, who is a Democrat,
considered himself a candidate
for the position until Wednes-
day night, December 30, when
Governor Willlams visited him
at his home.

Souris, who was born in De-
troit, is the son of an immigrant
Greek wholesale meat dealer
who came to this country in
1916. His father died in 1941
leaving his wife and Theodore
the only child. Souris graduated
from Grosse Pointe High School
at the age of 16, a top scholar.
He entered the University of
Michigan, but left in 1943, at
age 17, to join the Air Force
where he was given cadet {rain-
ing. He returned to U of M af-
ter the war and received his
B. A, degree in 1947 and his
law degree in 1949,

Following graduation from
law school, he went into gen-
eral practice in gcorporation
matters.

Souris is married and has

three children, Christopher, 4,
Stephen, 2, and Susan, five

months.

Looking back over 1858, the
bell has tolled for fewer litera-
ry figures than in some of the
recent years and most of the
casualties have Dbeen among
older writers whose span of
life had reached normal ex-
pectancy. Almost all had pass-
e¢ their three score years and
ten,

Several British novelists are
included among those recently
lost to us. I[.A.R, Wylie (lda
Alexa Ross) who died at the

age of 74 and had a wide fol*
lowing. Among her seventeen
novels were “Ho the Fair
Wind,” “Candles for Therese”
and a 1959 publication “Claire
Serrat.” She wrote as well a
delightful autobiography *“My
Life with George.”.

Reginald Arke!ll ar.d Vaughan
Wilkins were also -well known
o American readers. Poet,
editor and author, Mr. Arkell
dabbled in various types of
writing. The library has three
of his novels, “Old Herbaceous"
1951, “The Miracle of Merri-
ford” 1956 and “Round House"
1958. Vaughan Wilkins wrote
historical novels chiefly and is
best known for “And So Vie-
toria” a best seller of the late
thirties, His most recent novel,
1959, was “Consort for Vic-
toria.”

Subscribers to the old Col-
llers will know the English
writer, Arthur Sarsfield Wade,
ntore readily recognized as Sax
Rohmer, His stories were
serialized in this magazine, for
many years and he will be re-
mémbered for his ““Dr. Fu
Manchu" books.

If you are a mystery reader,
the chances are you have at
some time or other made the
acquaintance of “Private Eye
Philip Marlowe,” the famous
detective created -by mystery
novelist, Raymond Chandler, a
1959 casualty. Another popular
mystery writer, who wrote also
for the stage and screen,
Octavus Roy Cohen, died rec-
ently in his late sixties. . Many
of his books originally appear-
ed in the Saturday ZEvening
Post. We {ind one remaining
on our library shelves “Love
Can be Dangerous” published
in 1955,

Many readers acquired their
knowledge of Alaska directly
from the popular books about
this part of the world by the
late Barret!{ Willoughby - (Mrs,
Florence .Barrett).

W hat can we do about the

Mosr orF us chose the suburbs for the saké of more
pleasant surroundings. Some of us fled here to
escape urban disorder, only to be overtaken by thou-
sands of others with the same idea. After all the road

- building. parking lots. strect widenings, traffic lights,

parking meters, one-way streets, and other measures
designed to keep traffic moving between our towns and
the central city (still the hub, after afl, of our welfare)
—we have ended in a bigger jam than when we started.
As soon as a new road is built, its promise of relief is
cancelled by the rising number of people and vehicles
waiting to usc it.

After fifty years of the automotive age, some of us

have begun asking ourselves, can we be urbanized and
motorized, yet civilized?

We have begun to doubt that the cnv as we know
it can survive . . . or that it should. Public transporta-
tion systems are inconvenient and inadequate. Transit
lines are fighting a losing battle, while commuter rail
roads seem intent on going out of business altogether.
By 1975 more than a hundred million vehicles will be
jockeying for position on our highways. More people.
more jobs, higher incomes and more leisure time will
furnish the ingredients for still greater urban and sub-
urban chaos. If we don't act fast, by the time we get a six-
hour day. six other hours may be spent getting back
and iorth to work. .

Build New Roads
New roads can help. temporarily, and we are getting
them. The federal highway program, now fully under
way, is the biggest public-works cnterprise in history.
But as we siruggle under the impacts of the motor age
it is becoming evident that we nced much more than a
highway program to adapt our cities to the automobile

and start our traffic moving again. We nced new ideas
and new plans. We need to lurn to the planners and
architects and engineers who are discovering and pro-
jecting new purposes to the cities and suburbs the new
roads will connect.

