There are many misconcep-
tions about children's books
and reading. Among these is
the assumption th1l't almost
an~'one can write a book for
child'rcn. On Ihe contrary, to
produce a book which children
will take to their hearts, and
which will live demands a great
deal from a writer. There is a
certain magic in the writing of
Lewis Carroil, I\-lark Twain and
Robelt Louis Stevenson that
defies definilion.

Anolher assumptloll Ihat pre.
\ail.s ;;mong SulII" llJull.s i.s
Ihat any book which provides
children with information is
commendable, while books of
Imagination which also furnish
the mind arc regarded with
something less than enthu-
siasm. The idea that a chi 1.
dren's book of whalever type
ought to have a purpose was
prevalent among \\Titers of the
earliest books for young people.
but \Vas gradually eclipsed' by
the movement towards books
for child's undiluted enjoy-
ment.

It was over one hundred and
fifty years ago that Charles
Lamb in a letter to Coleridge
d e p lor e d the fact that . . .
"Science has succeeded to
poetry no less in the little
walks of children than with
men, Is there no posslbllily of
averting this sore evil? Think
of what ~'ou would have been
now, if instead of being fed
with folktales and old wives'
fables in childhood, yOU had
been crammed only with geog-
raphy and batural history."

Geography and natural his-
tory have a definite place on
the librarv's juvenile shelves,
and we are glad to say there
has never been a time 'when
we have had 011 our book.
shelves as many good informa-
tional books for children as we
have today. These books are
fascinating reading, and we
couldn't do without them, but,
with Lamb, we don't want tlJem
to smother completely all the
exceUent fiction folklore and
fantasy.

These too nave their place~
and today's authors have not
by-passed the Imaginative en-
tirely. Some well known writers
have' dipped / their pens in
magic ink and produced de-
lightful tales of fantasy which

This past week 19-year-old Reuben M. Watennan,
Jr., entered the freshman class at Yale University, cany-
ing on a family tradition which began over 200 years ago.
He is the seventh straight generation of Watennans to
attend Yale. It 1

The first Waterman, David, Yale class of 1762, was I ?
involved in the early sailing ship enterprises, which J I':
made so mauy New England fortunes. He founded an
iron foundry and a fann in Salisbury, COfJl., was twice
elected to the state assembl~'.

His son, Thomas Glasby Waterman entered Yale at
14. was graduated in 1806 with James l,'enimore Cooper
and practiced law in Binghampton, N. Y. He also served
i.. the assembly.

It was Joshua Whitney Waterman, class of 1844, who
moved the family from New York to Detroit. He was a
lawyer and lived in a fine stone holt1e flanked by two
stone lions on Washing tOll boulevard where the Shera-
ton-Cadillac stands today. . '

Cameron Davenport Waterman continued the Yale
tradition in the class of 1874. He was captain of the Boat
Club, a member of the Glee Club, and in his senior year
was on the varsity football squad in the first Yale-
Princeton /;tame ever play(~d.

He married Elizabeth Beach of Detroit, and the
couple lived in a magnificent Victorian house on Lafay-
ette where th~Ft. Shelby stands today. Mrs. Waterman
was a famous hostess of the day. Her menus were all re-
corded in a book now owned by her daughter-in-law,
~rs, Cameron B". Waterman, of Lincoln road. Joshua
Watennan had owned land near Kerby road in 1886 but
his son never lived here. The family also owned a, large
fann in Grosse Ile. They often sailed to the Pointe in
their yacht, "Uarda," named for a fiction heroine.

Cameron B. Waterman, Yale class of 1901, son of
Cameron and Elizabeth, was also in the law class of 1904.
He w~s captatn 'of' the crew and a football player for
Yale. While a student he patented the first outboard
motor ,in the country. He later founded the Waterman
Marine Motor Company. .

In 1904 he married Lois Fleming Miller, of Pitts-
burgh, and the couple began their married life on Burns
avenue in the Indian Village when that section was still
a mass of \'Rcant lots, In 1911 the Watermans decided to
move further out, built on the comer. of L.incoln and
Maumee. The only house on Lincoln at that time was the
Howie Muir estate on the East Jefferson corner. The
Watermans friends, the Edward Browns, built next door,
the home now owned by the E. Llywd EccIestones.

Their son, Reuben M. Waterman, is the father of
the new freshman at Yale, and of course was a. Yale man
himself; class of 1933.
