The fatal accident took place
on Vernier road at Beaconsfield
on Saturday, November 12.

Harper Woods police blamed
drag racing for the deaths. They
said young Coats was alone In
his car racing ecast on Vernier
with another auto containing
three youths.

A wilness fold police that
Hainsey stopped for a red flash-
er on Beaconsfield before puli-
fng into Vernler, Coats drove in

section and struck Hainsey's
vehicle broadside.

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Con-Con Controversy

Voters in the Pointe and East Side Detroit in the
14th Congressional District were bombarded during the
weekend just prior to the November 8 election with
literature urging a “No” vote on the Constitutional Con-
vention proposal. Members of the League of Women
Voters and others who have worked hard sponsoring
the proposal, have expressed considerable resentment
over the last minute attempt to torpeda their campaign,
and the methods used.

The one-page sheet, printed on both sides, contend-
ed that to vote for Con-Con would be to “fall into a CIO
trap.”” Mrs. G. Sam Zilly, executive secretary of the Re-
publican 14th District organization and an executive
board member of the ultraconservative Republican
Voters Associated, was one of the major sponsors of the
sheet, although it was only signed “Prepared by Michi-
gan Citizens Against a Constitutional Converflion.” She
has said she and one other person financed the printing,
which was done on the district organization presses.
Those backing the Con-Con proposal are particularly
bitter about.the organization presses being rented for
such an attack, and the way distribution was handled.
The sheet was enclosed in literature urging election of
the Republican candidates in the district. '

It is doubtful how much harm to the Con-Con cause
was done at the polls by the circulation of the Vote No
sheet, as probably the majority of voters were so stuffed
with campaign literature and zpeeches at this late hour
that they didn’t take time to read it. The proponents of
the proposal, who didn’t have time before the election to
answer the charges contfained in the sheet, have request-
ed an opportunity to state their. views. The following
two letters express the opinions of those who backed

the proposal. .
November 13, 1960
To the Editor:

Your statements on October 27 concerning anony-
mous letters was beautifully put. Have you seen the re-
cent circular distributed a few days before the election,
headed Vote No on Con-Con, and signed Michigan Citi-
zens Against Con-Con? In addition to being anonymous,
the authors also practiced plagiarism; I would say. Citi-
zens for Michigan is an incorporated group of sincere
and dedicated individuals ready and willing to stand up
and be counted.

Perhaps you can enlighten many confused persons
on the origin of this literature,

The printed material, urging

a *no” vote on Con-Con, heavily

. circulated in the Grosse Pointe
area the week-end before elec-

tion, carried the name “Mich-

igan Citizens Against A Con-
stitutional Conwvention,” This is
not to be confused with “Citi-
zens for Michigan"” headed by
George Romney. There is no
cunneqtlon.

According to an article in the
Detroit News, this anti-Con-Con
sheet was prepared by “the
executive secretary of the Re-
publcan 14th District organiza-
tion” and an * unidentified co-
sponsor.” The arficle further
stated the printing presses at
the 14th District Republican
Headquarters were rented for
this printing. N

I found a2 copy of this pub-
ication, urging a “no” vote on
Con-Con, at my front dooy the
morning of Sunday, November
6, two days before the election.
The sheet was folded and
placed inside the “Pointe Vo-
ter”, a two-sided sheet urging
me to help “elect” two local Re-
publican candidates.

This anti-Con-Con sheet said
three countles would elect 40
per cent of the delegates to &
constitutional conrention. This
statement 1is false, The Iitem
further states “This would mean
control by organized labor.”
This is not a fact, but an opin-
ion based on the supposition
that only organized labor rep-
resentatives would be elected
delegates from all of Wayne,
Oakland, and Macomb coun-
ties. The only person who has
indicated so far that he would
be willing to serve as a delegate,
{inot as an advisor) is George
Romney, and note he lives in
one of these three counties.

In 1858, a different Con-Con
proposal, based on 3 delegates
from each Senate district enly,
was defeated. The present Con-
Con plan (Proposal Three on
the ballot) is a compromise
bhased on one delegate for each
member of our state legislature.

The Michigan AFL-CIO In its
publiration “How Much Does
Your Vote Count”, objects to
this CFM-endorsed plan, saying
the 144 delegales will be com-
posed of 77 Republicans and 67
Democrats. The anti-Con-Con
sheet suggests that the strong
opposition of Mr. August
Scholie, head of tha Michigen

AFL-CIOQ, to this Con-Con -is
merely making “noise”. The im-
plicition is that Mr. Scholle is
not being truthful when he re-
peatedly states publically that
he is against Proposal Three.
Let the record be clear. Mr.
Scholle states he is against this
Con-Con plan, as every Grosse
Pointe resident who attended
the Con-Con debate at the High
School November 1, ‘ knows
clearly. This meeting was re-
ported upon at length by all
Detroit daily newspapers. Mr.
Scholle says he would consider
a new Con-Con plan if, among

other ideas, delegates were
based on population figures
only.

The anti-Con-Con sheet notes
that the educational director of
the CIO, Leonard Woodcock, a
Grosse Pointe resident, is on
the board of directors of Citi-
zens For Michigan. This is cor-
rect. The new president of the
Ford Motor Company is also on
the board. In fact, there are 38
persons on the board from all
paris’ of Michigan. The article

states:—"“This CIO leader (re-

ferring to Mr. Woodecock! has
never issued any protest against
the activities of the organiza-
tion on whose board he serves.”
This is false. It is a matter of
written record that Mr. Wood-
cock was one ¢f threce members
of the 38 .persons on the board,
who voted against Citizens For
Michigan's support on Con-Con.

