Farms police filed charges
with Juvenile Courd, au-
thorities against a 15-year-
old Detroit boy who was
apprehended on Tuesday,
January 2, fory syphoning
gas from a car parked in a
lot at the rear of the Point-
er Bar, 18666 Mack avenue.
The boy confessed to steal-
ing automobile parts.

An older companion was re-
leased with a warning when
the owner of theycar refused
to sign a complaint against
him. The youth’s name was
withheld because he had no
previous record.

On complaint of the manager
of the bar, Patrolmen Marvin
Krebs, Arnold Parsons and Earl
Field were dispatched to the
area. When they arrived, there
was no one in the lot.

Evidence Still There’

However, the car from which
gas was being stolen was
pointed out to the officers, and
they found that their arrival
apparently frightened away the
culprits, A five-gallon gasoline
can was on the ground next to
the car, and an eight-inch hose
was still in the gas tank open-
ing.

Krebs and Parson observed
an 18-year-old youth- walking
across Mack avenue toward a
restaurant and took him in
custody. The youth admitted
his part in trying to steal the
gas, after the officers estab-
lished that his shoes matched a
set of footprints in the snow
next to the car.

Hiding in Car

Field checked a dark blue
automobile in the lot and found
the 15-year-old lying flat on
the front seat in an effort to
hide from the law.

School Superintendant’s:
Report Heard by Board

.Total -enrollment in Grosse
Pointe Public Schools for .the
end of December was 10,591, ac-
cording <to the report of the
Superintendent of Schools, de-
livered at the regular meeting
of the Board of Education on
Monday, January 8.

This marks a gain of 20 pupils
over November’s total of 10,571,
and a gain of 107 pupils over
Iast December’s 10,484. Elemen-
tary schools registered 14 new
stullents in the past month, and
six newcomers enrolled in Junior
High. High school enrollment
remained constant during this
period.

Grosse Pointe now has 5,764
pupils in public elementary
schools, 51 less than last year;
2,532 pupils in Junior High, 87
more than last year; and 2,295
pupils in Senior High, 71 more
than last year.

Elementary school children
will be excused on two Friday
afternoons, January 12 and 19,
and on Wednesday afternoon,
January 24, so that parents and
teachers may confer on the aca-
demic and personal progress of
their children without claserOm
distraction.

Parents of children in grades
one through six and afterncon-
section kindergarten pupils may
meet with teachers at this time.
Parents of children in morning
kindergarten sections will be
scheduled for one of three Tues-
day mornings, January 9, 16 and
23.

Results of interviews with
Grosse Pointe High Scheool
graduates enrolled as freshmen
at Western Michigan University
show that 37% of their grades
earned are “A” or “B”, 47%

A{l Green’s
Restaurant

Destrovyed

Fashionable Eating Place
on Hill, Hardware Store
and Valet Shop Scene
of Blazes

Thirteen pieces of fire
fighting equipment and ap-
proximately 100 firemen
fought two multi-alarm
fires Thursday evening,
‘Jenuary 4, that totally
destroyed a restaurant and
two stores in the Farms.
The combined damage to
the properties was esti-
mated at more than
$500,000.

‘The fires destroyved Al
Green’s On The Hill, 123 Ker-
chaval; Beaupre Hardware, 366
Kercheval; and Sidney Clean-
ers, 368 Kercheval, A restau-
raiit employe and four firemen
were overcome by smoke and
another fireman suffered burns.

The fire scenes were a mile
apart, and the fires occurred
within 30 minutes of each
other, the first time in Farms
history that two major con-
flagrations happened almost
simultaneously.

Policemen Spot Blaze

The fire at the hardware
store and cleaners was discov-
ered by Farms Patrolmen Earl
Ficld and Arnold Parsons. who
were making routine checks of
doors of business places in the
city. They turned in the alarm.
This was at 7:57 p.m,

At 8:38 p.m,, the alarm came

in for the restaurant f{ire,
wiich was started by a grease
blaze in the kitchen. The
hardware store and,, cleaners
fire was started by defective
wiring in the cleaning shop.

