The Michigan Legislalure al-
lows local governments to create
such funds for the purpose of
"acquiring, constructing, extend-
ing, altering, repairing or equip-
ping public improvements or
public buildings."

Such funds permit cities to
accumulate a backlog of monies
necessary to finance projects too
large to pay for in anyone yeal',
and provide cash for any unfore-
seen' expenditures.

Grosse Pointe City is present-
ly faced with two such situa-
tions.

ORDINANCE No. 152
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 1
OF THE DISORDERLY f'ERSONS ORDI-
NANCE OF THE CITY OF GROSSE POINTE
FARMS, BEING: AN ORDINANCE DEFIN-
ING DISORDERLY PERSONS IN THE CITY
OF GROSSE POINTE FARMS AND PRO-
VIDING FOR THEIR PUNISHMENT UPON
CONVICTION.

THE CITY OF GROSSE POINTE FARMS ORDAINS:

Section 1. The Disorderly Persons Ordinance of the
City of Grosse Pointe Farms, being Ordinance No. 81 adopt-
ed March 28, 1949, shall be hereby amended by the addi-
tion of the following Subsections to Section 1.

Subsection 0, All persons who shall offer for sale,
expose for sale, sell, have in their possession, give,
furnish, transport, use, explode or cause to explode,
any blank cartridge, toy pistol, toy cannon, toy cane
or toy gun, fireworks or other types of explosives, ex-
cept of the type and under the conditions permitted
by Chapter 39 of the Pend Code of the State of Mich-
igan, as amended.
Subsection P. All persons who shall commit the crime
of larceny by stealing from or in any dwelling house,
house trailer, automobile, truck or other vehicle, office,
store, business place, gasoline service station, shop,
warehouse, mill, factory, hotel. :.:chool, barn, ship, boat,
vessel, churc-h, house Of worship. locker room or any
building used by the public, or who shall commit the
crime of larceny anywhere within the limits of said
City.
Subsection Q. All persons who shall have in their
possession in the City of Grosse Pointe Farms any tool
or instrument used for the commission of burglary,
larceny, or for picking locks or pockets, or any articles
used for obtaining money or property under false pre-
tences and who cannot giVe a good account for the
possession of the same.

Section 2. All other Sections and Subsections of said
Ordinance No. 81 shall remain in full force and effect and
any person convicted of violating' Subsections 0, P and Q
set forth above shall b.e subject to the penalties set forth
under Section 2 of said Ordinance No. 81.

Section 3. This ordinance shall take effect twenty
(20) days after its enactment 01' publication, whichever is
later.

The reader IS spared
none of the horrors of the hos-
pItal routmc, or the mind of the
dIsturbed person.

Where payola becomes a way
of lIfe, expense account cheat-
lllg common, and union goon-
ery a fIercely defended "rlght"
that nation IS In danger. And
where police departments at-
tempt to control burglary by
the novel method of making It
a dcpartment monopoly then
the chasm yawns.

Ladles and gentlemen: do not
let me overdraw the pIcture.
This IS still a great, powerful,
vibrant, able, optImistic natlOn.
Americans--our readerS-do be~
lieve In themseh es and in their
country.

But there is rot and there is
blIght and there IS Cuttlllg out
and fIllIng to be done if we, as
the leaders of free men, are to
survive the hammer blows
which qUite plainly are In store
fOr us all.

We have reached the stom-
ach-turnmg point. We have
reached the point where We
should re-examllle the delIb-
eratlllg philosophy of permis-
siveness. Let this not be con-
fused WIth the philosophy of
lIberty. The school system that
permits our children to develop
a quarter of their natural tal~
ents is not a champion of our
liberties. The healthy man who
chooses to loaf on unemploy-
ment compensation is not a de-
fender of human freedom. The
playwright who would degrade
us, the author who would profIt
from pandering to the worst
that's ll1 us, no friends of ours.

It is time we hit the saw-
dust trail. It is time We reVIV-
ed the idea that there is such
a tlLing as sin-just plain old
willful sin. It is time we brought
self-dISCIpline back Into style .
And who has a greater respon-
SIbility at this hour than we,
the gentlemen of the press?

So I suggest:
Let's look to our educational

institutions at the local level,
and if Johnny can't read by the
tIme he's ready to get married
let's find out why.

Let's look at the distribution
of public largesse and If, far
from alleVIating human mIsery,
it IS producing the sloth and
irresponsibility that intensifIeS
It, let's get it fixed.

Let's quit being bulldozed
and bedazzled by self-appointed
long-hairs. Let's have the guts
to say that a book is dirt If
that's what we thmk of it, or
that a painting may well be a
daub If you can't figure out
which way to hang It. And If
some beatnik welds together a
collection of rusty cog-wheels
and old corset stays and claims
it a greater sculpture than
Michelangelo's "David," let's
have the courage to say that it
looks like junk and probably
is.

Let's blow the whistle on
plays that would bring blushes
to an American Legion stag
party. Let's not be awed by
movie characters with barn-
yard morals even if some of
