Detroit police discovered that
the bike was one reported
stolen in the Park, and noti~
fied Pltrk police.

'lhe policemen describedBil{e Tlrieves White as having' a brilliant
memory and were amazed at
the ease in whiC'h he pointed
out the homes that he had en-
tered and robbed, some in 1959.

Admits Niile Jobs
By his own admission, White

cleared six burglaries in the
Park, two in the Farms, and one
in the City. He denied any
crime committed in the Shores.

Enders and LaPratit spent 10
hours with White, touring
streets in the Park, City, Farms,
and Shores, and then returned
him to the custoOy of the Oak-
land County authorities.

The Park officers said that
because of the length of time
involved. and darkness they
were unable to scout the
Woods, but said that White
stated that he might possibly
go for at least two bTeakings
and enterings in that commu-
nity.

This information was passed
on to Woods police, and Det.
Sgt. Walter O'Dell and Det.
Leroy Tobian said that they will
question White at the Oakland
County Jail and probably take
him to scenes of burglaries in
their community.

Park Homes Entered
Enders and LaPratt said that

White admitted breaking into
the following Park homes:

The latter's home was listed
as a clearance in the Park, al-
though entrance into the home
was done on the Detroit side,
it was said. Park police investi-
gated the breakin and theft
and gave the information to
Detroit authorities.

As in the case of WaY'burn,
homes on the west side of the
street are partly in the Park
and partly in Detroi,t. Barring-
ton is south of Jefferson and
Wayburn, north.
