While Jarnes E. Pittman was bUIldmg up hIS coal l

and coke business in the mid nineteenth century his .
heart was with the army. He fought for Texas when t~at
country was struggling for independence from Me~lc.o ..
and led Michigan's drive for troops during the CIVIl I ~'''_
War. I t:'

He ,",vas born in Techumseh, Mich., September 5,
1826 of English and Quaker ancestry. His .father h~d
originally been a Philadelphian but had plOneered.m
Kentucky before coming to Michigan. In 1834 the far-r:uly I

moved to Austin, Tex., where the father fought agamst I
the Mexicans but found life in Texas not to his liking.
The family returned to Tecumseh. I

James attended the University of Michigan and then
entered a grain merchant's house in Detroit. When the
Mexican War came in 1848 he was among the first
to enlist in the famous Brady Guards, which later
became the Detroit Light Guard. He served under Col
Alphcus S. Williams and marched with the regiment
to Cincinnati where the men boarded boats for the
long trip down the Mississippi. The Brady Guards
served under General Bankhead, (an ancestor of the
redoubtable Tallulah), at V~ra Cruz and Cordova.

After the war and back in Detroit Pittman entered
into a partnership with Edmund Trowbridge as a mer~
chant and in 1855 established his coal business with
Dr. E. M. Clark. Dr. Clark subsequently left to make
the Grand Tour of Europe and his partner bought him
out and continued to expand the business until 1885
when he abandoned coal and coke to become Detroit's
Superintendent of Police.

Because of his Mexican War experience and his
friendship with Gen. Williams, when Lincoln called for
troops in 1861~ Pittman was immediately consulted by
Governor Blair. As a result of this conclave Gen. Wil-
liams was appointed to organize troops for the state and
Pittman was 'named a staff officer, later paymaster,
with the l'ank of colonel. He served as second in com-
mand of the quickly organized officer's school at Fort
Wayne and when Williams left for the front was ap-
pointed Inspector General. In 1865 he was in Wash~
ington with Governor Crapo to watch the return of
the victorious Union Army.

Today in Grosse Pointe two descendants of the coal
and coke baron continue the family tradition, Lansing
M. Pittman and Amy Pittman Whitehead.
