RELIABLE GOVERNMENT
sources yesterday revealed that
President Kennedy has definite-
ly decided the United States
economy needs some form of
tax relief. According to their
Teport, Kennedy will propose a
tax cet next month, providing
key members of Congress give
him their personal, reasonable
assurance that the relief meas-
ure will be enacted quickly. The
President is believed to con-
sider a cut of at least seven
billion dollars a year in per-
sonal and corporate income
taxes necessary to pump new
life into America’s sagging eco-
nomy, as the deficit for the
fiscal year just beginning could
exceed 10 billion dollars, de-
pending on business activity
levels and the cut’s timing. Al-
though Kennedy prefers to de-
lay the actual effect of the cut
until January 1, sources indi-
cate he would be willing to
accept an October 1 date. The
man generally regarded as in-
dispensable to passage of any
tax cut bill, Representative
Wilbur D. Mills (D., Ark.) has,
as yet, refused to commit him-
self publicly on a quick relief
measure for the purpose of
bolstering business activity and
employment. Mills is head of
the powerful House Ways and
Means Committee, which plans
to begin hearings on the state
of the economy in the near
future, barring the public in
order that witnesses may feel
free to speak frankly. The two
senior Democrats on the Sen-
ate’s Finance Committee, Chair-
man Harry Flood Byrd, Jr. of
Virginia and Oklahoma’s Rob-
ert S. Kerr, have already de-
clared themselves opposed to
the President’s proposal If
projected economic trends and
the testimony of experts seems
to indicate that a tax cut is
the “only answer, Kerr and
Mills may be persuaded to sup-
port Kennedy, but Byrd is ex-
pected to prove somewhat
adamant.

AHMED BEN BELLA'S
troops are reported rcady to
march on Algiers, seizing the
city by force if their leader
fails in his attempt to take over
the government of provisional
Premier Ben Youssef Ben
Khedda. Ben Bella, Algeria’s
dissident Vice Premier, yester-
day warned that he has a
40.000-man army at his beck
and call, and ordered his right-
hand man to Algiers to start
take - over proceedings from
Ben Khedda’s rival forces, As
the newly independent nation
of Algeria stood poised on the
edge of civil war, Ben Khedda’s
troops manned all approaches
to the capitol city while, in the
nearby mountains, thousands of
guerilla fighters pledged all-
out resistance to Ben Bella.

Meanwhile, 1,200 battle-
proven Berber troops were re-
ported marching toward Con-

stantine, seized by Ben Bella’s’

regular Arab army Wednesday.
Ben Khedda, apparently un-
ruffled by the ominous troop
movements and the desertion
of virtually all his government
officials, expressed confidence
that “everything will be ar-
ranged” and “the crisis will
soon be over.” The French gov-
ernment of President Charles
de Gaulle is keeping a sharp
watch on the situation in the
former North African Province,
but, according to Paris sources,
the 400,000 French troops still
in Algeria have been ordered
to keep “hands off” any fac-
tional rivalry, intervening only
to protect Frenchmen whose
lives are in danger.

Ben Khedda has already ac-
cepted a Ben Bella-appointed
seven-man political bureau as
his new provisional executive
body. It is possible, however,
that Ben Bella’s military as-
sault on Algiers is prelude to
establishment of a leftist mili-
tary dictatorship.

Poachers Have Disappered
From Farms Beach Park

Aboyt cone year ago, in the
middle of Grosse Pointe's sum-
mer swimming season, a NEWS
reporter visited the Farms Pier
on a hot, sticky, Sunday after-
noon. Her assignment: to inter-
view local residents at play.

JAfter several hours at the
community “swimming hole,”
the reporter was disillusioned,
disgusted and desperate for a
story. Of all the people she
had interviewed, only one was
a local resident. The others
had come from as far away as
Ecorse and Warren, were using
facilities bought an< paid for
by the City of Grosse Pointe
Farms and, theoretically, exclu-
sively for their enjoyment.

On Monday morning, she re-
ported for work and wrote her
story—not the story she had
been sent to write, but an
expose, an angry plea for the

Farms Pier to he returned to
its owners.

