AMERICA’S NEWEST space
hero, Astronaut William M.
Schirra, Jr., relaxed today after
completing a perfect 6-orbit
flight which moved the United
States man-on-the-moon pro-
gram forward a giant step.
Schirra's journey was twice as
long as previous U. S. orbital
flights and assured that the
next attempt would be the long-
awaited 24-hour manned flight,
U. S. space officials jubilantly
exclaimed that Schirra’s flight
was by far the best U. S. space
performance to date. He whirl-
ed around the earth for 9
hours and 13 minutes yesterday
and traveled 165,000 miles.

THE MOST SWEEPING
United States shipping control
in modern peacetime history
was being set in motion today
as President Kennedy prepared
a crackdown on Cuban trade
which was designed to cut down
the Soviet bloc trade with Cuba,
The President’s plan would
close all United States ports to
all ships of any country if any
vessel of that country carries
military equipment to Cuba.
The United States also appealed
to its allies and to all non com-
munist countries to crack down
on Cuban trade.

BRITAIN'S categorical re-
fusal to support President Ken-
nedy’s plans for an internation-
al shipping boycott against
€Cuba may precipitate the most
serious breach in British-Ameri-
can relations since 1956’s Suez
crisis. The British government
is firmly opposed to any Cuban
boycott, on the grounds that it
would be, at best, only partly
effective, and that it is an un-
justifiable action in peacetime,
Kennedy is reportedly ready to
order all American ports closed
to ships of any nation supplying
Cuba with arms.

Sunday October 7

PRESIDENT Kennedy raced
through Michigan yesterday,
urging people in Detroit, Flint
and Muskegon to vote Demo-
cratic in the State’s. upcoming
election. “We need your help,”
the President told the people.
“I hope on November 6 that
this state and this city and this
country will say ‘yes’.” Cheer-
ing crowds greeted Kennedy
wherever he went, with more
than 2,500 spectators lining
‘Washington boulevard in down-
tcwn Detroit, where the Presi-
dent, flanked by Governor John
B. Swainson for re-election and
Neil Staebler, Democratic con-
gressman-at-large, and Demo-
cratic Representatives Charles
C. Diggs, Jr., Harold M. Ryan,
John Lesinski, John Dingell and
Lucien Nedzi, exhorted the peo-
ple “to elect members of the
House and Senate who vote for
progress.”

Monday, October 8

NATIONS lacking *“the com-
petence, organization, and will”
to use United States aid effec-
tively may soon find themselves
without such aid. President
Kennedy's special advisor on
the world’s developing areas,
Chester Bowles, has proposed
that the Administration place
any nation seeking U. S. assist-
ance in one of four categories,
and that those in the fourth
should be “tactfully denied
project assistance.” Bowles does
not believe such nations should
be ignored, but considers a
classification systém necessary
to clear up “the crazy quilt of
political commitments which we

State Supreme Court
Denies Bufalino Case

Agaiﬁst Pointe Brokers

Decision Upholds 1961 Circuit Court Action Which
Tossed Out Libel and Slander Accusatisns
Against Defendants

The case of William E.

Bufalino vs. Grosse Pointe

real estate interests was laid to rest, for the time being
at least, with a decision by the Michigan State Supreme
Court on October 1 which denled basis for action against

the defendants.

Upholding a 1961 Circuit
Court decision, the Supreme
Court said that Bufalino was not
the victim of libel or Slander
when he was screened as a pros-
pective Grosse Pointe property
owner,

Bufalino, who once charged
that a ‘“gigantic conspiracy”
existed against him here, stated
this week that “I don’t intend
to make any statement or do
anything that would hurt the
Grosse Poinfe community.”

He is now a resident of the
Pointe, living with his family in
Webber place across the street
from the lots he was unable to
pu-chase in 1959.

Maxon Gratified

One of those against whom
Bufalino brought suit also
greeted the Supreme Court de-
cision with soft words,

Paul Maxon, an officer of
Maxon Brothers, Inc,, said “We
consﬁier this an nnportant vin-
dication from the State’s high-
est authority. It is especially
gratifying that the decision (of
the court) was unanimous,”

Bufalino originally asked
damages of one million dollars
from seven defendants for libel
and slander which he.alleged
was, incurred during thLe screen-
ing process inherent in the
Point System,

Park to Seek
Federal Funds
For Three Projects

City Manager Appointed Coordinator; Will File
Applications as Soon as Possible According ’ro
Government Law

The Park will seek a share of the $90,0G0,000 allo-
cated to Michigan communities by the Federal Govern-
ment to combat unemployment through the creation of
urgently needed public works.

