Wc note with interest a lette'r
from William Scott Burke,
printed in the Grosse Poiilte
News editorial column, Septem-
ber 27 last. We cannot agree
with the Editor of the paper
that Mr. Burke presents an "un-
impassioned and impartial view"
of the issues involved in the
use of the Neighborhood Club
property by the Foundation for
Exceptional Children.

2. Mr. Burke accuses those
on the other side of re'peating
fallaci6us assumptions, but fails
to mention what these fallacious
assumptions might be.

4. The residents of the City of
Grosse Pointe do not refer to
the NeighborhQod Club as
"their" recreational facility, in-
tending that the other cornrnu.
nities in Grosse Pointe should
be excluded. The truth remains.
however. that it is the only area
in the City, except for the Park,
which is available for recrea.
tion. The same situation does
not generally exist in the other
Grosse Pointes.

5. Mr. Burke suggests th(!
residents of the City petition
the Council to purchase the
Neighborhood Club for the ex-
clusive use of the City. In the
first instance', no one to our
knowledge has ever contended
it should be for our exclusive
use. As we have noted the Club
is and has been use-d by resi-
dents of Detroit, St. Clair
Shores, and, we understand it
has been used also by resid~nts
of East Detroit, Roseville and
other communitie's, including
far-away Dearborn. We have no
objection to the present pro-
gram, but note well, Gentlemen,

Again this fall as they, have
since 1960, Kappa Gamma Pi,
national Catholic college wom-
en's honor society, and the De-
troit Archdiocesan Council of

DESPITE BRITISH pressure,
the United States yesterday re-
fused to guarantee British ships
safe passage on cargo-carrying
runs to Cuba. "There is no ab-
solute guarantee against any in-
cident taking place," State De-
partment Press Officer Lincoln
White told newsmen at a Wash-
ington con fer e nee Friday.

The Hammond Building, which rose acros." from
the old City Hall in 1886, was not only Detroit's -first
skyscraper, but the cradle of the legal profession. Many
of Detroit's most famous lawyers had their offices in
this magnificent ten~story .building which was conveni~
ently located on Woodward near the old Russell Hotel.

Among the many legal lights, whose descendants
are Pointers, who had the Hammond Building for their
address were Robert and Allan H. Frazer, whose son
John became the great Pointe realtor; Judge CharIesT.
Wilkins, whose family' tradition dated from the days of
the Northwest Territory, and Judge Philip T. Van Zile.

Francis J. McMath practiced from the Hammond
building and Francis P. Dwyer and Charles Casgrain,
,vho was married to a Hammond daughter, were othets.
Thomas A. E. 'Weadoi;k, dean of the city's legal lights I
until his death at 90, had his office in the red brick sky- I
scraper.

For many years the Hammond building remained a
landmark, vistiors from up state climbing to the top
story to look over the city. The family refused all offers
for the building for many years for it was a memorial'
to George Hammond, who founded his fortune on beef
and pork packing with James D. Standish.

In the early days of the Hammond building some of
the lawyers were hard pre5sed to find their rent money.
But,they could economize on luncheon when the budget
failed to stretch to the lavish menus of the Russell
House, Nearbv was a restaurant which served a delect-
able combination of pork cl10ps and spaghetti for a
quarter and was very accommodating about sending out
a pot of this entree for lunching lawyers.

The Hammond building was in the very center of
the town's social life as well as the legal and financial
center. On the west side of Woodward were three of
the town's most elite stores, McMillans, O'Briens and
Wallace's, where the carriage trade did business every
morning. Nearby, too was Fred Sanders' new store
wnere the ice cream soda was invented., ,_

Mr. Sanders' soda was rumored to be an invention
designed to relieve the effects of a friend's hangover.
The distressed gentleman demanded some soda water
but felt he couldn't drink it warm so Mr. Sanders added
vanilla ice cream to cool it and the soda was born. •

The City Hall in those days was so surrounded by
trees that lawyers attending' the circuit court sessions
were apt to feel they were marching through a forest to
attend to their duties. The tenants of the last three floors
of the Hammond building had other problems. The grand
stairway extended 9nly to the seventh floor and eleva-
tors were not installed at first so lawyers like S. S.
Babcock had to climb the last floors by ladder.
