Shores. We should say strange things are STILL hap-
pening there, for as long as we can remember this one
remaining village of the five Pointe municipalities has
been operated more like a country club than a political
corporation which is the property of all of its residents.
Most of the presidents and trustees who have run the
Shores have had the attitude that what they did was the
business of no one outside of the clique in command.
Appointed administrators have given the distinct im-
pression that they were afraid to express any opinion or
release any information without getting clearance from
above.

Some vears back it was necessary for this paper to
get help from the County Prosecutor’s office to gain ac-
cess to the police records in the Shores. Such records
are always public property. There has been abundant
evidence that the trustees have made little or no effort
to keep the residents informed on matters which should
be called to their attention, and have preferred to carry

on village business without opposition from residents
who might not agree.

Last year when some of the citizens learned there
was a plan afoot to make drastic changes at Osius Park,
(the comrnunity lakefront recreation area of the vil-
lage). a Grosse Pointe Shores Iniprovement Association
was formed to fight the project, and was successful in
forcing some of the goings-on of the trustees a little
more out in the open. The association has continued to
function, and even had the audarity to enter a cendi-
date for the governing board in this spring’s election.
That candidate, Arnold P. Fuchs, was elected, unseating
Donald Flintermann, an incumbent, and defeating Ar-
thur Sherman, Jr., who had the endorsement of Village
President Jack Williams. Although the village charter
states the clerk is required to notify successful candi-
dates in writing within two days after the electicn, and
swear them in immediately thereafter, Mr. Fuchs has
still not been notified, nor sworn in. The election was
held on May 21. Details of the battle now going on are
contained in a story on Page One of this issue. :

In a second hassle which bodes further headaches
for the village trustees, a number of residents of Moor-
land in Grosse Pointe Woods are claiming the Shores
Is attempting to build a “Berlin Wall” to keep ihem
from easy access to Lake Shore road. They have hired
lawyers to restrain the Shores from vacating and block-
ing off a section of Moorland in the Shores, which would
force the Woods residents to follow devious and much
longer routes to get to the lake. It is claimed this is in
direct repudiation of a master plan agreed upon by both
Shores and Woods in 1957, Details of this fight can also
be found in a Page One story.

The village trustees appear to be getting mired down
in a morass of their own manipulations. It does make
one wonder just what all transpires when the Shores
solons get together for their cozy little meetings, osten-
sibly to lend expert guidance to the destinies of their
small municipality.

What Goes On
Your Library

“Vere Papa lohannes XXIII
mortus est”—and so it was on
Monday, June 3, 1963 that the
world lost a Pope. With un-
canny clairvoyance, two books
have appeared very recently
dealing with Pope John XXIII
and the subject of the Papacy
in general. The first is THE
MAKING OF A POPE, a su-
perb collection of photographs
by our own Free Press pholo-
grapher, Tony Spina.

Scheduled for a ten-minute
interview with the Pope in the
Vatican Palace, Spina ended up
staying almost two hours, cap-
turing in his pictures the in-
timacy of the interview and
the warm personality of John
XX1II, The book has a tex-
tual narrative by Dawson
Taylor giving some background
history of the Papacy, its elec-
tion, and a biography of the
recently deceased Pope.

The second book is a cur-
rent novel by Morris L. West,
THE SHOES OF THE FISHER-
MAN, and opens, prophetically,
“The Pope was dead.” The
theme of the book is the elec-|
tion of a new Pope, Kiril 1,!
