The court has decided there shall be no recount of
the votes cast in the May 21 election in Grosse Pointe ...
Shores, and the elected candidates have been sworn in ,
including Arnold Fuchs, against whom the recount was
aimed. The story is carried on Page One of this issue.

This particular phase in the struggle which has been
going on for some time between th~ village president
and board of trustees, and the Grosse Pointe Shores Im-
provement Association, has ended, and this paper had
no intention of making further editorial comment in
this issue. However, a different course was dictated
Tuesday afternoon when Thomas Jefferis, village su-
perintendent of the Shoresl visited the News office.

Mr. Jefferis stated he came with a request from
Village President Jack Williams, who was out of town.
It was long after our deadline and half the paper 'was
already dummied. The print shop was waiting for the
final copy and dummies before make-up, and things were
pretty hectic. as they always are on Tuesday afternoons.

The request from Mr. Williams was to print a state-I
ment from himself. and the complete transcript of the
proceedings in Judge Baum's court when the recount
hearing was held. Mr. Williams' statement read: "I have
no eomment on tl-J.estatements which appeared last week
in the Grosse Pointe News. Judge Baum's opinion, which I '"

is reproduced here in fL:ll speaks for itself. With this
legal matter out of the way it is my sincere wish that
t.he Village ean proceed now in t.he business at hand."

The court transcrii)t covered seven typewritten
pagc5 of legal phraseology and dialogue. Although sore-
ly pre~sed for time, we took time to peruse the docu-
ment and believe we have found the one section which
Mr. Williams is most anxious to have appear in print.
\Ve are glad to oblige him in this matter. Time and space
do not permit the publication of the entire transcript.
We have had to leave a lot of live news, which should
be published this week, out of this issue because of space
limitations. The section which undoubtedly held much
appeal for President Williams follows:'.

"Now I want to state very clearly here that this
Court is not. criti.cal of the Village in the action that it
took in accepting Mr. Sherman's recount petition. As a
matter of fact, I think the Village is to be commended.
For the question which came before the Village was
really a judicial question and not one that fell within
the province of the Village's legislative or the execu-
tive authority and to have made the decision which this
Court is now making would have been. as Mr. Ratcliffe
points out, to have effectively deprived Mr. Sherman
of an opportunity to have the question judicially de-
termined. The time was such that it would have been
difficult or impossible for Mr. Sherman to have formally
filed another petition in proper form. Likewise, if the
decision had been made against him by the Village
Council, it would have been difficult or impossible for
Mr. Sherman to have had a judicial review of the suf-
ficiency of his petition."

VIe hope this satisfies the Shores president. Of
course it does nothing to shed any light on the mystery
of why 10 days elapsed between the election and the
d~ision. t? ask for a recount, nor as to just who made
this deCISIon. It would seem Mr. Sherman, low man. in
the election returns, had nothing to gain. Donald F1int~r-
mann, the incumbent running for reelection, was a loser
by only four votes. Yet he didn't enter into the recount '"
petition. The true story on this might nake wiry inter-
esting reading indeed.
