In the past two hundred years Grosse Pointe has
progressed from a primitive pioneer fishing and farm-
ing village to one of the most elegant suburbs in the
nation.

Americans on the whole, and particularly mid-
Westerners, have never been overly concerned with the
past. They have a healthy concern with the present and
the future. But in ignoring their heritage they fail to
pay a needed debt to the men and women who made
their pleasant lives today possible.

In such cities of the eastern seaboard as Boston,
Philadelphia and Charleston there is a pre-occupation
with the past which perhaps seems decadent to dynamic
Detroiters but these residents feel a kinship with the
past we lack.

Grosse Pointe has an unusual heritage. Since the
days of Louis XV when France sent her pioneers to
settle the New World there have been Pointe citizens.
It was these early Frenchmen who named our town. *
They were followed by British soldiers and traders
when France lost the New World in the mid-eighteenth
century. The British in their turn made way for ad-
venturing American merchants after the War of 1812.
Victorian railroad and lumber tycoons transformed
Gro::;se Pointe into a select summer resort, the Newport
of the West. and automotive executives followed them
to create this t.hriving suburb.

But who remembers these founders of our five
Pointes? There is a Grosse Pointe Historical Society and
three generation residents recall the days when the *
horse and buggy roamed the front avenue, now Lake-
shore road. But there are [,0 monuments, plaques or
statues to mark the sites of the Pointe's first church, *
early log cabins or ribbon farms. Street names recall
early French settlers such as Rivard, Cadieux, Trombley
and Vernier. The Victorian businessmen who opened
large estates along the lakeshore such as Newberry,
McMillan and Lewis have left their names on some of
our avenues but newcomers have no way of realizing
the :temarkable contributions these early settlers made
to this fine residential area.

Grosse Pointers are always eager to contribute to
worthy causes, to lend their names and open their
pocketbooks to appeals. The funds required for a few
signposts dedicated to our heritage should not prove
difficult to raise. Weare proud of our past as well as
our present and we should acknowledge this pride.
