Gen"ral city
employes are co":ered under
social. ~eeurity on account of
their City employment, and
their social security benefits
would be in addition to their
City penSions.

Th~ revisions also would per-
mit a general city employe to
retire at age 55 if he has 20 or
more ~ear8 of service. If he
retires before age 60 his pension
would be reduced to ~ of 1 per
cent times the number of
months his age at retirement is
under age 60. For example, if
he retires at age 55 his pension
would be reduced 30 per cent.
The pension reduction for ~rly
retirement is to keep the oosts
the same &! they are for age 60
retirement.
