OUTNUMBERED ten to one,
and sustaining heavy casualties,
about 150 men of the First Air
Cavalry Company fought their
way out against a force of North
Vietnamese regulars from a tiny
landing area at the base of the
Chu Pong mountain area Thurs-
day. The American’s were aid-
ed by Air Force fighter-bomb-
ers and aerial artillery from
rocket helicopters which kept up
an almost steady stream of sup-
pressive fire, while transport
planes dropped a continuous
flow of parachute flares to keep
the area, which is about 210
miles north-northeast of Saigon,
illuminated Wednesday night.
Although five helicopters were
reported shot down, a colonel
said Iater that ‘“‘everybody who
was still alive” was taken out.

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Bids on New
High School
Staggering

Would Cost $3 Million
More Than Authorized
by Voters on March 22,

1965

_ Monday evening’s meet-
ing of the Grosse Pointe
PTA Council, held at the
Central Library, provided
the first opportunity Zor a
public discussion of the bhids
received by the Board of
Education on March 30 for
the construction of Grosse
Pointe High School North.

Spiraling costs of labor and
materials in the construction
industry throughout the nation,
and especially in the Detroit
metropolitan area, have posed
serious economic problems for
the trustees of the Board of
Education, Edward J. Pongracz,
presideni, said.

He indicated that the bids for
thp proposed Grosse Pointe
High School North amounted to
approximately $3 million more
than was authorized by the elec-
tion of March 22, 1965. He stat-
ed that although the matter is
under continuing study by the
Board and the administration, it
appears highly likely that the
property-owning taxpayers in
the school distriet will be asked
to approve the sale of bonds for
the additional funds in conjunc-
tion with the Wayne County
Community College election on
May 9. '

tance of a successful outcome
of such an election to the entire
school district.

““The construction of a single
building will relieve the tre-
mendous pressure currently
being felt at all level. of in-
struction throughout the school
district,” he said. ““As sonn as
possible, the system will reor-
ganize on a modified 5-3-4 »lan
instead of the existing 6-3-3.
When the new higk school opens,
both senior high schools will
contain four-year programs, and
the sixth grades from the most
crowded elementary buildings
will be moved to the jumior
high schools.”

In recent months, when it be-
¢ame apparent that the con-
struction industry was experi-
encing an unprecedented price
rise, the school trustees request-
ed that 14 fcatures of the build-
ing, coriginally planned as in-
tegral parts, be put into the
bidding documents.

This included the use of ashes--
tos tile instead of terrazzo floors
and the substitution of a wood-
en floor to replace the spring-
type wooden floor in the gym-
nasium.

Othe¢r Changes Studied

The altera‘ion of certain in-
structional areas was also con-
sidered, as were changes in the
communications and ventilation
system.

Dr. Frank H. Parcells, vice-
president of the Board, said,
“Bidding 2 redesigned building
at a later date would not result
in savings. All economic indi-
cations point to a continued
price rise. The members of the
Board of Education are con-
vinced that an election is the
only posible course of action to
be taken,

“In a rising market, any ef-
forts at redesign would simply

Had Recelved Bulletin

Shores Sgt. Charles Wenrich
and Jurcak, in a scout car,
were dispatched to the Huettes
residence by Desk Officer Rich-
ard Polen. Wenrich and Jurcak,
when given a description of the
man and his car, realized that
this fitted the description of a
bulletin sent to all departments
by Mast.

Wenrich requested that Polen
rebroadcast the description to
area scout cars and siations,
and told the desk officer to call
all available off-duty officers
for unmarked scout car duty.
Woods Police Lt. Henry
Marchand, who was at the
Woods station when the broad-
cast came over the alr, dis-
patched the Vinson mug shot
to the Shores home, and Huet-
ter identified Vinson as the
man who came to the door and
asked for “Ruby.”

The two Shores officers
began scouring the area, and
while patroling east on Anita,
spotted the wanted car in front
of the Glowe home. The car ap-
peared to be unoccupied, and
the Shores officers sent out a
request for all available units,
to seal off .tl;e area.

