No Definite Settlements
Reached Yet As All

No definite settlements,
except perhaps in the City,
between Pointe officials
and their respective police
and fire personnel, have
been reached as yet, it was

|disclosed on Tuesday, May

31.

Grosse Pointe City Marnager
Thomas Kressbach said that
wage increases for policemen
and firemen were included in
the fiscal budget approved by
the. City council on May 9. The
budget includes a $500 a year
increase, plus fully paid up

hospitalization for personn:l and
their dependents, smountiag to
$78 a year.

The city manager said that he
does not expect any rIaajor
problems to arise as a Yesult
of the increase, which he said
he and the council consider to
be fair, even if the other Pointes
should raise wages a little high-
er.

Others Also Raised

He also disclosed that al. per-
sonnel of the Public Werks De-
partment have been granted an
18-cent jncrease in hourly pay,
along with fully paid hospital-
ization;, and all other City em-
ployes have been granted i sev-
en percent increase in pay.

The policemen and firemen of
the Park turned down a final
offer made by the city, accord-
ing to information released by
City Manager Robert Slone.

The Park city manager said
that after several meeting:; with
representatives of the fircmen,
policemen and police uuper-
visors, on Wednesday, Muay 25,
an offer of 10 percent increase
in pay and benefits was made.

Slone said that the package
included an eight. percent raise
in base pay, longevity pay of
$100 for each man with five or
more years of service, and full
payment of hospitalization.

He said that other details are
a minimum payment of two
hours at time and one half for
emergency call-ins and pay-
ments at regular rates to per-
sonnel attending city prescribed
training programs while off du-
ty. '

The city manager said that

percent increase to the previous
vear, represented & total gain
of 17% percent over two years.

Over a 10-year period, he
added, pay and fringe bene-
fit increases totaled 49.4 per-
cent. The proposal was ap-
proved by the Park council after
extensive study of the various
requests by represeatatives and
of the requirements of other de-
partnients and city operating
costs generally.

The propused wage boost,
which will raise the base pay
oi police and fire personnel
from $7,000 to $7,560, with a
total proposed pay including
fringe benefits, which would
bring the annual salary to
$9,325, was rejected as entirely
unrealistic by the Grosse Pointe
Park Police Association and the
Grosse Pointe Park Fire Fight-
ers Association members.

Threaten To Picket

Patrolman Charles Slusser,
president of the police associa-
tion; and Fireman William
Hunt, president of the ¥Fire
Fighters association, said that
if city cfficials do not present
a better offer, their members
will picket in front of the
Municipal Building, Jefferson
and Maryland. However, no de-
finite date has been set for
pickets to march.

In the Farms, City Manager
Andrew Bremmer, Jr., said that
negotiations are still in pro-
gress, and the city has made
an offer to its policemen and
firemen, but the offer will have
to be studied by the Farms
council, which will meet in
regular session on Monday,
June 6, before the figures can
Le released.

He said that two meetings
have been held with representa-
tives of the Police and Fire De-
partments, but whatever ar-
rangements are arrived at, will
have to be released by the city
council.

Understand-
ably, a principal point stressed
on the front page of the 1960
Notice read, “The principal fea-
ture of the proposal lies in a
second City Park to be located
on the waterfront at the foot of
Three Mile Drive. This second
park would be of the passive
type in that the quieter and
older-age-group recreational ac-

_tivities would be featured. The

existing park at the foot of Bar-
rington would, of course, con-
tinue to be operated ana it
would be the center for sports
and other active recreational ac-
tivities.” Agzain at the end of
the Notice the Commission re-
iterated, “The plan on the back
page indicates the proposed
treatment for the deve:opment
of a passive city park at the
foot of Three Mile Drive. Due
to iis proximity to adjacent
residences, active play facili-
ties were felt to be be incom-
patible with existing develop-
ment. Moreover, the existing
7.4 acre waterfront park at the
foot of Barrington Road is al-
ready developed for active rec-
reation and will be continued
as such.

older-age-group recreational ac-
tivities would be featured.”

