Juveniles Damage 66 Cars
In Park Streets, Garages

Three Park juveniles who
had gonc up and down side
streets and into garages and
senselessly damaged car equip-
ment, “just for something to
do,” were arrested by Park
police on Wednesday, Novem-
ber 23.

The juveniles, all boys, two
of whom are 13 years old, and
the third, 12 years old, have
been filed against with Juvenile
Court authorities on charges of
malicions destruction of prop-
erty, it was revealed by Park
Police Chief Arthur Louwers.

The chief said that the boys
had caused damage to approxi-
mately 66 cars within a short
space of time. The youngsters
were released to their parents,
until a hearing date in Juvenile
Court.

The amount of total damage

was not disclosed, pending
further investigation in the mat-
ter, but the boys’ parents were
informed that they are liable
for all damages caused by their
children.

The Motion Picture Producers
Association has adopted a new
movie code. Great, you say . ..
now perhaps we’ll be able to
take the family to the movies
again. Not necessarily so! True,
the MPPA is oné of the few in-
dustries to incorporate self-im-
posed regulations, but, we fear,
with ulterior motives, It is evi-
dent that, for the most part,
this new code’s primary pur-
pose is to forestall legislation
that would certainly put tighter
limits on the distribution of
films. At least, it appears that
the producers. are aware of
grassroots movements seeking
more meaningful movies than
have been available.

Examination of the code re-
veals that it is far from ade-
quate. They announce that some
films will now be labeled, ‘“Sug-
gested for Mature Audiences.”
If the advertising space is limit-
ed, it may be designated only
as “SMA.” Actually this means
little or nnthing. How this clas-
sification is determined, is not
spelled out. The code is rampant
with hedging grammar, such as
“undue . . . excessive . . . with
restraint.”’ Interpretation is left

1to-the Administrator of the .code

who is the judge. '
Doesn’t Halt Releases
The best that can be offered
te enforce the code is to with-
hold the MPPA code seal of ap-
proval. There is nothing to stop
an errant producer from releas-
ing his film without the seal.
Only eight ovroduction com-
panies make up the association.
Last year some 5,000 films were
made by 200 companies. Foreign
filras are not reviewed by them.
Obviously, many do not even
come with the Producers Asso-
ciation jurisdiction. All in all,
the code, for whica the industry
wants & bravo, is but a trickle
in an ocean.

The person, or persons,
who broke into the resi-
dence of lra Latimer, 1346

pletely ransacked, but the
culprit did leave a trail of
wanton destruction, accord-
ing to Park Police Chief
Arthur Louwers.

A neighbor of the Lautimer
family called police at 11:15
p.m. on Tuesday, November 22,
to report that & rear door had
been found open. Police unit
crews were dispatched to in-
vestigate, and they discovered
that entry into the house was
‘'gained by breaking the glass of
'the rear pore and Lty breaking
the kitchen window glass.

Investigating officers said
every room in the house had
beea ransacked, and consider.
able damage was done :n the
living and dining rooms and in
the kitchen.

In the kitchen, they found
that the vandals dumped flour,
sugar, and anything they could
get their hands on, on the floor
and walls,

The couch in the living room
was slashed with a sharp instru-
ment, and a table in the dining
room was gashed and scarred,
also with a sharp instrument.

The officers at the scene
said that the damage wuas the
most senseless and most de-
structive of any home entered
over a period of many, many
years. It appeared ts be the
work of juveniles, they zdded.

The chief said that he is not
discounting the possibility that
this could have been don by a
person who was in the same
neighborhood. at about 8:29 p.m.

A nearby neighbor of the
Latimers was sitting in h's bed-
room in the darkness, when his
front doorbell rang and he went
to the door to see who it was,
The neighbor told police that a
man, standing on the porch,
asked for a light for a cizaret.

Slamming the door shut, the
neigivbor called police, who
made an unsuccessful search
for the suspect.

The upknown man was de-
scribed as being between 26 and
30 years old, five feet eight or
nine inches tall, dark skinned,
dark hair, and wearing a three-
quarter length jacket, and ap-
peared to be unshaven, al hough
he did not have a full be:urd.

