Trio Suspeeted

Church Hosts

Church was host to a Forum on
Fair Housing on Wednesday
evening, March 5, Mrs. Frank

the Michigan Civil Rights Com-
mission and a resident of
Grosse Pointe, spoke of the ur-
gent need for suburban people
to convey a message of wel-
come to middle eclass Negro
families.

She expressed comcern that
the most frequent voices mid-
dle class minority group fami-
lies are hearing are the mili-
tants and extremists of both
races. She believes there are
many sensible people who are
almost at the point of giving up
hope that the fair, rational me-
thods will work in our society.

In discussing Fair Housing

laws she said “Civil law in
America is designed to provide
an orderly way of resolving
conflict, to work out a compro-
mise between two sets of rights
which may conflict. The Fair
Housing laws are an attempt
to resolve disputes betweea {wo
legally established sets of rights
— those of sellers and those of
buyers. It is similar in prin-
ciple to traific laws, to use a
simpler example, where the
man waiting at a red light has
his rights temporarily abridged
so that those on the green may
proceed. o one can exercise
his.”
She concluded her talk with a
plea for fair-minded, rational
people of both races to use their
energies and influence to help
make an inter-racial society
workable. She commended the
local effort to achieve local fair
housing ordinances.

Blame Insanity
In Shooting Case

Frederick Mason Mathews,
24, of 1708 Lochmoor boule-

An Interesting Question

What good are laws unless they are employed and
enforced? The Pointe has been subjected to the multiple
inconveniences of a cessation of bus service since the
employes of Lake Shores Coach Lines went on strike
on February 28. This paper has carried stories of the
demands made by the bus drivers and of the arguments
advanced by management. But no mention was made of
the legality of the strike by any of the communications

media, to our knowledge.

John R. Starrs, prominent attorney and expert on
labor law and also a resident of the Pointe, expressed
concern in a phone conversation with us Monday after-
noon. He pointed out that there are specific state laws
which outlaw such situations and wondered if we had any
