If you get much better
at pushing kids around for no
reason, I'm sure a speclal re.
quest from Chicago appealing
for your assistance at the 1972

Because there
were so many other students in
the area shouting abusive names
at the officers, my men thought
it advisable to write out the
violation at the City station—
They took the young man to
the station and issued the viola-
tion.”

The Chief added that many
times when officers write viola-
tions against teenagers for such
charges as loitering, speeding
and drag racing, other students
become very abusive and often
harass officers. He emphasized
that the police will not and
need not tolerate such actions.

"The two permits approved
during the first four months of
1968, were for residences valued
at a total of $84,000. :

Last month, the Building De-
partment granted 13 permits
for miscellaneous construction
‘valued at a total of $57,500, as
compared to the nine okayed
in April 1968 valued at a total
of $60,500.

In the first four mosnths of
1969, a total of 38 permits for
miscellaneous consfruction,
worth a total of $214,6850 were
granted; whereas, during the
same time in 1968, the number
of permits approved came to
21, and worth $111,200.

The total number of permits
granted so far this year comes
to 40, worth $319,650, and last’
year,- 23, worth $195,200.
