“‘Grosse Pointe regularly
looks for as well-experienced
replacements as .are available.
This recruiting season we were
successful in employing (or
having return) 78 experienced
teachers out of 110,” he said,
“An overall average experience
of 5.0 years is represented by
this group. This compares to
3.5 years of experience which
has been ‘the average in sev-
eral preceding years,’”' he
added.

Training of the replacements
and additions, (exclusive of
those returning from leave),
took place in 10 states other
than Michigan, according. to
Mr. Kennedy. He said that 21
teachers earned their degrees
in 18 out-of-state institutions.
Sixteen Michigan institutions
granted highest degrees to 89
teachers employed this year.

‘““Level of training is another
important criterion in the qual-
ity of a teaching staff,” M.
Kennedy said. “This year we
were able to employ 49 or 44.5
per cent with a master’s degree
or higher. This is higher than
usual as the pattern is gener-
ally about in three. Overall, the
staff in 1968-69 was composed
of 40.2 per cent with bachelor’s
degrees and 59.8 per cent with
the master’s,” he added.

Mr. Kennedy's tabulation re-
veals that 35 per cent of the
elementary teachers have a
master’s degree or higher, 56
per cent of those at the middle
school level are in this cate-
gory, and 51 per ceni of fhe
newcomers in the senior high
schools have n MA or better.

youngsters see their parents
cheating a little, they get the
idea they can cheat a bit too,
and this leads to some serious
problems.”

‘Blair claimed that traffic
safely education has to start at
home and that most of the chil-
dren in the Park are supervised
to and from schoo), but not after
school, when they tend to. for-
get their safety lessons aud
play too near the streets.

Parents Must Help

“Parents have to realize that
they must not leave correctional
measures to the police and
teachers,” said Blair. “Good
examples by parents at home
and on the road are the answer
to most problems.”

Woods School Safety Officer
Steve Petrik is proud of the
community’s safety record, but
hasn’t let up in his efforts to
maintain if. :

‘““We haven’t had a pedestrian
death in the Woods in more
than a decade,” he said. “This
means the police, parents and
teachers are working hard to
teach traffic safety.”

The Woods has seven gram-
mer schools, one middle school
and four high schools which re-
quire. constant safety supervi-
sion, according to Petrik, who
conducts a regular safety pro-
gram in the pre-school classes
and in the first three grades of
the grammer schools.

Should Map Routes
“Parents should actually. map
out the safest route to and from
school for their children,” said
Petrik. “They should tell their
children not to linger around the
school unnecessarily and en-
courage them to go right home.”

Parsons, Allor and MacEach-
ren, all three of whom conduct
safety sessions in their schools,
placed emphasis on constantly
reminding children of the dam-
ger of traffic.

Among those practices which

CRAFTS
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Public Schools in. Focus

By .Dr. Theos 1. Anderson,
Superintendent of Schools

At the September 8 meet-
ing of the Board of Educa-
tion I reported to the trus-
tees and to those in the
audience the latest enroll-
ment figures for the begin-
ning of the 1969-70 year and
I discussed summer schcol
enrollment. Because both of
these subjects contain long-
range implications for the
total community, I wish to
comment upon them.

The'readers of this newspaper
may be interested in knowing
that on Thursday, September 4,
we enrolled a total of 13,114 stu-
dents in our 15 buildings, an
increase of 266 over September
of 1968. Of this total of new
students, 253 are concentrated
in the senior high schools. In
June we had 4,457 students in
both high schools: compared to

. 4,710 in early September. In-

creases and decreases at the
elementary and middle school
levels balanced each other out,
clearly indicating that our cur-
rent population bulge is caused
by a most unpredictable popu-
lation segment—those who move

to a community or who begin|

to utilize the public schbools
when their children reach high
school " age, .

As to the second topic, a five-
year study of summer school
enrollment trends, we note there
is a very clear relationship be-
tween decreasing enrollment

and increasing tuition in all
three levels. If the tolal enroll-
ment of elections for the aver-
age of the two-year period pre-
ceding the establishment of the
policy to attempt to make the
summer school self-supporting
(1966-67) is compared to the
{wo-year period of higher tui-
tion (1968-69), there is a de-

crease of 27 per cent. Further-{

more, there is a decrease of 14

per cent in 1969 compared to| .

1968. -

It was our prediction that the
decrease in enrollment had sta-
bilized in 1968, the year when
tuition was increased up to 67
per cent, and that further mod-
erate tuition increases would
not result in a significant de-
crease in enrollment. The fail-
ure to predici the 14 per cent
enrollment drop during the sec-
ond .year of the self-sustaining
policy accounts for the net ioss
in the finamcial report.

No changing trends are evi-
dent in the ratio of students in
the public school system and
those not in the system with the
possible exception of the 1969
elementary school' enrollment,
when fewer non-public students
enrolled than in any other year
in the five-year period.

Changing trends in the ratio
of elections in enrichment and
strengthening courses are due,
to a significant extent, to cur-

‘riculum planning. Nevertheless,

it appears that increases in tui:
tion had a greater effect on en-
roliment in enrichment courses
than in strengthening courses,

In my role as a parent of a
boy ‘scheduled to go to Grosse
Pointe North High School in
September. 1 resent the state-
ment of the “silent majority.”
My silence in Grosse Pointe
school affairs to this point does
not mean that I want a closed
_ system for my child.

I the document sent out to
the homes in this area, *Par-
ent Makes Plea,” is represen-
tative of the majority of Grosse
Pointe citizens and a_substan-
tial influence on the policies
of the Grosse Pointe School
System, I wonder if we are
making a mistake to enter our
boy in a Grosse Pointe High
School. T cannot believe that
this new structure was built to
be a mausoleum to preserve
the culture of the Royalty of
Grosse Pointe.

Instead, T envisioned it as a
living, breathing institution
which would relate to history
as well as the future in bringing
an open education in all of the
arts and sciences, physical as
well as social, to the young
people of this area.

As a parent, I do not want
my son to grow up in an af-
fluent ghetto school emviron-
ment. To meet the challenges
of the space era our children
need to have educationa_l op-
portunities and experiences
which will help them reach as
high as the moon.

In my role as taxpayer and
citizen of Grosse Pointe Woods,
1 think that it is a waste of tax
money to have facilities sitting
unused for long hours of the
day. If the Wayne County Com-
munity Coliege can utilize the
High Schoal to good advantage,
then I think that these rooms
should be used for the function
for which they were built, l.e.,
education, not inactivity.

In my role as a faculty mem-
ber at Wayne State School of
Social Work, I can only ques-
tion what is meant by ‘“‘current
student unrest” and *“‘chaotic
campus turmoil”? In our grad-
uate school, the sincere and
provocative questfoning of stu-
dents has served as a stimu-
lant and catalyst to improve
the educational program rather
than detract from it.

Further, many of the stu-
dents have made real contri-
butions to the life of the com-
munity in which they serve.
1f the Grosse Pointe Sehkool Sys-

tem can contribute tn the fur-
ther education of students like
the majority of fine young peo-
ple I see coming {o the Wayne
State Campus, then we are do-
ing our bit to live in the reality
of 1969 and the impending 70’s.
