THREE PRISONERS WHO
seized two churchwomen as
hostages in a Cleveland, Ohfo
jatlhouse chapel Thursday and
sped south in a police car were
captured by Kentucky State Po-
lice just north of Georgetown,
Ky. Federal, state and local au-
thorities had trailed the car in
30 cruisers and two helicopters
as they traveled about 300
miles in the getaway attempt.
Officers had held off any at-
tempt at an earlier arrest for
fear the men might harm their
hostages.

Municipal Prelates Hear a
Total of 58 Matters in
Busy Court Sessions;
Offenses Vary

At a hearing held before
Park Municipal Judge Wil-
liam E. Speer, on Wednes-
day, March 25, Vincent H.
Oliver of 934 Beaconsfield,

entered a plea of guilty to
leaving the scene of an ac-
cident, and was fined $40.
He paid an additional fine
of $15, for failing to have
an operator’s license on his
person.

Besides the fines, the judge
placed Oliver on probation for
one year, and ordered his opera-
tor’s license suspended for a
period of 30 days,

Oliver was apprehended when
three teenage boys noted his
license plate rumber following
the accident, and gave the num-
ber to police. The boys, who
testified in court, were com-
mended by Judge Speer for
their actions.

Robert W. Lee of 1043 Yovk-
shire, pled not guilty to sud-
den acceleration, and due to a
technicality on the number of
the City Ordinance, he was
found not guilty.

Joseph Ludwig Pfeiffer of
10401 East Jefferson, Detroit,
forfeited = total of $38 for three
tickets he had never paid for
in 1958 end 1966, entering an
intersection without due care
and caution, improper lights
and no chauffeur’s license.

Pointe’s Law

Agencies Claim Crime Rise!
And Drug Use Are Related

Increase in Breaking and Entering and Many Thefts
Is Revealed; Blame the Cause on High
Cost of Heroin

By Phil Loranger
Law enforcement officials at all five Pointe police
departments this week reported a definite increase in
crimes of theft and breaking and entering in each of
their communities, placing heavy emphasis on the rela-
tions between the rocketing crime rate and the illegal

Enforcement

tuse of drugs.

“Traditionally, we always
have more breaking and enter-
ings in the Park because of our
gecgraphical location,” said one
Park detective. “But we have
been fortunaie enough to make
a lot of arrests in connection
v with these incidents, clearing
up just about all of them.

“In just about every case,
the arrested person or persons
were nursing an expensive drug
habit,” he continued. “in fact,
in three arrests, which cleared
up most of our cases, the par-
ties involved had habits which
cost them anywhere from $§9
to $250 a day. People have to
be blind not to believe that the
increase in crime and the use
:f drugs go hand-in-hand.”

Detectives at the Woods feel
the same way, noting that the
number of breaking and enter-
‘ings in their community have
skyrocketed in the past three'
weeks.

"“These incidents used to be
performed by individvals fron
oulside the community,” said
one detective. “This has
changed. Most of the cases in-
volve youth from the area and
just about all of these persons

 moere than marijuana, which
used to be the most commonly
used drug.

“Those persons, mostly teen-
agers, who have graduated to
heroin, are finding their habits
have become quite expensive,”
claim Woods detectives, “They
have turned to crime to raise
their funds.”

Shore Police Chief Joseph
Vitale has mnot experienced a
rise in thefts in his community,
but he claims that the crime
rise throughout the Pointe and
the country is directly attri-
bufable to drug use,

“1 agree wvith all the other
agencies,”” he said. “It is only
tozical that crimes of the thievery
will increase because of the
drug problem. Drugs know no
boundaries. Their use has in-
vaded every portion of our so-
ciety and all crimes have in.
creased in relation to the use
of these illegal drugs.

“Heroin usc has increased
and it costs a lot of money to
nurse this type of drug habit
along. Users cannot afford (o
do anything, so they turn to
crime. It's an explosive situa.-
tion and one that could produce
much {rouble.”

All police department pointed
out that many theft crimes can
be attributed to the need of
drug users o raise cash fast.

They note that the the’t of
checks, credit cards and any
article that can bring a return
is on the rise. One detective
even said that lawnmower
thefts have increased because
the addicts pawn them or sell
them for as little as 25 cents.

“As lonz as drug users roam
the area, we, and ali the resi-
dents of the commumity, can
expect a lot more crime and
perhaps cven worse things than
theft.” said one officor. '"Peo-
ple just have to wake up to

the fact that the drug problem

is a real threat to us all.” |

Boy Nabbed Trying to Flee |
After Attempting to Rob

Elderly Woman; Admits
Many Larcenies

A 14-year-old Detroit
“newsboy,” who for weeks
has been victimizing De-

troit and Park residents,

by robbing them in their

own homes, was arrested
by Park police on Saturday,
March 28. The young man
ran into the arms of of-
ficers as he sought to escape
apprehension after being
trapped in the Lakepointe
home of an elderly woman.

