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Lawyers Should Know
Seldom are we called upon as voters to make deci-

sions of greater import than in choosing judges of the
courts, whose deciSions may so vitally affect our lives,
our fretdoms and our fortunes.

As is not at all unusual on the eve of public elec-
tions, we have been besieged with requests for recom-
mendations concerning various candidates for j'ldicial
office. In r~sponding, we can only emphasize the impor.
Lance of seeking and heeding sound advice from respect.
able sources as to the qualifications, experience and gen.
eral fitness of the candidates.

To whence, then, should we turn for such counsel?
Obviously it would be to those in the best position to
know and evaluate ... the lawyers who practice daily
before these same judges. Basically it is about the same
method we would pursue if we needed a top flight medc.
calor surgical specialist. We'd get the opinions and rec.
ommendations of our family physician and other doctors
of our acquaintance.

Here, in the judicial contests within Wayne County,
we have the benefit of precisely that kind of knowledge-
able, professional appraisal. The Detroit Bar Associa-
tion's Advisory Committee on Judicial Candidates, con.
sisting of 67 lawyers with broad experience in the courts,
drawn from the leaders of 17 area bar associations as
well as representatives of the Detroit Bar Association's
various court committel::s, and directors of the association
have rated the candidates as follows.

For Circuit Court
(Three to be Elected)

John D. O'Hair-Outstanding.
Edward F. Bell-0utstanding.
Thomas Roumell-Well Qualified.
Julian R. Rodgers, Jr.-Well Qualified.

For Probate Court
(One to be Elected)

George N. Bashara, Jr ..-Outstanding.
John P. O'Brien-Qualified.

Editorially we are forced to observe that in a pro-
fession noted for its keen rivalries and perhaps more than
a modicum of professional jealousies, when a select com-
mittee of experienced attorneys rate a fellow member of
the bar as "Outstanding," he has to be good!

Regretfully, the Bar Association did not extend its
analysis to include the candidates for the State Supreme
Court, which contest, although termed, (with tongue in
cheek), non-partisan, is in actuality a partisan race. In.
cumbent Judge Dethmers and Judge Piggins are the Re-
publican entries and Judge Swainson and Williams, both
former governors, are the Democratic contestants.

Halloween Can BeDangerous
Once again children and residents are readying

themselves for Halloween, a time of bone-chilling
legends and the long-time tradition of begging for candy
from door-to.door. It is a children's holiday and a day
when good times are very apt to make children and
parents alike forget .the possible danger inherent in a
situation when young people are on the streets after dark.

Grosse Pointe police departments will increase their
patrols during Halloween night and will be especially
observant during the hours of darkness. However, Woods
Public Safety Director Donald Coats is asking parents
to take special precautions for the safety of their
children.

For small children who are new at the game of
trick-or-treating, he advises that the parents follow along
in a car while the children make their candy stops. Also
it's advised that the younger witches and goblins not be
allowed to stay out too late at night.

Director Coats is also asking that, before the mas-
queraders leave the house, parents make a check to see
that any masks they may be wearinc are not blockinr.
the children's vision. Crossing the street at night with
blinders on can be a dangerous proposition, especial1y
with visions of a giant future candy. fest in a child's
head. Some masks that can be bought at stores in the
area have just thin slits for seeing. Woods officials say
that allowing children to wear something like this is
asking for trouble.

It is also advised that children always travel in
small groups for the safety of each individual child.
Children from small families can team lip with neigh.
bors and sFo.:ify a definite time at which everybody can
leave together. Also, parents should ask the Halloween
beggers to cross the street only on the corners, covering
first one side of the street before the other. Crossing
the street from house to house could be inviting danger
from an unthinking motorist driving too Cast to get to
a Halloween party.

One final precaution should be taken by the parents
of the trick-or.treaters. Years ago, parental candy in-
spection may not have been necessary, probably ~ecause
thone who would "spike" the candy had not thought of
it until recent years. Now it.s a necessary and elemental
precaution.

Woods patrolman Steve Petrik said that his chil-
dren's candy is carefully inspected before the children
are allowed to eat any, Althou8h no instance of "spiked"
candy has yet occurred in the Woods, there have been
such cases, as recently as last year, in Harper Woods.

Razor blades seem to be a popular form of morbid
fun for some. Any candy or fruit that is unwrapped or
unsealed is potentially dangerous, Police a:ik that any
"goodies" that look suspicious be turned over to the
department.

If parents are aware of the potential danger involved
during Halloween begging and the children are as.ked
to use a little common sense, Halloween can be the lime
of witchery and delight it was meant to be.