To reduce an enormously complicated problem to its
simplest terms: transportation is a means to other ends.
H ail economic ends are concentrated in a central city,
and you are going to depend on an automobile to get
you ther at an appointed time (through a layout origi-
nally designed for horses and trolley cars) you, with mil-
lions of your peers, are going to slow dewn to a crawl
morning and night.

Rebuild the Cities

Today's mammoth traffic jams result because our
cities are obsolete. left over from the cra of the rail-
roads. As long as the railroads, running-on their straight
tracks, were responsiblc for the main movement of peo-
ple and goods, the cities functioned as receiving centers.
But with the automobiles moving in from all directions
this function became confused...jammed. What we
need now is to transplant more country space into the

city and mare of the opportunities for close association
into the suburbs.

The downtown of the central city today should con-
centratc on official, cultural and recreationat facilities
—the theatre, concert hall, library, university, muscum,
sports arena, the seat of govermment. There should be
hotels, restaurants, professional offices, banking and
financial establishments, passenger-transport icrminals,
and major department stores. Small industries, with their
contribution to the traffic jam, should be encouraged to
relocate. There should be apartments for close-in living

HAVE just finished reading “The Status Seekers”
which according to the author, Vance Packard,
“explores class behavior in America.” And now
I'm really upset. Here I've been, all these years,
supposing that I was a perfect example of a low-
status type. Oh, I just knew, that’s all. In fact,
“there didn’t seem to be any other possibility. Here
we were: Democrats, driving around in a ten-
year-old Chevy, eating meat-loaf, and going to sce
American movies. Liitle things, you say, but they
add up—particularly when you have five children
and not one of them can spell.
. But I wasn’t really worried. I was bearing up
nicely until ¥ read Vance Packard’s book. And the
reason I am at sixes and sevens now is because it
seems, and you won’t believe this, it seems that I

am really a high-status type. But here’s the terrible ~

thing: nobody knows it. My friends (a low-status
group if I ever saw one) don’t know it. The sales-

girls in Saks Fifth Avenue clearly don’t know it..

My very own mother doesn’t know it or she
wouldn’t keep saying to me, “For heaven’s sake,
buy yourself a decent set of dishes.” This is simply
not the remark one makes to a high-status person.

Oh, I am surrounded by skeptics, but I refer
them all to Mr. Packard. He says very plainly that
“women who are really secure in their upper-class
status may become fond of a good outfit and wear
it for years.” Youw’ll know how secure I am when I
tell you that I still have this suit I bought before I
was married. (It’s a little tight now, so I just don’t
button the last three buttons.) But fond of it? If 1
weren’t afraid of sounding mawkish, I'd come right
out and say that I'm just plain crazy about that
brown tweed suit. It may be fifteen years old this
month, but it’s just as baggy as the day 1 bought it.
And it’s suitable for so many occasions. Whether
I am taking two sick cats to the vet, spreading peat
moss on the rosebushes, or merely staining the
front door, I know I'm dressed correctly when I'm
wearing that suit.

There are those who may scoff to read Mr. Pack-
ard’s report that “the fabulously wetl-dressed Mrs.
Winston Guest recently took with her to Europe
a suit she has been wearing for eight yrars.” Now
it seems perfectly clear to me why Mrs. Guest took
that suit to Europe. It’s probably been hanging
there getting on her nerves for seven years. By this
time she’s ashamed to give it to the help and reluc-
tant to bum it. So what could be simpler than
shoving it through a portholc? I I ever go to
Europe, that's exactly what I mean to do with this

e

horrible brown tweed suit. Okay, I lied when I said
1 was crazy about that suit.

But let’s get back to the facts. Another dead
giveaway of my high social status is the way I
entertain. Mr. Packard insists that at the upper-
class level people “tend to prefer relaxed infor-
mality. Food typically is offered casually. There
may be amiable and fairly open flirting and talk-
ing. Weaving figures may offer toasts.” Honestly,
if I didn’t know better I'd swear that Packard was
here one night last week. But then I imagine he has
his spies, don’t you?

As for this business about food being offered
casually, I've actually been known to say, “Bill, 1
think you’ll find pretzels on the second shelf.” How
could you be more upper-status than that? Mr.
Packard concludes his summary of entertaining
among the elect by stating flatly that “the people
having the party at the upper level usually are not
trying to prove anything. Publicity in- the news-
papers ' is not sought.” Well, I should think not.
With those weaving figures offering toasts, it seems
to me the less said about the whole thing the better.