It is curious that of the 18
civie, church, and professional
groups, and 31 prominent Mich-
igan citizens endorsing this
Con-Con plan, only Citizens for
Michigan, non-partisan and only
14 months old, was ncted on this
anti-Con-Cor: sheet, as urging
passage of Proposal 3 on the
ballot. Citizens For Michigan is
compesed of Independents,
Democrats, and Republicans.

The present Con-Con plan s
complicated enough te under-
stand without being hindered by
false charges in print. For the
benefit of Republicans in this
area it should be noted that the
Republican Centra! Committee,
Paul Bagwell and all his slate
at state level urged a “'ves” vote
on Con-Con. It is a plank in the
platform of the Michigan Re-
publican Party.

Con-Con is too serious a mat-
ter to be treated inaccurately
within hours of an election,
There s always a need for
sound constructive criticism,

ORDINANCE NO. 144

AN ORDINANCE to amend Sections 1 and
2 of the Elecirical Code Ordinance of the
City of Grosse Pointe Farms, being: An
Ordinance to Requlate the Installation,
'Alterations, Repair, Servicing, Mainte-
nance and Use of Electrical Equipment in
the City of Grosse Pointe Farms; to Pro-
vide for the Issuance of Permits and Col-
lection of Fees Therefor, for Inspection
-of Electrical Equipment, and for Licensing
of Electrical Contractors and Journey-
men; and to Repeal Ordinance Number 56.

THE CITY OF GROSSE POINTE FARMS ORDAINS:

Section 1. of the Eiectrical Code Ordinance of the City
of Grosse Pointe Farms, being Ordinance No. 133 adopted
September 8, 1958, is hereby amended to read as follows:

“SECTION 1. ADOPTION OF ELECTRICAL CODE.
A certain document, 2 copy of which is on file in the office
of the City Clerk, available for inspection by and distribu-
tion to the public at all times, and which is marked and
designated as the °‘National Electrical Code, 1959’, and
which is an electrical code promulgated by an organization
or association organized and conducted for the purpose of
developing such code, is hereby adopted, and is to be used
in regulating the installation, alteration, repair, servicing,
maintenance and use of electrical equipment in the City
of Grosse Pointe Farms; and each and ail of the provisions,
conditions and terms of such National Electrical Code, 1959,
on file in the office of the City Clerk, are hereby referred
to, adopted and made a part hereof as it fully set out in
this ordinance, with the additions, insertions, deletions and
changes prescribed in Section 2 of this ordinance.”

Section 2. of the Electrical Code Ordinance of the City
of Grosse Pointe Farms, being Ordinance No, 153 adopted
September 8, 1958, is hereby amended to read as follows:

“SLECTICN 2. UNIFORM ELECTRICAL RULES. A
certain document, a copy of which is on file in the office
of the City Clerk, available for inspection by and distribu-
tion to the public at all times and which is marked and

designated as the ‘Uniform Electrical Rules,’ and which has .

been promulgated by the Reciprocal Electrical Council, of
Detroit, Michigan, an organization or associetion organized
and conducted for the purpose of developing such rules, is
hereby referred to, adopted and made a part hereof as if
fully set out in this ordinance, and shall control and super-
sede the provisions of the National Electrical Code, 1959,
on all matters covered by said Uniform Electrical Rules. In
the application of the Uniform Electrical Rulcs, the term
‘Electrical Inspection Authority’ used therein, shall mean
the City Manager of the City of Grosse Pointe Farms: and
an Electrical Board shall be appointed by the City Manager
;{1 a’accordance with the provisions of sald Uniform Electrical
ules.”

Section 3. If any provision of this ordinance sha]l be
held invalid, the remainder of the ordinance shall not be
affected thercby.

Section 4. This ordinance shall take effect twenty (20)
days after its enactment or upon its publicaticn, whichever
is luter. .

Joseph Campau was the wealthiest man in Michi-
gan when he died in 1863. His estate was estimated at
one million dollars, most of it in valuable property.

He owned some 2,000 acres in Grosse Pointe and
there were many heirs entitled to a share. His daughter,
Emily W. Lewis, was among them and her share beeame
a matter of legal dispute.

At 40 years old she had eloped with George W.
Lewis, 22, to Rochester, N.Y. Their marriage of a few
months was not a happy one. At one time she left her
husband and began divorce proceedings but he per-
suaded her that a reconciliation would be best, During
the few months of the marriage Mr. Campau died with-
out leaving a will, Not long after Emily died and George
became her heir. The couple had né children.

There followed months of litigatior. for George
was opposed by a whole battery of Campaus.' A famous
Pointer, Cleaveland Hunt, was appointed administrator
for the dispute but he resigned in 1869. George was
in deep financial trouble and sold his interest to
William C. Duncan who then took up the battle. He
finally sold his interest, which was three twentieths of
the estate, for $12,400, to Catherine D. C. Palms another
daughter of Joseph Campau, and various: other heirs.

Joseph Campau was a remarkable man of his age, He
had been well educated in Montreal, spoke and swrote
both English and French. He made his early fortune
trading with the Indians and then. took this money to
buy property. He married Adelaide Dequindre and
more property came with her. )

He was a founder of the Detroit Free Press, ap-
praisor, overseer of the poor, major in the militia, in-
spector of water barrels, city freasurer and assessor.

A member of the parish of St. Anne’s he beczme in-
terested in the new site of that church after it was burnt
and tried to persuade Father Gabriel Richard and the
parish to move the church to some lands he owned.
There was much bitterness and friction which ended in
another site, on Larned, being chosen, and Joseph Cam-
pau’s excommunication from. the Catholic Church. He
was not alone, but when the new church was dedicated,
the other communicants including a Moran, a Chapotan,
2 Gouin, a Chene, all repented, but not Campau,

The land which he held in Grosse Pointe eventually
was sold by his decendants to the LeGrande Land Co.,,
who developed the Whittier road subdivision.