By the time Farms firemen
arrived, the fire in the valet
shop had spread to the hard-
were store, which had two gas
pumps in front,

At 8:08 p.m., unable to con-
trol the dual-shop fire, the
City was called to help on the
second aglarm. The third alarm
was given at 8:35 p.m. and the
Stores and Harper Woods Fire
Departments responded.

Second Blaze Starts®

Then at 8:38 p.m., the fire
broke out at Al Green's. The
first alarm brought the Park
Fire Department to the scene,
since the Farms-City-Shores-
Harper Woods firefighters were
at the other fire.

At 8:50 p.m., the second
alarm was sounded for the res-
taurant fire, and Park Fire
Chief George deCaussin radio-
ed the Park police station to
call the Farms police to relay
a message to Farms Fire Chief
M, William Mason, that more
help was needed.

This message was intercepted
by Farms Fire Capt. Raymond
Snay who notified his chief of
the message, Chief M. William
Mason authorized a request for
help from Detreit, with which

Firds alw a\s enffendor s)mpathyqfor the victims
and the two blazes w hxcn wiped out three business es-
tablishments last Thursday night had a special impact
on a great many residents. The owners of Sidney's Valet
Service, Beaupre Iardware and Al Green’s on.the Hill
ltave all been widely known to Pointers for years; their
lncndbhlps are legion and therservices they have rend-
cered have bccn ¢reat,

qumatcl\ no serious injuries attended cither of
the fires. We hope the proprietors of the several estab-
lishments have @mple insurance proiection and that they
will all be back in business as guickly as possible.

Perhaps it is time once again to review the fire
protection situation in the community of the Five
Poinies. For vears this has been a much-debated ques-
tion. The Park and the City took the leadership in tey-
int? to set up a consolidated department, something
which this paper has alwavs advocated, along with a
mercer which would bring the four cities and one vil-
lage inlo a single municipality. The best experts avail-
able have made surv eys and recommendations for such
a consolidation but the advice has gone unheeded.

The Mutual Aid Fire Protection Pact was signed
after years 87 meetings and arguments and the officials
of the various municipalities involved seemed satisfied
that this would answer the questlon But without pre-
tending to be an expert, it seems t¢ us that last Thurs-
day'ssexperience clearly indicates that something is lack-
ing in the present system.

The Farms has been so unfortunate as to be the
locale of the majority of the fires which have produced
criticism. It was a particulgrily bad break to have two
major conflagrations start almost 51mu1taneously, as
theyv did last Thursday night, again in the Farms, With
the equipment of that city tied up at the valet and hard-
ware stores’ blaze, there was an understandable delay
in getling fire fighters from neighboring municipalities
on the scene at the JLestaurant. The Park trucks were
the first to arrive.

There is definitely something wrong with a system
that dictates the procedure which was followed after
the Park firemen found that additional help was needed.
Because the restaurant fire was also in the Farms, it was
necessary for the Park Chief to obtain permission {from
the Farms Chief 1o ask for more outside help. The mes-

sage was relayved 1o Chief Mason at the hardware store

fire and he had 1o send back his permission before
assistance could be asked from Deigoit. And according
1o some of the Detroit fire officials, when they did get
to the blaze there was lack of dlrectlon which is so
mmportant in a critical situation like this.

A similar occurence of two big firéd starting at the
same {ime in the same city may never happen again, but
it could. It would seem the proper time to take stock
of the system now in use, and make any changes deemed

necessary. S

Mark Twain had some pun-
gent endings. Do you recall
the end of Huckleberry Finn?
“ ... There ain't nothing more
to write about, and I am rotten
glad of it, because if I'd know-
cd what a trouble it was to
make a book, I wouldn't a tackl-
ed it, and ain't agoing to no
more. But I reckon I got to
light out for the territory ahead
of the rest, because Aunt Sally
she’s going to adopt me and
sivilize me, and I can't stand
it. I been there hefore.”