Last Sunday a different
NEWS reporter visited the
Farms Pier—and got a differ-
ent story. , _

How much of what this sec-
ond reporter discovered can he
directly traced to the first re-

porter’s “expose” is a matter of

conjecture. At any rate, of
all the people interviewed Iast
Sunday, not one was from an-
other community. !
Several had non-resident
guests with them, but all had
been legally puncbed in.'on resi-
dent permit guest privileges.
There were many family groups
and many picnickers, (last Sun-
day was the date of the Tenth
Annual Fleet Review ‘and Re-
gatta of the Grosse Pointe

The other partners who have
already approved and signed
the papers that made the move
official, were the Park, Farms

f | and City.

Woods Is Interested

At a recent meeting, the

| Woods couneil expressed an in--

terest in the possibility of join-
ing the Authority, and will set
a date for a meeting of the
council as a. Committee-of-a-
Whole to discuss the matter.
Still to be discussed by the
members of the Authority is
the method of -financing the
purchase of the land and con-
struction of the incinerator
building, which will cost an
estimated $1,500,000.

Farms City Engineer Mur-
ray M. Smith, who with Farms
City Attorney George McKean
attended the Township meet-
ipg as spectators, said that the
financing will be done through
a sale of self-liquidating re-

venue bonds, as provided by
State law.

However, under the law,
bonds for such a project can-
not be issued to g community,
Or a group of communities,
with a population of less than
175,000.

Romney Asks

Electors to ‘
Ditch Durant

Demands‘ Resignation of
District Vice-Chairman
and Defeat of His
Candidates

George Romney, addres-
sing over 300 Republican
candidates for precinect
delegate at a breakfast
meeting on the lawns of
the Grosse Pointe War
Memorial Saturday, de-
manded the resignation of
14th District leader Richard
Durant, ultra-conservative
vice-chairman of. the Dis-
triet’s -GOP organization.

‘Romney’s public request for
Durant’s resignation climaxed
a series of private meetings
between the “liberal” Republi-
can gubernatorial candidate and
the *“arch-conservative” Grosse
Pointer. Durant, “proud” of his
position as one of four Michigan
members of a‘John Birch So-
ciety “committee of endorsers,”
met Romney face-to-face for the
first time Thursday. '

Confer in Hotel

The two conferred privately
in a Detroit hotel room, Rom-
ney demanding that Durant re-
sign, the Grosse Pointer stead-
fastly refusing to do so unless

*he is promised a voice in choos-

ing his successor. In a later
meeting at the Grosse Pointe
Farms home of Robert T.
Herdegen, Jr., Durant reiterat-
ed his position for John Feikens,
Romney’s representative and ex-
Republican state chairman.

Rommney and Durant met
again immediately prior to the
War Memeorial breakfast, con-
ferred privately for half an
hour, and wound up as far apart
as ever.

“If delegates from this dis-
trict re-elect this man.” Rom-
ney told his War Memorial
audience, “you will have re-
budiated me.” Shouts of “Nol
No!” pgreeted this statement.
many of the breakfasters con-
sidering themselves supporters
of both Romney and Durant.

Costing Party Votes

Romney stated that Durant
was costing the GOP needed
independent and “discerning
Demoeratic” votes. “Our leaders
become the symbol of what we
represent,” the Republican
gubernatorial candidate declax-
ed, adding that a leadership
“identified with the viewpoint
of a minority group” cannot
hope to attract the breadth of
support necessary for success in
any election.

He wvoiced the hope that
Durant would resign before

The primary election to
choose between candidates
for Federal, State and
County offices and precinct
delegates will be held on

Woods will be the only
Pointe to submit a local
issue to voters. .
Woods City Clerk Leona Lid-
dle said that electors will be
given the opportunity to vote
on a City Charter Amendment
that conflicts with a Michigan
law regarding the filing of
petitions for public office.
According to a clause 'in the
present Charter, persons seek-

s’ing public office in the Woods

must file petitions not  earlier
than February 1 and no later
than March 1, preceding an
election. :

To conform to the State law,
voters will .be asked to amend
this clause- so that public of-
fice aspirants must file peti-
tions not earlier than January
10 and not jater than the third
Monday in March, preceding an
election.