On Monday, October 8, the
city council set the wheel in
motion by approving the ap-
pointment of City Manager
Robert Slone as coordinator of
the Park program.

The city manager told the
council that the necessary ap-
plication forms requesting the
financial aid has already been
received and these will be
filled out and {filed with the
Government as quickly as pos-
sible,

On September 14, President
Kennedy signed into law a bill

| designed to combat unemploy-

ment through the creation of
badly needed federal, state and
local public works. The bill
authorizes the appropriation of
$900 million, of which one-third
would be reserved for small
towns and rural areas. .

Federal Grants

The funds will provide fed-
eral construction or matching
grants to local governments in
areas. eligible for assistance
under the Area Redevelopment
Act,

Slone told the council that
there are three-public projects
in the Park, for which applica-
tion will be raade to obtain
Federal funds.

Theseé, he said, are sewer im-
provements in Pemberton road,
and in the Trombley-Harcourt-
Windmill Pointe area, repair of
city streets, and the repair and
replacing of curbing through-
out the city.

A survey of the sewers in the
designated areas are presently
underway, Slone said, and a re-
port 'is forthcoming from the
city engineers.

Set for 1964-65

The Pemberton Sewer Im-

provoment Project is set for
1964-65, and will cost an osti-
mated $30,000; the Trombley-
Harcourt-Windmill Pointe
Sewer Improvement Project is
scheduled for 1965-66, at an
estimated cost of $48,000.

Whether these projects can
be accelerated to start ahead
of time .to come under the Fed-
eral Government aid program,
will depend on what the survey
shows.

The street and curbing pro-
gram is scheduled for 1963-64,
and will cost an estimated
$80,000, Slone said.

The city manager =aid that if
the Park qualifies for the fed-
eral fund grant, the city can
appropriate_its share from the
Capital Improvement Fund.

He said .that the Park can
come under the federal pro-
gram because ‘it is in the De-
troit area, where there is high
unemployment.

Must Be Done in Year

If the projects are approved
by the government, work must
begin within 120 days after the
approval- is': recerved and com-

‘pleted within a year.

Board Contihue‘s Study
Of New GPHS Library

" Plans for a new library for
Grosse Pointe High School were
viewed by.the Board of Educa-
fion at its Monday night meet-
ing. No formal action concern-
ing them was taken 4s. the Board
indicated a desire to study the
proposal further before author-
izing either more detailed plans
of the structure or moving in
yet another-way to solve the li-
brary space problem.

The plans submitted by the

High - School: ‘Building Needs|.

Committee placed ar. octagonal
shaped building in the present
parking lot between the High
School and. its annex;, the old
Country Day School. Incorporat-
ing all of the modern concepts

.of an instructional material-cen-

ter,: the ~building would- have
about 12,000 square.feet of floor
space and.shelves:for more than

30,000- books. It-could seat about

270 students compared to the
present library’s capacity of 120
persons.-

Estimates ¢f construction costs
for the structure were $230,000
plus fees and equipment. Ideas
for enlarging and enclosing the
present passageway between the
High School buildings were dis-
cussed also. An expenditure of
$50,000 was suggested as neces-
sary to do this work. as well as
improve the entrances and exits
from the High School to reduce
traffic. jams as classes change.

In response to an inquiry from
the audience it was pointed out
by President Weber of the
school hoard that funds for this
project were already available.;
The library enlargement is one
of the remodeling and rehabili-
tation projects planned for the
4-year: construction program ap-

To Occupy
New $48.,400
Addition

Unitarian Church Will Build
on Old Site of Municipal
Offices

Fnday is moving day at
Grosse Pointe City. The
new municipal administra-
tive offices, begun last
spring, are ready for oc=
cupancy, and City officials
will “make their move”
tomorrow afternoon.

They don’t have far to go.
Located directly across from
the present municipal offices,
at the back of the City Police-
Fire Department building, the
new offices are as convenient
as the old-—and a great deal
better looking.

A one-story addition, archi-
tecturally in keeping with the
existing edifice has been con-
tions in the old Police - Fire
structure, the 28% by 64 foot
addition will provide Grosse
Pointe with excellent facilities
for conducting municipal busi-
ness, N

The main entrance fronts on
the parking lot at the rear of
the Police-Fire Department. A
small vestibule opens into a
central hall, on the left of
which is a general office room
and quarters for the comptrol-
ler plus storage space.

To the right are three of-
fices, carpeted in a vivid blue-
green, The City Manager and
his secretary make their head-
quarters here.

A stairs directly facing the

entrance leads to a modern
Council -Court Room, once a

lpart of the firemen’s dormi-

tory. In order to complete the
new offices at minimum cost, it
was decided to usurp part of
the dormitory and re-locate the
firemen’s kitchen, moving it
from the ground floor to the
second.