Man¥ Cars Sent
Cars were dispatched from
the Woods, Farms, Shores and
Harper Woods, and the entire
block was sealed tight. Jurcak
stayed at the scene, several
houses away, while Wenrich
drove the scout, car to the furth-
est corner, to direct radio op-
erations.
Jurcak said that as he was
watching the vehicle, he saw a
man, Vinson, walking from the
driveway of the Glowe property
to the car, and saw anotber
man, Coates, sif up in the vehi-
cle. Coates had beern laying
across the front seat, the offi-
cer said.

the pair, he shouted “Halt! Po-
ilce Officers!”, and Xalish
flashed a light on the two men,
both of whnom dropped the tele-
vision set and dashed back into
the house.

Shoots Blast in Air
Jurcak fired a blast from his
shotgen into the air, and ran
to the rear of the house, in

time to see Coates jumping the

rear fence of the property. The
officer said he aimed at the
fleeiizg figure and pulled the
trigger, but the gun jamined.
Knowing another man was
still in the house, Jurcak en-
tered througk the rear door, to

1 find Vinson in the custody of

Kalish and Marchand.

Kalish, while Jurcak was run-
ning to the rear of the build-.
ing, accompanied by Marchand,
tried the front of the house and
found it locked.

Kalish, a karate and judo ex-
pert, kicked In the .door and
somersaulted inio the front
room, and saw a figure running
to a couch in the room. Kalish,
with Marchand directly behind
him, trained his flashlight on
the figure, laying on the couch.
The officers, trained their guns
on the man and ordered him
to his feet, -

The man, Vinson, was
searched and taken_into cus-
tody by the Woods lieutenant,
and taken to the station.

The policemen said that when
they burst into the room, Vin.
son screamed, “Please don’t
shoot me, 'm unarmed! I'm un-
armed!”

Hiding In Bushes

Because the block was sealed
off, Coates could not get.very
far. A search was begun, and
Coates was found hiding in
bushes at the rear of 57 Haw-
thorne, and arrested, by Woods
Patrolmen I.ee Cochill ' and
Peter Thomas.

At the station, Vinson and
Coates were fingerprinted and
booked for breaking and enter-
ing in the nighttime.

Sgt. Jack Mast said that Vin-
son and Coates had been sought
for investigation of burglary by
a number of police agencies
since February.

The sergeant was instrumen-
tal in establishing the identity
of Vinson, when Vinscn, un-
known at the time, was respon-
sible for the burglary of $34
Arita on February 18, A neigh-
bor spotted the car, and part of
the license plate number, and
called police. She said the bur-
glar was a Negro.

The neighbor, name not
given, told police that the car
was a 1961, 1962, or 1963 Buick,
ang that she was able to oLtain
only the first letters and digits
of the license- plate number,
BR 72. -

Makes Thorough Check
Mast said he checked with the
Secretary of Siate’s Office in
Lansing and requested all
Buicks with license number in
the BR series. He spent an hour
and a half on the phone to ob-
tain information, it was dis-
closed.

S0S revealed that there were
only 12 Buicks with the BR reg-
istration, of which seven be-
longed to Negroes. Of this num-
ber, four of the car owners had
police records.

Out of the four, Mast pa-
tiently waited and took pictures
of their vars while the vehicles
were parked at the homes of
the suspects. And of the four
cars, two had taillights answer-
ing the description of the car
described as being at the scene
of the February 18 burglary.

Of the two cars checked,
Mast sald, it was found that
Vinson was the only one to have
a burglary record.

Worked for Dodge

Mast said that he obtained
information that Vinson was
working at Dodge Main, in
Hamtramck, and from that
time, Vinson was kept under
constant surveillance,

The detectve said he obtained
a ‘“mug shot” of Vinson from
Detroit police, and compiled a
bulletin, giving 2 complete de-
scription of Vinson's car, with
the mug shot, and sent one to
all law enforcement agencies in
the area.

The Woods and Harpor
Woods Detective Bureaus had
as many as 10 men in unmarked
police cars carrying a 24-hour
watch on Vinson's activities.
Many weeks and hundreds of
sleepless manhours were spent.
in stakeouts, Mast said. Det. Lt.
Willard Weiss commanded the
Harper Woods contingent.

Vinscn was hard to follow,
the sergeant said, and sometime
the officers would lose him, but
after a patient search, would re-
focate the suspect, and the vigil-
ance would begin all over again.