If the Three Mile Park sports
facilities should be allowed to
develop beyond their present
stage, 1 feel confident many of
the surrounding residents (un-
fortunately) will experience the
following ‘highly wundesirable
hazards:

1) Increased vulnerability to
traffic accidents by family mem-
bers. a) A 898% increase in
parking facilities (from the
present 73 car spaces to a pos-
siole 500 spaces), plus the ‘stop
by’ traffic discharging the bal-
ance of a pofential 5,000 visi-
tors on peak days, certainly
spells anything but improved
traffic safety for the many,
many children on subject streets.
I agree with the Commission
statement on Page 1 of its re-
port of February 18, 1866 when
they say “. .. we have gradual-
ly become a community of
younger families with children.”
We all want to keep our chil-
dren alive first: then we’li ar-
range tc take them swimming.
One must come before the
other; but to change the charac-
ter and purpose of the Three
Mile Park from its originally
approved concept is to plan ifor
it otherwise,

ship and real property vzlues.
The very same traffic will create
for these surrounding residents
an  atmosphere of living on a
combination highway-dragstrip.
The Commission asks, also on
Page 1 of its report that “(we)
as citizens, bear in mind the
desire to 1naintair our com-
munity as a predominantly sub-
urban residential area.” The
words ‘suburban residential’
convey to me, among other fea-
tures, an atmosphere of quasi-
country fresh air and quiet sur-
roundings free of the usual city

is a mnear-official dragstrip now.
The approval of the Three Mile
Park as a residential sports cen-
ter will compound this prime
detraciion not only as to Whit-
tier Rd. properties but also as
to the other ‘suburban residen-
tial’ streets Scuth of Jefferson
Avenue. Regardless of traffie
planning and/or a continuation
of the sincere efforts of our
good Police Department, those
5,000 visitors are not all going
to bicycle. As a result of all the
inevitable traffi» and noise,
there will not only literallv be
more fear for living on subject
streets as first mentioned, but
also a) less pride in ownership,
thus b) less personal pride in
property maintenance, and ulti-
mately, ¢} a reduction in real
market value.

tnat I do not question the de-
sirability of a more modern
swimming pool facility for our
total community. On the other
hand, I do believe factors detri-
mental tc life and property as
above mentioned argue well for
reversing your current plan to
continue the Watcrfront Park
“as a picnic area for fishing
and marina use including boat
wells and launching ramp,” and
convert the Three Mile Drive
park into the swimming pool-
sports playground facility. On
the contrary I strongly suggest
that you re-model the Water-
front Park primarily as the mod-
ern swimming-sport facility
(around which the neighboring
area subsequently developed),
and maintain (expand, if you
will) the Three Mile Park as a
less active, more passive facility
as originally planned and ap-
proved.

As a matter of fact, my posi-
tion is best summarized by con-
curring with (at the expense of
re-quoting) the Commission’s
own thoughts when it originaliy
solicited the Citizens’ support
in 1960 for the Three Mile Park:
“Due to its proximity te adja-
cent residences, active play fa.
cilities were felt to be incom-
patible with existing develop-
ment. Moreover, the existing 7.4
acre waterfront park at the foot
of Barringlon Road is already
developed for active recreation
and will be continued as such.
This proposed Three Mile Park,
then, will serve to complement
the existing Waterfront Park by
providing an additional area ior
rest and relaxation.”

It is sometimes difficult to
find good contemporary fiction
to read—fiction, I mexzn. that
does not flaunt an excess of
sex, perversion, neuroses and
certain unsavory vices. But the
past week 1 have been en-
couraged by several current
titles which I have read and
‘enjoyed; I would like to share
them with you.

Do you remember Reynolds
Price’s A LONG AND HAPPY
LIFE which appeared in 19627
It contained bezutiful writing,
vital characters, and was bril-
liantly honest. It was the story
‘of Rosacoke, anG her trials and
difficulties with her young man.
Now, in A GENEROUS MAN,
the author again deals with
the Mustizn family in the same
milieu — the Southern back-
woods couniry, And again we
have a marvelous imagery, sen-
suousness, symbolism, the ex-
pressive regional idiom and a
continued observation of life
and love. :

Rosacoke is younger here,
and her brother, Milo, aged 15,
is really the protagonist. The
story deals with three crucial
days of life—days that are po-
tentially disastrous, but are also
comic and rich. You follow on
an epic search for Milo’s
younger brother, Rato, and his
dog, Phillip, plus a 25-foot, 280-
pound python named Death,
and watch with sympathy and
understanding Milo’s develop-
ment into manhood. . .