Club Starts
New Building

$300,000 Structure To Re-
place Former Headquar-
ters On Waterloo
In City

Ground breaking for the
new Neighborhood Club
building in Waterloo ave-
nue between Neff and St.
Clair, was held at 9:30
Tuesday morning, Novem-
ber 29. The ceremony was
attended by City officials,
the Board of Trustees of
the Neighborhood Club as
well as the volunteers and
members of the board of
the Thrift Shop.

Land given to the Neighbor-
hood Club in 1541 by the late
Dexter M. Ferry Jr., and until
now used as a parking lot, is
the site of the new building. It
is scheduled to open in the win-
ter of 1967 and will {ake the
place of the former clubhouse
which stood across the street.

David E. Burgess, Mayor of
the City of Grosse Pointe, com-
mented: “When the Neighbor-
hood Ciub was forced to move,
it carried on its recreational
activities in the schools and
churches and realized the need
of a central club house for our
teen youth. I am delighted that
now the City of Grosse Pointe
will have a Center comparable
to those in other communities.”

Contemporary Structure

Since the sale of the old club-
house and. play field to the
Board of Education, Mrs. James
F. McClelland Jr. and the Build-
ing Committee have been work-
ing on drawings with the archi-
tect, A. O. Schmidt.

Plans call for a contemporary
stvled building containing two
large recreation rooms, each 40
by 60 feet, a lobby, offices and
the Thrift Shop.

John H. Kressbach, Manager
of the City of Grosse Pointe,
is “extremely pleased the
Neighborhood Club is providing
a Drop-in-Center for the use and
enjoyment of the youth in the
community.”

The contract for the new club
house was awarded to the firm
of Albert D. Thomas, Jr., Inc.
the low bidder, and the cost is
estimated at $300,000. Funds for
this have come principally from
the sale of the old property, the
endowment fund and income
from the Thrift Shop.

Furnishing this building in a
practical and attractive way has
not been included in the above
estimate. The Neighborhood
Club is anticipating and hoping
for the continued interest from
their friends in supporting this
part of the project.

Serves Many Residents

Mrs. W. Warren Shelden,
president, and members of the
board of trustees of the Neigh-
borhood Club have spent the
past several years in planning
the hest approach to continue
the needed activities in the com-
munity. A total attendance of
85,000 persons for all activities
in 1966 was anticipated. Vhe
recreational activities are self-
surporting from memberships,
dues and Thrift Shop donations.
The Social Service Program is
subsidized by the United Com-
munity Service.

J. Harold Husband, acting Su-
perintendent of Grosse Pointe’s
public schools, expressed the
sentiments of many people when
he said: ‘““We are most fortur.ate
that the generous gift of the -
Helen Newberry Joy Foundation
has provided a large play field
and made possible the building
of a TeenCenter by the Neigh-
borhood Club for the use of all
the Pointes.”

’qupening’ at U-D Leaves
Unitiated Viewer Confused

With a grinding roar from the
lougi speakers, the flickering of
a film deliberately misfocussed
to be broken up by the rafters
of a gymnasium, and the slow

revoiutions of wheeled plat-

forms _upon which rested. sheet-
ed objects of various sizes and
shapes, A Happening began.

The occasion was the first
presentation in Detroit of a new
art f_orm, the place was the Uni-
versity of Detroit and the time

For roughly an hour one plat-
form after another was un-
covered until all the spectacles
were mixing, separating, mixing
around each other like the in-
gredients in a slowly stirred
pie. Additional flavor was add.
ed by almost continuous sound
from the loud speakers that
blared rock and rell, patriotic
soengs and sometimes iust noise
gmd three cameras from the pro-
Jection booth showing war pic-
tures, some backwards, and bio-
logical studies.

A Happening, like the Bossa
Nova, is still too new on the
scene to be readily definable.
No one impression wag permit-
ted the audience who must keep
on the move between the circl-
ing stages to avoid a collision,
especially with several plat-
forms using “live” paint. The
concepts, often garish but some-
times clever, showed much or-
igniality.

The script was written and
acted by members of the Archi-
tectural School under the direc-
tion of John Patrick Kenney,
a young teacher of Architecture

QUESTION: Will you please
help me to understand who a
trainable mentally retarded
child is?

ANSWER: “Trainable” is an
educational term which denotes
children and young adults who
manifest moderate to severe
mental retardation. The train-
able category falls between 2
others used by educators in the
consideration of mentally re-
tarded children; these are cus-
todial and educable.

A child categorized as custo-
dial is profoundly retarded. His
complete iiandicap requires life-
time supervision and often nurs-
ing care.