Park Det. Charles Petrie said
that the lad had been sought by
officers of Detroi’s Jefferson
Station, Fifth Precinct for more
than a month. The boy had been
operating throughout the Fifth
Precinct jurisdiction, especially
along Jefferson and Mack ave-
nues, up to and including Lake-
pointe, but not beyond that
street, the detective said,

The boy would approach a
house, and when someone ap-
peared a! the door, would
identify himseli as a newsboy,
claiming he is collecting for
newspaper deliveries for a
friend. If he was paid, as in
one case in the Park, he would
accept the money, if not, he
would just Jeave,

The young man’s best ruse,
Petrie said, was to request the
use of bathroom facilities, or
ask for a glass of water, and
when either of the privileges
were granted and while out of
sight of the resident, the boy
would, if he sees a purse or
wallet, rapidly rifle it, taking
whatever money he found.

On one occasion, Petrie said,
the juvenile asked for a glass
of water, and when the woman
went to tire kitchen to get it for
him, the boy made an incredibly
fast search of a first floor bed-
room, and escaped with some
cash,

The detective said that seven
Park residents lost a total of
$63 to the young larcenist. Two
other residems refused to be
taken in by the fast-talking,
fast - acting “smoothie,” and
denied him access to their
homes.

In every case, which included
those in Detroft, the l4.year.
old's viclims were elderly
people, ranging in age from 65
to 80 years, which, the boy told
worked out “pretty good" be-
cause the victims were slow of
action, and unable to give
chase.

On the March 28 date, the
boy rang the bell of a8 home in
Lakepointe and announced to
the resident that he was “col-

Special Intensive Care Unit Will Be the First of a Series
of New Services; Now Under Construction
Saint John Hospital has announced plans for the

development of a Neoc-natal Intensive Care Unit—the
first of a series of new services to be added to the

hospital during the 70’s.

Since World War 1I, out-
standing medical advances have
occurred which have saved the
lives and preserved the health
of millions who in previous
decades would have been doom-
ed to death or a lifetime of
ill-health. However, in one area,
very little improvement has
occurred.

in this country during ihe
past tweniy years, the infant
mortality rate has remained
virtually unchanged—over 20
per 1,000 live births. This rate
varies from a low of approxi-
mately 12 per 1,000 where the
mother receives proper pre-
natal care, and the baby is
delivered in a quality hospilal,
to a rate sometimes exceeding
50 per thousand among the pov-
erty stricken in ghettos of large
cities where no pre-natal care
is given and often the delivery
occurs away from a hospital.
Even in hospitals, death or brain
damage sometimes occurs un-
necessarily in high risk infants.

With recent advances in
medical techniques and avith the
availability of modern monitor-
ing equipment, it is now pos-
sible te occasionally prevent
these tragic occurrences,

Saint John Hospital, which
has developed a reputation for

Should
the breathing cease for any
reason, anr alarm signal s
sounded, in some models there
is an accessory which auto-
matically acts to restart the
breathing, should it cease. It
is often used with premature
babies and ones with respira-
tory distress.

Infusion Pumps
An automatic infusion device
which precisely m2ters infusions
into infants who require them
to avoid dehydration or over-
hydration.

Transporter Isolettes
A battery-uperated incubator
for transporting infants and
others in distress from the de-
livery room, or elsewhere, to
the Neo-NWatal Intensive Care
Unit. This unit maintains an
optimum sanitary controlled at-
mosphere for the infant, pre-
cisely maintaing the oxygen
content, temperature and hu-
midity factors,

1.C.U. Isolettes

Similar to the transporter, ex-
cept that they are not portable.
Pulse Temperature Monitors

A monitoring device which
provides a constant check on
the temperature and pulse rate
of the infant.

Bilirubln Lamp
Bilirubin is a substance re-
sulting from the breakdown of
blood cells, While it is a normal
by- product oi metabolism, when
excessive amounts build up in
an infant’s body due to failure
of the blood cells, then brain
damage can result. This lamp,
when placed over the infant
when an excessive level of bili-

will cause tue bilirubin to
hreak down into harmless sub-
stances, thus preventing pos-

sible brain damage.

“This ig the time of the year
when child accidents start ot
increase because children are
outside playing more hours of
the day," said Garnct M. Grif-
fin, managing director of the
Association, “April begins a
sharp Increase in child pedes-
trian and Dbicycle accldents,
which generally continues
through the spring and summer
months, Last year June was the
most dangerous month for acci-
demts to children, followed by
May.”

The Detroit Police Traffic
Safety Bureau report on child
accidents in 1969 highlights sev-
eral facts that parents should
know,

Sevently-one per cent of the

| chilg pedestrians and bike riders

injured were boys. :

Sixty per cent of all child
pedestrians struck were crossing
in midblock, not at the inter-
section,

The six-year-old youngster
was most often hit as a pedes-

trian, 17 per cent of all school
age pedestrians hit being of this
age,

““One other result of the study
stood out,”’ Griffin said. “Near-
ly 60 per cent, or a total of
2,537 youngsters of 4,241 injured
in Detroit traffic, were not pe-
destrians or bicyclists. They
were ni no way responsible for
their injuries, They were pas-
sengers in their parents’ cars.