‘Mr. Packard Replies

Dear Mrs. Kerr:

If I had known that you, of all people,
were going to be reading my book, I would
have added an interesting fact which
turned up in my research. That is that eat-
ing daisies also is definitely wpper-class.
In fact, it is even more upper-class than
eating the meat-loaf you cite. However,
eating daisies is not quite as upper as what
my son ate when he was the age of your
children. He ate tent caterpillars. At least
we kept finding fuzz around his lips as he
grinned at us.

Now if you are really worried because
your high status doesn’t seem fully appre-
ciated by your friends, why don’t you
dramatize it? Get yourself hauled inio
court for nonpayment of bills which have
been beneath your notice. Or better still,
get yourself thrown out of the best club
in town for unlady-like hehavior. These
will surely bring you the respectful recog-
nition you so richly deserve.

Reading further (You notice how this is all
adding up, don’t you?), we learn that “the slim
figure is more of a preoccupation with women of
the upper classes. As you go down the scale, mar-
ried women take plumpness more calmly.” Observe
that there is nowhere the suggestion that the upper-
class female may not be plump. No, the implication
‘is clear. It’s all right to be plump as long as you're
not calm about it. _

Well, as far as that goes, you should have seen
me trying on bathing suits in Lane Bryant’s last
summer. Not that there was any chance you'd
have seen me, since I wouldnt even allow the
motherly saleswoman to witness the struggles of
that dreadful half hour. I tried on suit after suit,
all of them designed by some shut-in in California
who, it seems to me, would benefit from a begin-
ner’s course in anatomy. But at each succeeding
glimpse of myself in the rearview mirror I burst
into wild outcries and muffled sobs. Indeed, I was
anything but calm as I went off to soothe myself
with a butterscotch sundae.

And don’t worry about the quality of your con-
versation. Once you begin to get the hang of it
you will find yourself just naturally making state-
ments that are irreproachably upper-status. For
instance, should the occasion arise, you might say
“Gimme a hunk (‘the high-status person uses un-
pretentious language’) of that pumpernickel (‘only
the upper classes like firm, hard bread’).” If you
want to be really on the safe side, you might add,
parenthetically, “but make it a small hunk,” which
would indicate that you were not taking plumpness
calmly. As I say, it’s a technique that can be
leamed. What's nice for me is that I was born
liking pumpernickel bread.

Now that I've laid out the evidence and proved
beyond question that I am a true high-status type,
there is one statement in the book that comes back
to haunt me. That statement plainly says, “medical
investigators have noticed as you get near the bot-
tom of the social scale, there is an abrupt rise in
a disorder called anomie—-feeling isolated, loosely
attached to the world, and convinced that things
are tough all over.”

Feeling isolated? Loosely attached to the world?
Convinced that things are tough all over? But that’s
the way 7 feel. That’s the way 1 feel all the time.
Now what do 1 do, Mr. Packard?

One mother who recently took this drastic step
explains her thinking, and in .no uncertain terms.

“At tremendous personal expense, and against
my children’s resistance,” she reports, “I fled from
paradise. I fled, not from the country, but from the
filtered experience which 1 had been providing
for my chiidren. We went to where the children
could be tempted to join street-corner society,
where they could see brute poverty and vice and
exultation and the bewilderment of the rejected
immigrant: where they could be exposed to bad
English and despicable music. I took them where
they could meet taste that had not been labeled
good or bad, so they could make their own de-
cisions about it; where their associates had not
been implicitly preselected and prelabeled as
desirable,

“After a period of disorientation and anguish,”
she concludes, “my children were all glad of the
move.” ’

These are fighting words. If you have read this
far you must want to ask:

“How much experience does a child gain by be-
ing exposed to ‘brute poverty’ that—luckily for
him—is not his lot? And how can you look on
‘street-corner society' as a device for broadening
sheltered «' e g

Itis casy to take issue with details, but it is more
important to know that this mother who took her
children back to the city is Dorothy Lee, a profes-
sional anthropologist, a scientist trzined to observe
human behavior and gauge the consequences.
From observation and learning and personal ex-
perience she reasons that a suburban upbringing
today will tend to soften a child and hold him back.

In her view, what she calls the “filtcred ex-
perience” of the suburbs deprives a child of the
opportunity to meet discomfort, His natural enter-
prise and curiosity become stunted in an orderly,
unadventurous life where he does what cveryone
¢lse does and makes friends only with people like
himself. There is not enough opportunity to ex-

periment and learn and broaden himself in the
process.