O. Henry always managed a
few punch lines at the end.
Some of these you may remem-
ber, among them the ending oft
his well-known Christmas
Story, THE GIFT OF THE
MAGCI. “In a last word to the
wise of these days let it be said
that of all who give gifts, thosc
two are the wisest. Of all who
give and receive gifts, such as
they are the wisest. Every-
where they are wisest. They
are the magi.”

The last few lines of Marg-
aret Mitchell's GONE WITH
THE WIND are {requently
quoted. It is Scarlett O’'Hara
who says “I'll think of it all
tomorrow . . . I can stand it
then . .. After all, tomorrow is
another day.”

The value of property con-
slructed in the Farms durings
1961 amount to almost two and
a half million dollars,“according
to a report released by City
Engineer Murray M. Smi-h.

The report disclosed that from
January 1 through December 31,
the Ruilding Department au-
thorized 114 construction per-
mits of all types, for property

The colonel enlisted in the Forty First Missouri In-
{antry ot 10 vears of aze-just before the end of the Civil
War. e was born in Michigan but his family moved to
St 1ouis when he was a small boy. Aft8r his war service
he went 1o work helping to build the Union Pacific Rail-
road and was the road's first agent i Cheyenne, Wyo.

In 1880 alter various railroad posts, he came to De-
troit, bringing with him an old railroad comradg, Charles
I.. Freer. a New Yorker, and the two prevailed upon
Gen, Russell Alger to join them in forming the Peninsu-
far Car Company.

Hecker served as a member of the Detroit Board of
Police Commissioners, was chief of marine and railway
transportation during the Spanish-American War. Presi-
dent Theodore Roosevelt then appointed him a member
ol the Panama Canal Commission, His palatial residence,
in the Irench chateau style. stood on the site of the
present Detroit Institute of Arts, and his friend Ireer,
built an equally spacious mansion nearby.

Angela Singleton Van Buren,
the president’'s daughter-in-law
and official hostess was equally
as heautiful., I.ouisa Adams,
London-born wife of John Quin-
cy, was a “lady of fashion” in
a day when there were no “boest-
dressed’ lists.

A {irm supporter of Mary
Lincoln, “that much maligned
first lady,” Mrs. Struthers be-
licves Mrs. Lincoln and Mrs.
Franklin Declano Rooscvelt were
two of the White House's most
interesting if not the most
happy of the {first ladies.

“What Mary Lincoln neecded
was a good press agent and a
good psychiatrist. The North-
crners hated her because they
thought she was a spy and the
Southerners despised her be-
cause ihey thought she was a
traitor,”” These are Mrs. Struth-
ers’ surprising views on the con-
troversial IKentucky-born Mary
Todd, who died after a stay in
an asylum. But in her days as
a White House chatelaine Mrs.
Lincoln was a good hosless, and
devoted herself to visiting
wounded soldiers in the hos-
pital, a {fact noticed by few
Washingtonians of her day.

Met Mrs. Coolidge

The only President's wife
Mrs. Striithers ever met per-
sonally on her many visits there
was Mrs. Calvin Coolidge, a
striking brown-eyed brunette,
who incurred her taciturn hus-
%and’'s reproof when she took
her f{first riding lesson, “You
can’t do anything new,” he told
her after. the papers recorded
her ride. Mrs. F.D.R,, on the
other hand never did anything
traditional, attended her press
conferences in riding togs, rode
over Boulder Dam in a barrel
and served hot dogs 1o the
King and Queen of England.

In Theo-
dore Roosevelt’s administration
the state dining room was en-
larged and th¢ stairway torn
down and rebuilt, The Ken-
nedys are living in a White
House 1little changed from the
Madison's day, and much more
true to tradition than the fur-
belowed Victorian furnishing of
Grant’s day.