The five city clerks disclosed
that absentee ballots may be
oblained from their respective
municipal halls, by local voters,
up to 2 p.m. Saturday, August
4, the absolute*deadline’ decreed
by law. Municipal offices will
be open until that time, they
said. .

Voters will pick one candi-
date for each office, either
Democratic or Republican. In
a primary, split ballots are not
permitted, that is, electors must
vote either Democratic or Re-
publican.

will be added, making a grand
total of 80,952.

According to the Agreement,
other communities will be con-
tacted and encouraged to join
the Authority, either as con-
stituent members, or as con-
tracting communities.

The proposed location of the
incinerator is directly opposite
the present dumping grounds
used by the Park, Farms and
City, at Quinn and Fourteen
and a Half Mile roads, between
Gratiot and Harper avenues,
Clinton Township, in Macomb
County.

The present dumping ground,
comprising eight acres, is joint-
ly owned by the Park and
Farms, and has been in use for
a number of years.

Farms Hoids Option

The Farms has an option to
purchase the 75-acre site pro-
posed as the incinerator site
and owned by the Hartman Es-
tate.

The Township council re-
[cently rezoned the property
from residential to heavy in-
dustry, to clear the way for the
proposed incinerator,

The Farms city engineer said
that the Hartman Estate prop-
erty is an ideal location for the
incinerator.

He said that there are 35
acres of gravel pits, some with
reservoirs of water approxi-
mately 60 feet deep; 40 acres
of flat land; and 10 acres of
wooded area.

The wooded area will con-
tain the incinerator plant, with
the trees completely hiding the
building, except for stub-stacks
(chimneys) that will barely be
seen above the tree tops, Smith
sald. High stacks have been
tabooed by the Township, he
said.

The proposed incinerator will
have a burning capacity of 300
tons daily, with resulting fly-
ash being dumped in the empty
pits and hosed down with water
from the reservoirs.

. Good for Many Years
Smith said that the pits could
be used as land fills for a
period of 50 to 100 years, de-
pending on the number of
communities using the inecin-

burned.
Water from the reservoirs
will be used to filter the smoke

garbage, thus eliminating a pail
over the area. The water will
also be used for cleaning pur-
poses and other sanitary re-
gquirements, he said,

According to the agreement
betwoen the Pointes and the
Township, the present land-fill
site title will be given to the
Township when the site has
been completely filled, to be
used for public purposes.

It is understood that if the
properties ars sold by the
Township, the funds received
will be divided, one-third to
the Township and a third each
to the Park and Farms.

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Census Lists Gain of 700 During Year; Now 64,824

Population growth in the
Grosse Pointe School Dis-
trict has shown a slight in-
crease according to the 1962
school census figures just
released. A gain of more
than 700 persons residing in
the district was recorded
this year as compared to a
gain of approximately 500
a year ago and less than 400
noted in the 1960 census.
The official tally found
64,824 residents in the
school district this year.

School officials also noted in-
creased activity in the construc-
tion of new residences. The
number of homes being built as
the census was taken in May was
101 or nearly double the 1961
total of 56. Only 55 were noted
in 1960.

Most of the current building
activity is to be found in the
north end of the school district
near the Ferry Elementary
School in Roslyn Road. A new
six-room additon to this school
was opened last year in antici-
pation of.such growth,

Woods Stays Ahead

Grosse Pointe Woods continues
to rank as the largest of the
Pointe with a population of 19,
767, a gain of nearly 500 over
last year. Grosse Pointe Park
ranks second with 15,976, down
21 from 1961. The Farms re-
corded a loss also, 12,574 resi-
dents being found there as com-
pared to 12:583 last year. Grosse
Pointe City lost a net of two
residents with 6,957 being tal-
lied cwrrently, The Shores
gained 50 to show a total of
2,527. The fraction of Harper
Woods included in the school
district registered a net gain of
about 200 to total 7,023 persons
resident in the Grosse Pointe
School Distriet.

School-age children (5-19 years)
in the district continued to in-
crease although pre-school child-
ren declined in number. Of the
former, some 19,187 were tre-

corded compared to 18,797 a

year ago. Of the 0-4 year group,
a total of 4,514 were tabulated
compared to 4,771 in 1961 and
5,533 in 1958, the peak year for
this group.