All of the rooms are spacious
and light, a far cry from _the
cramped, rather gloomy quar-
ters across the street.

Cost Absorbed by Sale

The addition and renovations
cost the city $48,400 — a cost
which will be absorbed by sale
of the Unitarian Church prop-
erty on Jefferson. The City ang
the Church agreed to a “prop-
erty swap” before work on the
new offices began, and the
Church plans to build on the
site presently ‘occupied by the
old offices.

When the new Church build-
ing is ready, and the Unitarians
move out of their present build-
ing on Jefferson, the City will
dispose of the Church property,
paying for construction of their
modern offices out of propeity
sale proceeds.

Despite the move, business
will be as usual Friday, with the
City offices open on one side of
Maumee in the morning, on the
other side by late afternoomn.
Desks, files, pictures and paper-
weights have been moving
“across the street” for several
days.

Personnei will finally make
their move tomorrow, and on
Monday evening the City Coun-
cil will meet for the first time
in their new Council Room.

poses_was voted, bz said.

Principal Jerry Gerich, Di-
rector of Administrative Serv-
ices Harold Husband, and Archi-
tect Earl Meyers described the
new building at the meeting.
Sketches of the exterior and
floor plans were projected on a
screen and an aerial photo-
graph with tne proposed struc-
ture dubbed in was 'displayed.
Audio-visual workrooms, indi-
vidual study carrels, a viewing
room, twop classrooms which
cotld be separated by folding
doors from the rest of the li-
brary, and many other features
were pointed out and described.

Much of the discussion re-
volved around traffie, pedestrian
and vehicular. Provisions for
basketball or other large gath-
erings in the auditorium-gymna-
sium, their arrival and dispersal,
as well as for' emergency equip-
ment such as fire engines were
elaborated on.

About half of the 80 parking
spaces to be lost in the con-
struction of the library could
be recaptured elsewhere, Mr.
Gerich pointed out. Parking re-
strictions were already being in-
stituted to reduce the number
cof student vehicles parking in
this lot. Presently\ only faculty
and seniors are allowed to park
there.

Other board action included
the acceptance of a bid to sup-
ply a new delivery truck to the
school system.

Gilmore Ruling

In denying Bifalino's plea
and upholding the Circuit Court
decision of Judge Horace W.
Gilmore the Supreme Court re-
affirmed that civil rights were
involved. The case, it said, was
strictly one of libel and slan-
der, which were not proved. To
Bufalino’s charge of malice, the
court found no indication that
the investigation made by the
brokers was prepared with an
intention to injure Bufalino.

The entire court participated
with the exception of Paul S.
Adams, who disqualified him-
self,

Whether Bufalino will now at-
tempt to take his case to the
Supreme Court of the United
States is not known. He -has
said only that he “will approach
the prublem from a legal and
sensible point of view” after he
reads the decision.

Defense attorneys seem hope-
ful that the long hassle has
come to an end. One conimented
that it seems unlikely that the
U.S. Supreme Court would con-
sider the case because it is
based on state, and not federal,

Rotary Hears

British Consul

The Grosse Pointe Rotary
heard an excellent talk Monday
by Sir James Easton, British
Consul, on certain aspects of
the European Common Market.

-8ir James covered the rise of
the present trade concept start-
ing some four centuries ago
with the sea-faring powers of
Britain, France, Spain and Por-
tugal, and later other countries;
through the colonial era} and
i{hence to present day with
many countries now undergoing
an industrial awakening.

He traced the rise of the
European Economic Community,
often called “The Six” (Belgium,
France, Italy, Luxembourg,
Netherlands and West Germany)
and the rise of “EFTA” or the
European Free Trade Associa-
tion, often called “The Seven”
{Austria, Denmark, Norway,
Portugal, Switzerland, TUnited
Kingdom and Sweden).

Now the world is awaiting a
possible merger of at least por-
tions of these two groups into

a common trading group with
either free or relatively free
trading with each other and yet
a semi-common tariff barrier
to others not in the group. Such
a merger would develop a
larger trading community than
either the USA or the USSR
now encompasses,

He stated it was most defin-
jtely Britain's hope to develop
al] world trade, not to divide it.
There is most definitely no de-
gsire to create any sort of a
narrow protectionist trade
policy. The rise of a larger
trading group is at present the
subject of considerable discus-
sion in Brussels where certain
members are now in session.