Met Resentment
Mast said that most of the

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The sergegnt said that the|

surveillance was conducted in
Negro neighborhoods, and resi-
dents of these neighborhoods
expressed resentment at the of-
ficers’ presence in their midst.

This was surmounted, the
sergeant said, by the help of
two Negro detectives from the
Royal Oak Township Pclice De-
partment, whose valuable help
in carrying on the surveillance,
undetected, was a big aid in
capturing Vinson and Coates,
Mast said.

Mast said that the Royal Oak
Township detectives disclosed
on Saturday, April 2, that they
had uncovered information that
Vinsor and Coates were on the
prowl. Mast alerted all the de-
partments in the area. .

He said that without the co-
operation of the many j.olice
agencies in the area, including
Harper Woods and Southfield,
the arrest of the suspects could
not have taken place.

Clear Many Burglaries

Mast said that the pair
cleared several burglaries in
the Woods, as well as a number
in Southfield, ¥larper Woods,
Shores, and other surrounding
communities,

Woods Directer of Public
Safety Allen Andrews lauded
Mast and the other officers of
his department who partici-
pated in the work that led to
the arrest of Vinson and
Coates. He also had high praise
for the police officers of the
Pointes and other communities,
who aided in carrying om the
surveillance and other work in-
volved.

“This is one of the tremend-
ous advantages resulting from
the cooperation between police
agences,” Andrews said. “We
had an excellent example of
what can be accomplished by
law endorcement officers work-

To the Editor:

Yesterday I was given a copy
of an article appearing in the
Grosse Pointe News on March
31, entitled “Park Authorizes
Spending $6.500 to Beautify
Lots.”

The piece was factually inac-
curate in several particulars.
And, since it is my belief, that,
if inaccuracies are pointed out,
‘you will publish this lettey,
showing the inaccuracies in
vour next edition (in compar-
able space).

First, the article stated “On
Monday, March 28th the Park
Council approved appropriation
of $6.500 for the “now” beauti-
fication of lots 481 and 482 be-
tween Lakepointe and Pember-
ton.”” The article stated that
“the lots are part of the pro-
posed civic center development
which included depressed off-
street parking facilities.”

I am informed that at the
present time the Common Coun-
cil of Grosse Pointe Park do
not intend to convert their City
owned lots into parking lots be-
cause the cost is too high.

Secondly, the article stated
that the Brandau family of De-
troit, (whom I represent), own-
er of lot 354 immediately East
of the Michigan Bank are
“‘awaiting the outcome of a
Court =uit to Aetermine further
steps in the negotiations with the
bank on a proposed purchase of
lot 354 (Southwest corner of
Pemberton and East Jefferson.”

These negotiations according
to the article, are being “held
up because of Court litigation in
which the McBrearty family of
Detroit is suing to have the
Court declare a section of the
park’s zoning ordinance uncon-
stitutional.”

It is factusally untrue that
there are, or ever have been,
“negotiations’”” between the
Prandaus and the Michigan
Bank for the acquisition of the
Pemberton zorner lot. It is true
the Bank once expressed an in-
terest in acquiring the lot next
to their bank, but an “interest”
only. No offer of purchase was
ever made.

It was further stated that the
McBrearty family of Detroit
“hopea to force the City to is-
sue a permit for the construc-
tion of & gasolinc service station

on property it owns at Jefferson

. PV T WP N Y/

and Westchester.” The Me-
Brearty family owns no prop-
erty at Jefferson and Westches-
ter, nor is there any thought
of anyone putting up a gasoline
station at that corner. The Mec-
Brearty family do own two lots
at the Southeast cornaer of East
Jefferson and Lakepointe (and
by the way, the WMcBrearty
family c¢f Detroit owns only one-
half of this property. William
McBrearty Jr. and his wife, of
the City of Grosse Pointe Park
own the other half.).

As previously said, the article
stated that the McBrearty fam-
ily has petitioned the Court to
declare that portion of the
Grosse Pointe Park zoning ordi-
nance unconstitutional which
limits lois in a commercial dis-
trict to residential use. This is
half true. The principal liti-
gapts are the Brandau family,
who own and have paid taxes on
four lots in the City of Grosse
Pointe Park, since 1919 the one
previously mentioned next to the
Michigan Bank and the other
three on Westchester, next to
the Toddle House.