Another second novel is Don
Robertson’s THE SUM . AND
TOTAL OF NOW. His -earlier
one, THE GREATEST THING
SINCE SLICED BREAD, I wel-
comed with great enthusiasm.
It dealt understandingly and
perceptively with a young boy;
and its locale was - Cleveland,
(my old home town), The same
hero appears in the new hook
—Morris Bird III, who is now
13 years old, so we have
another study of an adolescent.
This seems to make the scope
bigger and the vision broader.
We bhave the typical teen-age
speculations. Why did: his (Mor-
ris’). buddy, Benry, get killed?
Why -did his grandmother have
to hurt so much ds she lay
dying of cancer? Why did his |
relatives have to wrangle over
their _prospective ipheritancs?
How ‘could he summon up nerve
to.ask Julie Sutton for a date?
"Hereé 1§ AT SympatHetié™ 5oy
trait that will be remembered,
and serves to add new facets
to a very real boy. (And he
still lives in Cleveland!)- The
author. implies that later there
will be a further novel, dealing
with an older Morris Bird III

Ever since my enthusiasm
for UP THE DOWN STAIR.
CASE by Bel Kzufman, I've

dealing with the educator and
his attitude towards his fellow
men. We now have a new one
—THE BLACKBOARD CAVA-
LIER by J. E. Morressy. The
main character is Ernie Quinn,
a new high school teacher at
Glen Park High School, who
leads a life of Walter Mitty-like
martyrdom. The author’s
humor is excellent, sometimes
biting—he carries a real punch.
His portrayal of poor Ernje,
his contretemps with his stu-
dents, his supervisor (a sleek,
politician named Mr. Mikropou-
lous), his ups and downs with
his girl, Doris, are done with
warmth, empathy and under-
standing. If you have ever done
any teaching, you are ‘“with”
Ernie all the way.

A new psychological study is
Winston Graham’s AFTER THE
ACT. This is an examination
of murder—after the act-be-
yond the law, 2nd within the
conscience of the killer. Mor-
ris Scott, on an impulse, pushes
his wife to her death from a
baleony, It is recorded as an
accident — mnothing can be
proven to the cortrary. But we
are faced with a case of human
guilt and its ratifications, There
is a friend who suspects, a . girl
friend who is puzzled by Mor-
ris’ subsequent reactions, and
there are all the memories of
the dead wife,
finale is probably unexpected
to some, and is somewhat remi-
niscent of de Maupassant.

There is one other new: book
—non-fiction—I would like to
mention z2s well worth reading.
It is Elaine Kendall’'s THE
UPPER HAND, and subtitled:
“The truth about American
men.” It is a delightfully hiased
report on the }Male Animal as
seen through the eyes of a con-
temporary Madame Defarge. We
have been subjected ~to and
entertzined by so many books
relating to the current pilight
of the American woman, that
is is probably high time we
had some words written on the
American man. This book goes
back to the Middle Ages, through
the Renaissance, and takes up
to the twentieth century. Do
you often wonder how the
father-figure went from being
head-of-the-house to the back
of the wardrobe where he now
dangles uselessly as in OH
DAD, POOR DAD, MAMA’'S

Miss Alice C. Mills, manager
of the Council’s Women’s De-
partment, presented the award
to Mrs. Wilber Brucker, Jr.,
at the Junior League’s annual
meeting at the Country Club of
Detrnit,

In presenting the award, Miss
Mills said, “It gives me great
pleasure to present this. award
to the members of the Junior
League of Detroit for the ex-
ceptional . contribution your o6r-
ganization has made in the pre-
vention of accidents.”

In accepting the award, Mrs.
Brucker expressed the League’s
gratification for the Council’s
recognition and the conimunity
and state response to the pro-
ject.

The award winning poison
prevention project was the only
entry of ‘the 52 submitted to re-
ceive the Council’s Citation
Award.