A child in the educabie cate-
gory shows mild mental retarda-
tion. He is relatively socially
competent. Generally, an educa-
able child can be expected to
attain a relatively normal life
with special education and guid-
ance.

The {rainable child, thougn
severely handicapped, is deemed
to possess potentials for accept-
able adjustment to the home,
school, and neighborhood, for
caring for personal needs, and
for minimal economic produc-
tivity. He develops intellectually
at a rate of about ¥4 to % that
of normal children. At maturity
intellectual ability equivalent to
a seven-year-old or less may be
attained. Socially he will remain
immature. His speech and lan-
guage ability is generally im-
paired but of sufficient develop-
ment to make his wants known.
In general trainable children
are not capable of learning the
3 R’s beyond rote learning of
some words and numbers. Final-
ly, a most important character-
istic is that while a trainable
child can develop a modicum of
abilities to sustain him in the
community he will require con-
stant, lifelong supervision and
economic support, '

* » *
QUESTION: What are train-
able mentally retarded chil
dren being prepared for by
the instructional program de-
signed for them .

ANSWER: The major goal in
the training program is to help
severely retarded children gain
some personal independence to
lessen their burdensome handi-
cap for their families. The pro-
gram, therefore, seeks to de
velop maximally the limited
abilities of these children and
young adults.

Objeciives for individual ehil-
dren vary with their abilities.
A child of higher level ablities
may be prepared for supervised
remunerative work in a shel
tered environment. A child of
lower level ability may be
trained to protect himself from
common dangers. Stress is given
to the development of language,
manipulative skills, social skills,
health and safety. Functional
use of numbers and words is en-
couraged.

Training provided at Pulaski
Schaol is provided in real life
experiences. Supervised groups
of children shop at a local super
market and upon return to the
school prepare foods purchased
for their own lunch. Two weeks

are devoted to a camping ex-
perience with the children ex-
pected to assist at all times.

QUESTION: What age limit
is there on attendance of
trainable mentally retarded
children in public school?

ANSWER: State law only pre-
scribes an upper age limit; 21
years of age. At this time, how-
ever, the Wayne County Train-
able Program provides classes
for children aud young adults
from the ages of 3% to 21 years.
The age range of Grosse Pointe
children currently attending is
seven to 20 years of age, with
the average age being 13 years.

® * *
GUESTION: Where do
trainabie mentally retarded
ckildren from Gresse Pointe
go to school?

ANSWER: The Grosse Pointe
Public School System provides
for trainable children through
the Wayne County Intermediate
Schools program which is locat-
ed at the Pulaski School—Ham-
tramck. The cost of the program
is shared by the seven partic-
ipating school districts.

One hundred one children are
now enrolled in the trainable
program. Included in this num-
ber are 13 children from Grosse
Pointe.

Childrer: enrolled in the pro-
gram are placed in any one of
eleven classrooms at the school
on the basis of age and ability.
This is an especially important
feature of the program. Twelve
experienced teachers and a di-
rector serve the children. Al-
though the state permits up to
15 children per teacher, class
size ranges from 6 to 10 chil-
dren.

The f{ramnable program at
Pulaski is at once an experiment
to determine the capabilities of
severely retarded children, and
a strategy to overcome barriers
of social isolation.

What Gtoes On
a
Your Library

How many .of you Grosse
Pointe Public Library patrons
have known Melitta E. Roemer?
Many, I am sure. Since 1932,
when she started working in
our System, she has influenced
many lives and given invaluable
service to our community. She
has also had a long association
with the Friends of the Grosse

Pointe Publi¢ Library, serving'

as its secretary since it was
first organized. And now, she
is retiring, to travel and pursue
hobbies such as reading, attend-
ing the theater, gardening—and
reading all the books she has
never had time to read!

Miss Roemer is a third-gen-
eration Detroiter. She attended
Eastern High School, earned
her library degree from Sim-
mons College and did graduate
work at: Wayne State - Univer-
sity. Her first professional posi-
tion waw in the Detroit Public
Library ‘System. Her next vea-
ture wa¥y: in- the. bhook selling
business—she opened tp a book
shop in the Hibbard Apartments
on East Jefferson. And being
located so close to the Whittier,
Miss Roemer likes to remem-
ber theytheatrical people who
frequentéd- her store—people
such a% Katharine Cornell,
Alfred Iijint and Lynn Fontanne.