“Many of these youngsters
were seriousty injured,” he con.
tinued, “I am sure a good many
of them would have been saved
from any injury at all, if the
parents first had driven more
carefully and avoided the acci-
dent, or if the parents had in.
sisted that the children wear
seat belts. Seat belts will cut
down both deaths and injuries
substantially.”

George Eddington
of my office has put in count-
less extra hours on the election
effort, as has Mrs, Louis Van
Dike.

The last month has seen a
frenzy of activity directed
toward March 24. For example,
the Citizens’ Millage Campaign
Committee made a series of 54,-
000 flyers available and 40,000
coples of two other flyers for
door-to-door distribution. The
Board f Education mailed 20,
000 copies of Education In Our
Tewn to all residents. More
than 10,000 copies of a ques-

tion-and-answer book were pre-
pared. Some 20 community and
civic groups endorsed the elec-
tion proposals. We sent count-
less news releases to the local
and metropolitan papers.

Grosse Pointe Citizens for
Education conducted a voter
registration drive among onar-
ents of pre-schoolers, The Citi.
zens’ Millage Campaign Com-
mittec provided 6,000 bumper
stickers, Staff members and
others were provided with 10,-
coples each of a 'Dear
Friend” and a “Dear Grosse
Pointe Voter' letter for matl-
ing with a perscnal note to
those who might not otherwise
be contacted about the election.
In addition, the Citizens® Com-
mittee made available 10,000
copies of a “Dear Colleague"
letter for professional people
to send to their associates urg-
ing a “YES” vote. ‘

The PTA Council mailed 7,
000 “Dear Parent” letlers and
7,000 copies of a follow-up let-
ter outlining the importance of
passing Proposition #2. Volun-
teers manned an information
booth in the War Memorial and
at Jacobson's in the Village.
Members of the Grosse Pointe
Junior Chamber of Commerce
distributed literature in the
business districts of the com-
munity, Posters were placed in
store windows, More than 10,-
000 copies of my recommenda-
tion to the Board of Education
were distributed.

Staff members have gone to
coffees and teas held in private
homes to discuss the issues of
the election. The Friends of the
Library organization provided
election information to its mem-
bership and to users of the pub-
lic libraries. Other organiza-
tions have mailed letters to par-
ents taking advantage of the
various special education pro-
grams. The churches have been
contacted about the importance
of the election to the total com-
munity, Students in both high
schools have played a role in
the election. Special PTA meet-
ings were scheduled through-
out the district.

These are just some of the
activities that have been con-
ducted—the above list is by no
means intended to be all-inclu-
sive. The public schools and
nublic libraries can now oper-
ate until June 30, 1871 almost

at their current level.

Select Furniture With Forethought

“Young couples can 1nake
their furniture-buying dollars go
a long way If they streteh their
imaginations,”" says Kathleen
Bufton, Home Economist for
Wayne and Oakland countics.

Freeze-Drying Facts Revealed

Freeze-drying is one of the
gentlest techniques known for
drying food stuffs. In freeze-
drying a food s first frozen and
then placed in vacuum chambers
where radian heat is supplied
to complete the sublimation
process.

This process is continued
until only two to three percent
of the moisture is left in the
product.

The evaporation process var-
ies from five to 20 hours. It
is a slow process because the
dried outer surfaces act as a
barrier to the vapor-diffusing
process. Therefore all foods
should be approximately the
same size and shape to assure
a uniform product.

For good preservation the
package must be absolutely air-
tight and vapor-proof, must be
tough and resilient and must
keep the freeze-dried pieces
from being reduced {o a powder
by raltling around or being
crushed.

One of the main advantages
of freeze-dried foods is that they
do not have to be kept in the

In 1963 the cost of freeze-
dried shrimp was from one-and-
a-half to two times the cost of
regular frozen shrimp prepared
in a2 comparable manner; by
1969 this price differential was
approximately the same.

Freeze-dried products make
a desirable choice for outdoors-
men who must carry their food
on foot. And some of the dishes
might be worth the considera-
tion of other outdoorsmen for
the variety they might con-
{ribute to the menu,

But for most outdoor uses,
especially where weight is no
serious problem, other pro-
cessed foods, particularly can-
ned foods, would be a wiser
and considerably less expensive_
choice.

The following are examples
of some of hte foods currently
prepared by this process:
Freeze-Dried Chives — this
delicate, mild, onion-like fle.
vored herb has been available
for several years.

Three Freeze-Dried Cas-
seroles—Ham and Green Beans
au gratin, Beef Almondine and
Chunk Chicken with rice and
carrots. One merely adds four
ounces of boiling water, stirs
and waits. for five minutes to
reconstitute the product.

‘Freeze-Dried Shallots—a new
produet packaged in fancy glas-
ses. Shallots are a favorite of
gourmet cooks combining the
flavor characteristics of onions,
garlic and green onions,

Freeze-Dried Cotlage Cheese
—with cultured sour cream
dressing—currently is in prin-
cipal use with military and
quantity food users, such as in-
stitutions, and not on the retail
shelf. It can be kept on the
shelf for over a year.

¥reeze-Dried Coffee -~ has
been available for more than
a year now. It constitutes about
eight percent of the total instant
soluble market.