Dr. Lee is not alone in her misgivings. Dr.
Leonard Duhl of the National Institute of Mental
Health in Washington also warns against the shel-
tered life.

“It is the responsibility of parents to do every-
thing to expose their chiidren to different expe-
riences,” he says. “I sometimes think parents liv-
ing in particularly exclusive suburbs would be ‘wise
to make regular visits to the city during certain
parts of a child’s growing up.” -

Along with the scientists, plain laymen with
common sense—parents included—have begun to
question whether an upbringing in an ideal suburb
is the ideal thing.

“As in any paradise since the days of Adam and
Eve,” says one young father, “a closer inspection
reveals certain drawbacks.”

But you can’t, as they say, have everything—
always an irritating thought, especially where your
children are concerned. So isn’t it enough to raise
a child in a pleasant neighborhood where he can
grow up with congenial companions and goto a
good school? The answer, it appears, is no,

IN A pleasant suburb called Crestwood Hcights
careful tests were made on the children by three
sociclogists, John R. Seeley, R. Alexander Sim,
and E. W. Loosely. The houses these children lived
in were charming, and much the same, with TV
room, terrace, and barbecue, Their fathers earned
about the same amount of money, their families

helongéd to the same club, worshipped at the same
church. They often ate the same things, depending
on whether turkey or shoulder of lamb was the buy

_at the supermarket. When results were compared

with the same tests made on a mixed group of
California children, the suburban children as a
group rated from slightly to markedly worse in
such important matters as “sense of perspnal 'iree-
dom,” “feeling of belonging,” and “social skills.”
They were limited by their limited experience. .
It is as clear as research and data and statistics
can make it that there are trends in the suburbs—
especially in the most attractive suburbs—th.at can
make for limited experience and a narrow mind. It
is also as clear as common sense can make it that
it needn’t happen to your child. The resources for

- enlarging his experience exist right along with

the'opposite and more obvious trends. The practi-
cal question-is, how do you make use of them?
You can make occasions, as Dr. Duhl sugges_ts,
take trips to the city. If your sheitered child

and obsolete, haphazard housing
should be razed in favor of ample
space for trees, grass, flowers,
benches, pedestrians, and neces-
sary moving vehicles. A city is not
much of a city if the pigeon is the
only bird that can survive.

In the suburbs the problem is
to replace random sprawl with new
patterns of development for com-
munity life.~ That would mean
higher densities in many suburbs,
mere light industry drawn from
the cities, more marketing activity
~and with proper planning, more
open space here, too, for useful
purposes such as parks and
conservation,.

What would be the effect of
these changes on our present traf-
fic jams? By using all ‘available
methods of transportation-bus,
automobile, the railroad, rapid
transit, and, eventually, local air
carriers—much of the peak busi-
ness-hour traffic would then be

- diverted outward to industry and

services removed to the suburbs.
If the city emphasized its unique
values as a cultural center and an
exchange, much of the traffic
attracted inward to the city would
be moving at non-rush hours.

Spread Out

The automobile which has
caused our traffic mess has also
given us the means to spread out
and solve it. So far, we have used
our mobility principally for a
spreading out of homes. We also
now have the opportunity for a
spreading out of business and
industry, which would ease con-
gestion in the city and create a
reasonable flow of traffic in many
directions, instead of a mass attack
from all directions on the center.

You recentiy read in these
pages the story of a big Detroit
advertising agency which moved

_its headquarters to the suburbs,

diverting its share of traffic out-
ward. Meantime the city of Detroit
is beginning to feature its water-
front by replacing factories along
the river with parks and theaters
and rinks — and space. This is
the kind of action we need on a
heroic scale to build a geograph-
ically uncluttered future and start
our traffic moving again.

can’t be taken into “street-corner society”
he can be takén out of himself by the ex-
citement of the strange busy streets. Give
him a chance to visit the museums ‘and
stare in wonder—the short visits are the
merry -ones. Let him revel freely in the
children’s section of the big city library.
Treat him to a special movie in a grand
theater and feed him handsomely after-
ward. And it won't hurt him a bit, either,
to get out of his dungarees and dress up in
city clothes ouce in a while. These meas-
ures for broadening experience may sound
Lilliputian, but remember the scale of
your beholder. : ’

Welcome a chance for community ac-
tivity if it comes up—Scouts, the Little
League, helping in a fund drive. Is there
a chance to expose him to the discomfort
of earning a little money? A paper route,
perhaps? Work is a great opener of the
mind.