More 15-Year-Olds

In other break-downs, school
authorities listed the most sub-
stantial gain as being in 15 year
old _youngsters. An increase of
281 to 1,390 of this age group
was listed. Eighty-five fewer 1-
year olds were found this year
as compared to last, they said.
Over-all, 106 more elementary
school age children were found
residing here now over last year;
25 fewer junior high school age
pupils; and 261 more senior high
school age pupils. Losses and
gains in pre and post-school
age boys and girls gave the dis-
trict a net gain of 133 in the 0-
19 year group which now totals
23.701 persons.

Other tables in the census re-
port, which is conducted under
the supervision of the '‘Depart-
ment of Public Personnel of
the local public school system,
showed the number of resi-
dences, persons per residence,
vacant residences and more, A
total of 19,104 residences was
recorded, 505 of which were va-
cant. On the average, each res-
idcnce contained 1.24 children
And 2.15 adults, or a total of 3.39
persons per home, The range
was from 3.60 persons per resi-
dence in Harper Woods to 3.00
persons per home in Grosse
Pointe City.

“Alice was beginning to get
very tired of sitting by her
sister on the bank, and of hav-
ing , nothing .to do . . .” And
so begins one of the most pop-
ular of children’s books, ALICE
IN WONDERLAND, written
just a century ago this past
July fourth, by a shy, gawky
mathematics teacher at Ox-
ford University — written for
three little girls, daughters of
the Dean of Christ Church,
and most especially for one of
the little girls, named Alice.
The story was in oral form
first—related on a boat ride
onc hot summer afternoon in
1862, '

By November of that year,
th: Reverend Charles Lut-
widge Dodgson had begun to
write down the tale which was
first called: ALICE'S ADVEN-
TURES UNDERGROUND, The
text was completed in Febru-
ary of 1863. The now-well-
known illustrations of; Sir John

ember, 1864, and the book
itself ,was published by Mac-
millan in 1865, under the name
nf Lewis Carroll. Dr. Dodgson
did not feel it fitting and pro-
per for a clergyman-teacher,
with a reputation in the scien-
tific world, to be known as the
author of a book fer children.

Seven years later, THROUGH
THE LOOKING GLASS, AND
WHAT ALICE FOUND THERE
appeared as a sequel. As a
result of the great appeal and
popularity of these two books,
today Lewis Carroll has com-
pletely swallowed Charles Lut-
widge Dodgson. Although this
famous author was adept at
telling impromptu stories to
children, his greatest pride al-
ways lay in his more scholar-
ly writings and theories. Titles
such as: EUCLID ANWND HIS
MODERN RIVALS, and THE
GAME OF LOGIC; inventions
such as a substitute for glue,
and a game involving arith-
metic—all were from the brain
of a man named Dodgson. Ac-
cording to one legend, Queen
Victoria was so delighted with
“Alice”” that she' asked the
publisher to send her the next
book written by the author, It
is said that she received Dodg-
sen’s CONDENSATION OF
DETERMINANTS as a result.
And what of the real Alice—-
the little Alice Liddell? As she
grew older she saw Lewis Car-
roll less and less frequently.
In 1880 she married Reginald
Hargreaves and had three sons,
one of whom was killed in World
War I. In 1932, at the age
of 80, she plaved an important
part in the centenary celebra-
tion of Carroll’s birth. <&he
died two years later in 1934.
The Alice stories have appeal
both for children and adults.
For children, they are a won-
derland, a make-believe place
with fasainating and colorful
characters, amusing and fan-

Sandy Wiener, Jr. Leaves

For Assignment in Africa

By Janet Mueller

Around the. first of Sep-
tember, in the middle of the
rainy season, Sandy Wiener, Jr.,
will arrive in West Africa to
begin a full year’s assignment in
Sierra Leone.

Sandy‘,' son of the Alexander
Wieners of Woodland place, is
not - quile sure yet what his
attual job will be, knows. only
that he will serve the local
government “in an-administra-
tive' capacity.” :

As.one of 10 young Americans
awarded fellowships by the
Africe-Asia Program, sponsored
by the Ford Foundation and
administered through the Max-
well School, Syracuse Univer-
sity, ‘Sandy may find himself
doing anything from teaching
to advising government officials
on specific projects.