Sir James, a resident of
Grosse Pointe, has been in De-
troit since 1958. He was awarded
the American Legion of Merit
award by the U.S. government
for his work with this country
during the later part of World
War II,

The Canadian freighter Hutch-

cliffe Hall pulled into the Hiram
Walker dock across from Belle
Isle Sunday afternoon, ito dis-
charge its cargo of grain before
making for the American Ship
Building Co. shipyard at Lo-
rain, O.
+  Escorted by two United States
}Coast Guard vessels from the
{ Belle Isle Lifeboat Station, the
Hutcheliffe Hall limped into
port under its own power, des-
pite water sloshing in and out of
a 30-foot gash in its side. The
damaged compartment had been
sealed off, and the ship pumped
out and floated.

The Hutcheliffe Hall settled
in a 17-foot depth directly east
of the Farms Municipal Pier
Friday, October 5, after collid-
ing with an American Ore Car-
rier, the Richard V. Lindabury,
in fog-bound Lake St. Clair.

Eventual-
1y, the Hutchcliffe Hall settled
to the bottom, staying upright
with its decks above water, and

| gashed, moved up channel, an-
j: choring in the middle of the
‘ ‘ lake at the Lake St. Clair Light.

¢ A large portion of the Hutch-

sandboat R. E. Daville worked
steadily at the task, taking grain
from the damaged ship and
dumping it into the lake. The|
lighter T. F. Newman of Marine
McQueen, Ltd., Amherstburg,
Ont., also shipped a portion of
the grain aboard. .

It was necessary to remove
the grain before dampness
caused it to. swell, further dam-
aging the freighter.

The Lindabury, owned by the
Pittsburgh Steamship Division
of U.S. Steel Corp., was empty |
and upbound at the time of the
collision. She went to the Lo-
rain shipyard for repairs Satur-
day.

Mrs. Robert Aiken of 289 Mc-
Kinley, regional chairman, said
that, of this amount, $3,870 was
to come from business and $76,-
320 from residentiai solicita-
tion,

Grosse Pointe is a part of the
Torch Drive’s Eastern Wayne
Division, which includes all of
Wayne County, east of Wood-
ward Avenue, except Highland
Park,

Mrs. Perry L. TeWalt, of 623
Lincoln Road, is county chaif-
man. The qucta for Eastern
Wayne County is $435,703.

Regional chairmen have nam-
ed divisional chairmen in each
community. They in turn have
appointed area.chairmen, who
have recruited distriet chair-
men, who are in direet charge
of volunteer solicitors who call
on neighbors.

Civic associations to protect property and push
through zoning laws were organized almost as soon as
small rural towns at the turn of the century burgeoned
into suburbs of nearby cities. The Pointe was no excep-
tion and associations were established early in the 1900’s.

Allan Nevins, Henry Ford’s biographer, reporgs that
the automotive magnate attended a Prcperty Owners
Association meeting in 1904 soon after he bought the
Gaulker Point land, which was to become his son, Edsel’s
estate,

The first Henry was invited to the association meet-
ing by a neighbor. He soon learned that his building on
the fringe of the Pointe would involve him in a great
deal of civic activity and duly reported this to his wife.
She was so alarmed at the thought that the Fords built
Fairlane in Dearborn and it was not until 1928 that their
son began his mansion.

During the twenties several associations were forme.d
to instigate zoning laws. There was a great deal of agi-
tation about a proposed old people’s home in the Park in
the fall of 1927.

Edward J. Hickey had sold his Jefferson avenue
home to the trustees of the W. W, Hannan estate. Mr.
Hannan had wanted to build the Luella Hannan
Memorial home as a tribute to his wife and had left
$6,000,000 for the purpose of organizing the retreat for
the aged.

Mr. Hickey had once thought of subdividing his
property but after interviewing his neighbors and ob-
taining their consent the clothing tycoon decided to
sell his home to the Hannan estate.

Immediately there was an outery from the Park
property owners who realized that their village was
far behind the Shores, Farms and City in passing zon-
ing laws. The Shores in fact had been organized in
Victorian days just to perpetuate mansion type build-
ing.

The Park Protection Association was able to quell
the Hannan estate plans and the home of the aged was
abandoned by the trustees An expert quickly drafted
a zoning ordinance for the Park Council which formed
a committee to revise the building code. On the com-
mittee which led the fight for the association were
Armin Rickel, Fred M. Sibley, C. J. Spitzley, L. J.
Bulkley and Mr. Hannan among others.

Mr. Hickey in the meantime began building at the
foot of Bedford road and eventually the Hannan estate
abandoned all plans for the memorial home. This zon-
ing agitation was just one among many in the Pointe’s
roaring twenties. Another year an apartment house
investor iried to build on Jefferson and met the same
fate as the Hannan trustees.

Pointe property owners in the 1920’s were thorough-
ly aroused as to the need for zoning restrictions and
these Jaws were duly passed to protect future genera-
tions.