What Goes On
at

Your Library

Have you read any of the
Notable Books of 1965? I am re-
ferring to a reading list, select-
ed by the Notable Books Coun-
cil of the Adult Serviees Divi.
sion, American Library Associ-
ation; assisted by 31 libraries
from all sections of the United
States. This Council believes
that these titles “have made a
contribution, to literature and
general knowledge through their
informational value, lLiterary ex.
cellence, perception, and sin-
cerity of presentation.” The cur-
rent roster has just been
published; our library has the
majority of the volumes in its
collection. Let me mention
some of these titles t0 you—they
may spark your interest, or
give you a feeling of pride if
you have already read some of
them. -

In the field of ficiion, we
would like to mention Giorgio
Bassani’s GARDEN OF THE
FINZI-CONTINIS. This is Bas-
sani’s first full-length novel, and
is a fair sample of his sphere
of interest and style. -He tells,
with a sort of probing tender-
ness, a true story of sensitive
and vulnerable youth in a som-
ber decade. Another is Heinrich
Boll's THE CLOWN, This is the
tale of Hans Schnier, a twenty-
seven-year old unsuccessful
clown and mime; it is also, in
reality, a book-length mono-
logue. The setting is stark, but
there is a leavening of gentle-
ness and the comic spirit. A
third is Peter Matthiessen’s AT
PLAY IN THE FIELDS OF
THE LORD. Here, four funda-
mentalist American missionar-
ies are sent to the Amazon
jungle in Oriente province to
convert the primitive Niaruna
Indians. The author knows the
South American jungles. and
‘| people, and the elements of a
good adventure story. This is a
compassionate and perceptive
picture of persons under stress.

zakes earped a piece on this list
with his REPORT TO GRECO—
memoirs of the late mnovelist,
summing up his hopes, visions,
and creative ackievements. This
is a rich mixture of reminis-
‘Jeences and digressions into

PEACEMAKERS, by Richard
Morris is also included. Here,
the author delineates the infri-
cacies of Kuropean international
diplomacy during the negotia-
tions for the Treaty of Paris
that resolved the Revolutionary’
War. This iz indeed a monu-
mental job of scholarly re-
search.

all aspects of life as it is lived
in Liu Ling today. This is an
exemplar in the study of peoples
—a composite porirait of .a vil-
lage. It tells how the Commu-
nists took over, and goes into
great detail in enumerating the
happenings of the day, the week,
the year. For biography, there
is Alan Paton’s SOUTH AFRI-
CAN TRAGEDY, subtitled:
“the life and times of Jan Hof-
meyr.” Hifmeyr was a remark-
able man of influence. He en-
tered politics in 1924 as a junior
to Smuts; he died in 1948. He
hecame a spokesman for equal-
ity and the common mosn.

A most timely book is Robert
Shaplen’s THE LOST REVOLU-
TION. The subtitle explains' a
great deal: ‘‘the story of 20
years of neglected opportunities
in Vietnam, and of America’s
failure to foster democracy
there.,”” The author, a former
Far East correspondent for
NEWSWEEK, traces America’s
course through both the military
and diplomatic jungles.

It is interesting to note that
both of the current books on
Kennedy made the list. I refer,
of course, to A THOUSAND

DAYS by Arthur Schlesinger ||

and KENNEDY by Theodore
Sorensen.

A final sampling — YESTER-
DAY’S PEOPLE, by Jack Well-
er. Here, again, the subtitle is
helpful: ‘““life in contemporary
Appalachia.” This book comes
out of a minister’s thirteen
years as a missionary to
churches in the Southern Ap-
palachiuns. He has tried to give
us an accounting of the person-
ality and attitudes of the Appa-
lachian “common man.” The
author deals with the preople as
they are, rather than the com-
plex forces which shaped them.

The Notable Books for last
year include 51 titles. The range,
both in fiction and non-fiction,
is interesting and wide; some
jtems included seem surprising
until one has read reviews — or
the books themselves - done a
bit of reflecting, and then the
choice seems quite appropriate.
The year 1965 has made a fine
contribution to the shelves of
our libraries.