After Sour years of book sell-
ing, our:current retiree decided
to go back intc the library field,
and joined the Grosse Pointe
Public Library System, first as
a professional assistant, later
as Chief of the Central Library,
and four years ago as combined
Chief of the Central Library
and Assistant Director. In think-
ing back over the years; she
remembers, with some surprise,
that she has worked, at one
time or. another, in every one
of the Grosse Puinte Libraries
(defunct or now in use!) In ad-
dition to the ones functioning
now, this would include build-
ings such as the City Branch
(in each of its various loca-
tions), the book wagon, and lo-
cations in the Shores and
Farms. She also recalls, with a
sparkle in her eyes, helping to
move a load of periodicals from
the old Main Library to the now-
Park Branch—a move which in-
volved a Board of Education
truck, with our librarian perch-
ed atop the pile of magazines
for safe-keeping!

‘T'm firmly convinced that,
after the Roemer sisters’ tour
of the South Pacific next spring,
there will not be one bit of
foreign soil they haven’t touch-
ed! Miss Roemers’ sister,
Norma, a geographer, teacher
and co-author of a geography
text-book, has helped spark the
wanderlust these two ladies
have had for many years. They
have been to Europe (oxten-
sively ir the 1920s), South
America, around the world —
have taken a trip to the North

Dear Sirs:

May an ex-Grosse Fointer
defend your splendid commu-
nity? I was shocked to re:d this
morning in my San Francisco
Chronicle of Grosse Pointe de-
scribed as a “Middle Ciass
Ghetto” by some religiovs and

4 educational leaders hack there.

We left Grosse Pointe almost
three years ago, mainly for
health reasons. California’s dry
climate, sunshine and outdoor
living keep us well and happy.
No more sinus flu, asthma or,
so far, no more allergies to
growing things. But we left a
very fine area to accomplish
this, as well as our families and
friends.

Too many people in our coun-
try must be getting an orrone-
ous impression, The critics of
Grosse Pointe act as if every
resident is a rich man or
woman. They overlook the
many fine people of somewhat
limited means who live in the
small houses. They don™ write
about the very good linvrarics
and wonderful parks. How Y
miss the swimming fzcilities
you all have! The pools here
are privately owned or vsed by
high school students. The ocean
is very cold and not very safe
in this area. The ecritics of
Grosse Pointe never mention
the many worthwhile activitics
that go on at the War Memo-
rial, or that a new Neighbor-
hood Club will be buili. They
pass over the really friendly
relationship between Grosse
Pointe sales people and custe-
mers, The helpful Police are
ignored, except that T read of
them in your paper. And your
schools; they’re wonderful!

When we left, February 1,
1964, our twins had completed
the first half of the 6th grade at
Maire. In southern California
they found theraselves ahead of
the class for months. Besides
missing friends and f{amiliar
surroundings, they had two real
adjustments to make. One, the
realization that they had left a
superior school behind and that
their tormer classmates were
now ahead of them. The other
was an adjustment to a Leavily
racially mixed school. Their
Spanish class was a fizsco be-
cause the Mexican American
boys made it inpossible for the
teacher to be heard. This was
owr children’s first experience
at a teacher’s problems. I heard
the principal of their school say

that he wished it were not Cali-
fornia law to teach Spanish as
s0 meny students didn't evea
read English well. I do not
agree with the prediction that
“When your children move out
of here, they're going to suffer
a profound shock.” Or that
“their faith in their family will
be shaken.”” All of our eyes
were opened by our exper-
iences. Children adjust better
than some give them credit for.
I have seen no evidence of
shaken faith, just the teen age
wish for more freedom. We now -
live below San Francisco, and
the twins find high school much
more demanding.

Grosse Pointe crities should
feel ashamed of themselves just
opening your November 10 is-
sue, showing the members of
the Board of Education laying
the cornerstone for the new high
school.

Hats off to Mr. Vincent Peter.
son, my former history taacher,
for understanding that Grosse
Pointe does not consist of un-
feeling, alcoholic millionaires!

“I've giggled a lot in the last few months,” Terry
Treiber, up to her ears in Junior Women’s® Association
fcr the Detroit Symphony Orchestra Souvenir Program.
work, and imminently expecting the arrival of her second
child, admits, smiling. ¢

“] knew I was pregnant last
May, when I agreed to take on
this year’s Souvenir Program
co-chairmanship — but I didn’t
know we were going to go out
and buy a farm!”