Your local movies are another resource.
There are some that come along in the
course of a year which honesily document

other countries and other ways of living -

and, like traveling, broaden the horizon.

Books can help, of course. Look at this
year’s children’s list—*“First Under the
North Pole,” “The Mystery of the Aztec
you've
been halfway round the world already.
You read to your child, and he reads to
himself, for the joy of it first of all, but it
doesn’t alter the fact that with your guid-
ance, here is a joy which can take him out
to the mighty, slow-moving East of “Kim,”
and down to Ulysses’ sea “moaning round
with many voices,”
a long way from Crestwood Heights.

TV current events are another resource

-for taking a child with you into the outside

world. Make use of your newspaper, too.
it is surprising, once you start looking,

and, for the moment,

how much you can find in it to alert a
young mind.

And it is no news,either, that Nature
is a great teacher. Children by instinct are
stirred and -concerned to find out where
the rain comes from and how spiders spin
their webs and what makes the sunset red,
and it can happen—but again it needn’t—
that a child in the suburbs is skimped on
this side of life. Swimming holes are get-
ting scarcer and where the cows used to
pasture there’s a tidy development, but
open country is still within reach if you
want to take the trouble——the bus line
ends somewhere. .

Wherever human bemgs are, as
Thomton Wilder said, “there are layers
and layers of nonsense.” Tt follows that
from an early age it is helpful to be in
touch with the natural unhuman world—
for proportion—to keep the mind open.

Thanks to the churnings and stirrings
and explodings of the last ten years, the
suburbs today are a happy hunting ground
for the sociologists and doctors and spe-
cialists in mental health and child guid-
ance. What they do in their wordy reports
is to uncover trends like this trend toward
a filtered experience, which they view so
seriously; and where their findings apply,
they can be more effective than any fairy
godmother to get your child what he might
otherwise miss.

A child is born with an open mind. It
is a mind ready to be filled with a world of
thoughts and experiences and memories
which make a fully rounded, well-adjusted

_human being. In our eagerness to protect

our children and to lead them into the safe
channels we have found for ourselves, we
must not forget that we may make dz-
pendent weaklings of them. We must re-
member to let them breathe the clear air
of experience and understanding.

A rifle shot or a iomahawk in the head was the fate
of the settler who wandered too far from his home to
draw some water or gather some firewood.

Gagette Tremble, who lived on the edge of Milk
River in 1813, was afraid of no Indian alive and his
actions prove it. As were many Frenchmen of the period,
he was a friend of many warriors, especially Macaunse,
Chippewa chief, whose camp was about where Nine Mile
road is today.

One day abrave from this camp arrived at Tremble's
Milk River cabin. “I have brought some venison. Cook it
for me”, he said, and shook out of a bag, the leg. of an
American soldier killed at a recent battle, Gageite, ap-
palled, was furious and gave the Indian a real beating
while his comrades watched. Tremble’s terrible temper
was respected by the Chippewas even though living in
his isolated farm he was completely at their mezcy.
Tremble is believed to be the founder of the Trombley
faiily,

Joseph Campau was another Frenchman who was
the Indians’ friend. Once a year the tribes came through
Detroit to trade with him the goods they had collected
from the English troops who were buying their favor in
the War of 1812. Campau’s grandfather was a soldier
with Cadillac; his sons and daughters married.into the
Chapotan, Palms and Book families. He was one of the
most famous traders of them all. His grave is in Elm-
wood cemetery, on Mt. Elliott.

Another French trader, whose name is a famous one
to Pointers, owed his life to his ability to understand
and deal with the Indians. After the battles of 1812-13,
Louis Moran left his house with a son to get some rails
near the edge of the wood. An old chief and his two sons
spied him and were about to shoot the pair when Moran
turned his distinctive profile and the chief recognized
his old friend.

Richard Connor, whose wife was a Tremble, was an-
other Indian trader. He learned to live amicably with
the warriors, though often in danger, and Connor’s Creek
and the street bearing his name by the airport show
what a huge iract of land he one time owned,

When Gov. Lewis Cass took over the Miéhigan Ter-
ritory he had this to say about the Indians and their
dealing with three nationalities of settlers:

“When the time came to change French for English
control, the Indians, it is said, reluctantly consented and
down to the middle of the last century, although the
British were generally preferred to the Americans, the
French were greatly preferred to either. Whatever may
have been the reason, the fact is certain that there is in
the French character peculiar adaptations to the habits
and feeling$ of the Indians and to this day the period of
French domination is the era of all that is happy in
Indian reminiscences.”