Eight-young men went abroad
last year under the auspices of
the Africa-Asia Program; (10
had been chosen originally, but
two dropped out before starting
their assignments). Of these
eight, two spent the year teach-
ing in African law schools, and
one—shades of Joseph Conrad!
—served as a District Officer in
North Borneo, directly respon-
sible for the happiness and
well-being of several thousand
natives.

Many Stay Two Years

Six of the eight have signed
up for a second year in the
Program. )

Sandy is already thinking of
a “second year,” speaks of his
work in Sierra Leone as “my
injtial assignment.”

A student at Harvard Law
School, he first became aware
of the Africa-Asia Program via
usual grad student bulletin
board notices, applied, passed
his initial examinations, and
was summoned to Syracuse for
a personal interview. In March,
he was notified that he had
been accepted.

Sandy’s year abroad will be
completely subsidized by the
Ford Foundation, although he
may receive a token salary from
the country to which he is as-
signed. The Africa-Asia Pro-
gram differs from the Peace
Corps in that its grant recipients
work with the upper echelons
of local government and society,
are placed in positions of
authority and responsibility,
receive practical training as
administrators,

While the Peace Corps-man
works with the people, building
bricks, Sandy works with the
people’s leaders, deciding where
to put the building.

Wants to “Be There”

The Program is designed to
attract men who plan to make
their careers working in man-
agerial capacities with inter-
national organizations, such as
banks, men who intend to enter
the Foreign Service or become
journalists. It seems tailor-made
for Sandy, a firm believer in the

“Open Door Philosophy” which,

advocates getting a- temporary
job sbme place “where things
are happening,” being *“on the
spot” when new opportunities
arise, exchanging good jobs for
better ones in an ever-ascend-
ing series.

Sandy left Grosse Pointe
yesterday for two weeks’ orien-
tation in Vermont, to be fol-
lowed by a week at Oxford and
a week, ' (or thereabouts), in
London.

He foresees no language dif-
ficulties (English "is- Sierra
Leone’s official tongue), and
refuses to even consider the
possibility of home-sickness.

Has Eye for Beauty

“There are,” he explains with
atwinkle in his eye, when asked
a twinkle in his eye, when asked
lot of good-looking English
secretaries in Sierra Leone,”

He even looks forward to im-
proving his tennis. “I've played
a lot, and I hear the Prime
Minister is a fan, always look-
ing for people to play.”

Bearing in mind the fact that
Sandy, himself, is an excellent

player, it is easy to sece that his
future as a diplomat might well
be settled on the tennis court.
Much depends on the Prime
Minister’s tennis ability — or
lack of it—and Sandy’s honesty.

Program Now

Underway

The Grosse Pointe Public
School’ System is now accepting
applications for early admit-
tance to the kindergarten pro-
gram, Children who will be-
come five years of age after

.December 1 and before the end

of January are eligible for con-
sideration, school officials state.

Tests to determine such chil-
dren’s readiness for school will
be administered by school psy-
chologists upon request of the
parents. The Department of
Pupil Personnel, with offices at
389 St. Clair avenue, directs
this phase of the school pr
gram, .

Children who are new five
years old or who will become
that age on or before December
1 are eligible for regular ad-
mittange, no tests being re-
quired. More than 1,100 such

When the H. T. Keppelmans moved into their home
at 346 Moran road from Philadelphia a few years ago
the long arm of history, reaching:. back 180 years,
brought them into contact with a Scotch naval officer,
colleague of the Pointe’s fabulous Comrnodore A_lexan-
der Grant, who once owned the property which is now
theirs.

The naval officer was Mrs. Keppelman’s great great
grandfather, Alexander Harrow, lieutenant to Grant,
commander of the sloop “Welcome” which patrolled
from Detroit to Mackinac in the late eighteenth century.