The Treibers found their
farm, an 80-acre spread three
miles south of Port Sanilac,
just a half-mile from Lake
Huron, this summer, decided it
was exactly what they had been
looking for, bought it and im-
mediately started a farmhouse
remodeling program.

“Bert grew up on a farm,”
Terry explains, ‘“‘and we both
feel children need plenty of
‘running space.’ we started sub-
scribing to a local newspaper
in a farming community, look-
ing for property ., . When we
found ‘our’ farm, we knew we
had to huy it . . .*” '

Bugsy Summer Weekends

So buy it they did—and spent
the summer weekends painting

walls, knocking down walls,
panelling, staining, wallpaper-
ing. . ., .

They ‘“‘officially” moved in

the end of October. “We plan
to use the farm on weekends,
maybe live up there in the sum-
mers,” Terry explains. “Even-
tually, perhaps, we'll try to

—no animals, of course; ani-
mals require everyday
care . . .”

Besides the house, they have
several other farm buildings:
A barn, an “enormous” chicken
coop, a small stone structure
the Treibers think originally
might have been uscd as a
smokehouse.

. It’s a grand place for explor-
ing, just roaming about, as 22-
month-old Chris Treiber, (‘“His
full name is Berthold Christian,
but we’re not going to tell him
about it until he’s old enough
to cope’), will begin to dis-
cover in the next year or so.
Farming may be ‘“‘old hat” to

Bert, but it’s a relatively new.

experience for Terry, who’s
lived in Grosse Pointe all her
life. Bert’s mother makes her
home in Unionville, a jsmall
Michigan town. His brother
runs the family farm.

Sex Makes No Difference

Terry’'s parents are Mr. and
Mrs. Terry W. Kuhn, of Loch-
moor boulevard. “Terry” is a
family name, (Not short for any-
thing,” Terry Treiber explains),
already assigned to the newest
Treiber: “Boy or girl, it’ll be
named Terry...”

Bert, a partner in Custom
Ceilings, Inc., and Terry attend-
ed the University of Michigan
at the same time, but didn’t
meet until later, through mutual
friends, aboard a sailboat.

““We had both lost our shoes,”
Terry recalls, ‘It made an im-
mediate bond between us . . .”

They lived in Lakeshore Vil-
lage after they were married,
moved into their present home
in Whittier road seven years
ago last May. :

Terry began her marriage as
a Working Wife, continued to
work, by choice, until she be-
came pregnant with Chris.

Had Ideal Set-Up

“I ended up with sort of an
ideal set-up,” she says of her
job with a publishing firm. “I
worked fulltime right after I
was married, then quit for a
while. ’

“I was taking some courses
at Wayne State University when
my. former boss calied and ask-
ed if I would come back. I
agreed--put only if I could
work not more than a total of
20 hours each week.

it was a good arrangemeni—
I only hope this type of schedule
becomes more usual for women.
1 went into the office every day,
sometimes spent all day there,
sometimes just a few hours, de-
pending upon the work to be
done.”

Bert thoroughly approved of
his wife's business career—al-
though he did once tell her boss
he thought it was “interesting’”’
that she managed to do all the

work she’d previously done in
40 hours in the agreed-upon 20
hours!

Terry would like to return to
a full- or part-time job some
time in the future, when her
children no longer demand all-
day attention. Right now, Chris
is a full-time job in himself.
And then there’s the farm, and
the Souvenir Program'. . .

‘“‘When I was first approached
about the Souvenir Program
chairmanship, I said, ‘No, thank
you, I'm awfully sorry, but I'm
having this baby’ . . .

_ Split Up Duties

“Then, a few weeks later, I
got a second call. The chair-
manship has been ‘split;’ in-
stead of having one general
Souvenir Program chairman,
as the Junior Woman have had
in past years, there were now
going to be two co-chairman,
one basically concerned with
collecting adveriising, the other
basically concerned with the
layout and makeup of the book.

“Well . . . I still wasn't too
anxious to serve as even a half-
chairman, especially since the
advertising deadline this year
is today, December 1, and Terry
is due to arrive in a week or
two, but I finally said ‘All right’
—with the understanding that I
would use my area chairmen
more than they had ever been
used before, that I might ‘flake
out’ at any time, and that I
couldn’t be expected to run
around as much as comeone
who wasuw't carrying 20 extra
pounds of awkward flesh.”