Harrow was born in Newburgh, Scotland in 1755
and at the age of 20 came to Canada, leaving behind
three children and his young wife’s grave. He SEI:VGd
in the defence of Quebec from 1775-76 as a naval officer,
although he was educated to be a lawyer. He then came
on to Detroit, where he joined Grant, commander of the
Great Lakes for Great Britain. As skipper of the Wel-
come he sailed with a crew of 11 men to Mackinac often,
with such passengers as Detroit’s commandant De Pey-
ster and the Chippewa chief Musqueash. His log of

these arduous voyages may be read at the Burton His-|

torical Collecticn, the thin, fine Spencerian hand telling
of hard winds, snow, trouble with the rigging and masts,
illness among the crew, the long snowed in winters up
north, in perfectly legible script.

In 1794 Harrow was in charge of several cannon at
the Battle of Fallen Timbers, where Grant’s friend
Tecumseh, the great Indian chief fell with his dreams
of an Indian federation. Harrow was awarded land on
the Canadian side of the river by a grateful government
but he settled around Algonac on land bought from one
of the Macombs. There he enlarged and built a big
house, called Newburgh, from his boyhood home, and-
ran a prosperous distillery. He had married sometime
during his naval career, Kitty Edelmont, who had been
a captive of the Indians since she was five. He bought
her freedom from the Indians for a barrel of rum and
they were married at an Indian ceremony and later by
a minister at Malden, Ont. The couple had five children
whose descendants lived around Algonac until 1955
when the last Harrow sold the property.

Harrow was a close friend of John Askin, whom he
wrote from Grant's castle in the Pointe in February,
1799 to tell him he had cut and stacked his hay and was
cutting his pine at a cost of 12 pounds. He wanted to be
paid half in money and half in goods from Askin’s De-
troit trading post. Askin insisted that Harrow be named
colonel of the Detroit militia in 1807 over Major Par-
ent, “a most illiterate, good man that could not speak a
word of English.” Harrow was active in Detroit affairs,
is recorded as donating 10 pounds to the support of Rev.
George Mitchell, an Anglican pastor newly arrived in
the city. At Iis Algonac home he entertained both Gen-
eral Mad Anthony Wayne, the hero of the Battle of
Fallen Timber, and Col. Hamtramck.

He died in his Algonac home in 1811 ‘Jeaving his
heirs beside property and the br:ck distillery, 11 guns,
2 swords, pieces of silver and pewter, 41 books (includ-
ing the works of Swift, Burns and Sterne) and a col-
lection of surveying and nautical instruments.

Mrs. Keppelman has become intrigued with the
romance of her great-great grandfather -and will make
a trip to Algonac to delve more deeply into this excit-
ing naval officer’s romantic story.

DR. RANDVALL M. WHALEY, OF BERKSHIREp ROAD

A practising physicist who worked with cosmic rays,
high energy accelerators and semi conductor devices,
Dr. Randall M. Whaley left practical science behind him
when he left Purdue University to become vice-presi-
dent for graduate studies and research at Wayne State

dergraduate work at Indiana
University and receiving his
B.A, from the University of
Colorado where he also was
awarded a master’s, After a few
years in industry, unlike many
modern scientists he felt that
education had more to offer
and returned to the university,
to receive his doctoral degree
in physics from Purdue,

He stayed at Purdue, climb-
ing the academic ladder from
assistant professor to associate
dean and finally acting research
director until he went to Wash-
ington as executive director at
the National Academy of Sci-
ence and then to Wayne.

Before Sputnik

Like many scientists he was
well aware of the nation’s lag
in the scientific classroom edu-
cation long before the sputnik
scare. In Washington he was in-
strumental in pushing forward
a mew plan for science instruc-
tion at all academic levels, a
plan which is accelerated every
month. In the course of his
work he has traveled widely,
with several trips behind the
Iron Curtain.

He does not minimize Rus-
sia’s excellence in the scientific
field but he insists that “the
Soviet's peaks of quality are
fewer, and the broad base of
knowledge not so secure, par-
ticularly in the fields of biology
and medicine.”

Opportunities for advance-
ment and ircreased salary and
prestige are greater for scien-
tists in the Soviet Union than
in America where there are so
many fields open to the enter-
prising and well educated, He
believes that the freer flow .of
communication between Russia
and the western countries, now
to be increased through such
media as Tel-Star, will further