So far, Terry hasn’t ‘flaked
out’ even a little bit. And those
20 extra pounds may have pre-
vented her from running around
physically, but they haven't
stopped her mental perambula-
tions, - or kept her from travel-
ing via telephone all over the
metropolitan Detroit area.

Is Big Operation

The Souvenir Program is one
of the Junior Women’s Associa-
tion for the Detroit Symphony
Orchestras’ major annual fund-
raising projects.

Net proceeds are
donated to the Symphony’s
Mainteaance Fund,

The program will be distrib-
uted at the Symphony’s Janu-
ary 14 concert, featuring Andrea
Segovia. “‘Segovisa is nctoriously
a sellout,” Terry says, “and
we were delighted to get him
for our Program concert, even
though it meant pushing our
Program date ahead <¢wo
months, (in past years, the
Progiam has been distributed
at an early spring concert).

To Hold Afterglow

Plans are afoot for a Junior
Women’s-sponsored Afterglow
following the January 14 con-
cert, too, a really “fun” mid-
night supper, (reservations will
be taken by tables), and danc-
ing party at The Whittier.

Terry Treiber is the Pro-
gram’s advertising co-chairman,
the person ultimately responsi-
ble for the Program’s “fatness.”
Her job, ard that of her area
co-chairmen, Virginia, (Mrs.
William) Peattie, of Moran
road, for the Grosse Pointe
area, Donna, (Mrs. Gould)
Flagg, for the Birmingham
area, and Justine, (Mrs.

thing that’s always happening,
too.”

As a Working Wife, Terry ad-
mits she was slightly prejudiced
against “club women;”’ now she
believes she was prejudiced
against a stereotype.

“I’m surprised at the number
of people who truly CARE about
the organizations occupying
their volunteer time,’’ she says.
“I've found people are more
than willing to give tremendous
help—and they're darn good
workers, too!”

Terry Treiber doesn’t believe
in spreading herself too thin.
She wants time alone, (‘I was
born in May, and I’'m convinced
I'm a true split personality
Gemini,”’ she smiles.

Terry found her Junior Women’s
‘‘partial commitment” fascinat-
ing.

The Program co-chairmanship
is the biggest personal contribu-
tion she is made to the Asso-
ciation so far, although she did
have a wouderful time working
on a spur-of-the-moment Sym-
phony Juniors’ benefit perform-
ance of “If I Had A BaH’ at
the Fisher Theater a few years
ago, scheduling and assigning
guests to pre- and post-perform-
ance cocktail parties in Asso-
ciation members’ homes.

. Was ‘Walk’ Hostess

And last year, she was hos-
tess in one of the homes opened
for the Juniors’ annual pre-boli-
day Christmas Walk. Unfortu-
nately, the Christmas Walk as-
signment proved rather disas-
trous: .-

“I had.a house right next fo
my parents’; I kept running
back and forth all day long.

Mischakoff will be making
his i9th appearance as soloist
on the Symphony’'s annug!
winter subscription series,
though he has made dozens of
solo appearances with the Or-
chestra on tour and in special
concerts at home.

Both Poole and Mischakoff
were named to their current
Symphony posts in 1952, Poole
had been a violist with the
Orchestra since 1927. Mischa-
koff was a newcomer, however,
and had just completed a 15-
year tenure as concertmastsr
of the NBC Symphony under
Toscanini.

Poole is an especially familiar
figure to thousands of Detroit
students and to summer music
audiences. Each year he con-
ducts the Symphony Young
People’s Concerts, numerous
concerts for metropolitan area
school children, and the Or-
chestra’s summer programs at
the Michigan State Fairfgrounds
and Belle Isle park.

He also conducts special con-
certs by the Orchestra in Ford
Auditorium and on tour. Poole
is the Symphony’s educational
director and is a professor of
music at Wayne State Univer-
sity.

Mischa Mischakoff is widely
regarded as the foremost con-
certmaster and most famous
orchestra player in the world
today. Since the age of 10, when
he served as concertmaster of
a student orchestra in Russia
conducted by fellow-student
Serge Prokofieff, Mischakoff
has spent a lifetime as con-
certmaster of the world’s great
