A 17-year-old North
High student who fell vic-
tim to meningitis is re-
ported in satisfactory con-
dition in St. John Hos-
pital at this writing. The
girl was admitted to the
hospital on Menday, April
19, after having returned
from a spring vacation trip
to Nassau and the Baha-
mas.

Some 100 teenagers, stu-
dents at North and South High
schools, took the tour spon-
sored by Vacation Travel of
Grosse Pointe. Although this
was not a school-sponsored
tour, srchool authorities con-
tacted every parent of every
student known to have taken
the trip, by telephone or let-
ter, and advised them to con.
tact their local physicians.

Incubation Period Ends

A medical authority told the
NEWS that the meningitis in-
cubation period is anywhere
from 2 to 10 days and usuaily
averages 3 to 4, (as of this
writing it is 10 days since the
victim's admission).

He said meningitis is an in-
flammation of the covering
envelopes about the brain and
spinal cord and can be viral
or bacterial.

It is contracted through the
respiratory passages just as
one can contract a cold or sore
throat, He added that it is not
considered as contagious as
measles or a cold.

He has served as
both a sales and service exec-
utive in his 13 years with
Chrysler-Plymouth Division.

Troubie Shooting is a nation-
wide interscholastic competi-
tion for auto mechanic stu-
dents in high schools, junior
colleges and vocational tech-
nical centers. Is purpose is to
encourage mechanically - tal-
ented students (o complete
their education and become
auto mechanies,

Sabotaging cars the students
use in contests is a big job.
There is an average of about
40 cars to a contest, and that
means a total of same 4,000
cars must be fixed so they
won’t start all during April
and May when the contests
are held.

Moreover some energetic
service engineers in the past
have placed as many as a doz-
en malfunctions in each of the
contest cars. :

“We used to do this the
hard way," Moore said. “We'd
manually goof up the distrbu-
tor or some other parts, and
{o make the contest fair we
had to make all the malfunc-
tions identical. '

“It got to be too big a job,
so we started going directly to
the suppliers and having them
make us the defective parts.”

Dreaming up different mal-
functions to stump the stu-
dents year after year is a big
job too. .

An expert ‘mechanic who

prepares and drives his own
drag race car, Moore thinks
up many of the smalfunctions
himself, He gets ideas from
service engineers and mech-
anivs of his acquaintance who
know that he is always on the
lookout for a different way of
testing the students.
Some years ago Moore had
his own private “think tank'
when a college professor who
was interested in the program
assigned his class of seniors
wha were studying to become
auto mechanics teachers the
job of dreaming up unusual
malfunctions. ;

Not long ago Moore parked
his car in downtown Detroit
and locked it up. A thief no-
ticed a case of sparkplugs on
the back seat, broke a window
and made off with the case,
which ‘he presumably sold —
and thus caused plenty of ig-
nition trouble for whoever
bought the bargain plugs,

They had been manufac-
tured defectively on purpose
for use in Plymouth Trouble
Shooting Contests.

Public Schools in Focus

Dr. and Mrs. Calvin F.
Stickles, of Belanger road,
were honored Sunday, Aprii
25, upon Dr, Stickles’ retire-
ment as pastor of the Luth-
eran Church of the Reforma-
tion.

The nationwide crisis in fi-
nancing public educaton,
which is very much with us in
Grosse Pointe today, had been
predicted for some time.
Thoughtful Michigan educa-
tors, legislators and laymen
have been actively studying
this serious problem and pre-
paring possible legislation to
solve the problem for at least
three years.

Spearheading the movement
in Michigan has been an eight-
member School Finance Task
Force of the Michigan Asso-
ciation of Professors of Edu-
cational Administration which
has been working diligently to
develop a proposal for state
financing of a quality educa-
tional program for Michigan's
public schools since October
of 1968.

The first draft of what has
come to be known as “The
Equal Quality Plan,” (follow-
ing 30 meetings, weeks of
work, and with the assstance
of numerous resource persons
and consultants), was made
public in June of 1969. Since
that time modifications and
improvements have been
made to the formula. We

Even though you may think
otherwise, there are no secret
formulas or “mysterioso'’" to
the travel industry, so says
the Grosse Pointe Travel
Agents Association, whose
membership is comprised of
the four area authorized and
appointed iravel agents: MR.
Q TRAVEL, DAY TRAVEL
COMPANY, CHET SAMPSON
TRAVEL and CHAFEE-LAN-
CSTER.

Unfortunate experiences in-
volving travel groups may
eastly be avoided by consult-
ing one of the Grosse Pointe
Travel gent's Association’s
members, whose offices and
staffs are appointed and
qualified by the AIR TRAF-
FICCONFERENCE OF
AMERICA, (all scheduled
domestic airlines), INTER-
NATIONAL AIR TKANSPORT
ASSOCIATION, (all major
international scheduled air-
lines), TRANS-ATLANTIC and
TRANS-PACIFIC PASSEN-
GER STEAMSHIP CONFER-
ENCES, individual cruise line
appointments and railroad and
motorcoach companies plus
membership in one, or bhoth,
of the major trade organiza-
tions—which are designed to
insure ethical behaviour and
proper financial stability of
its members. The Amer-
Soclety of Travel Agents
(ASTA) is one of these or-
ganizations, and the American
Retail Travel Agenis’ Associa-
tion (ARTA)Y is the other.

The Grosse Pointe Travel
Agents’ Association advises
area residents to be leary of
so-called “bargain trips”
which may. sound financially
appealing but, in far too many
cases, result in disappoint-
ment, tacked-on extra costs
and downright misrepresent-
ation. Charter trips offering
unbelievable low rates very
often openly flaunt Civil Aero-
nautics Board regulations
governing charter member-
ship requirements, (encourag.
ing dishonest back-dated mem-
bership * cards for affinity
group travel), and sometimes
even dupe the innocent into
underworld - style complicity
in dishonesty.

The four area agents wish
to bring to your attention the
fact that aiding and abetting
these illegal operators and
charter promoters is an un-
lawful act in violation of fed-
eral law. Also, they wish to
advise Grosse Pointers of the
fact that air transportation
rates are set by the federal
government (CAB) and when
a {rip is purchased at a so-
called reduced rale, this
means that the value receiv-
ed is usually comensurate

with the price paid, Keep in

mind the fact that, during the
past two years, the over-
whelming majority of catas-
trophes, strandings and other
misfortunes befalling affinity
group charters, athletic team
air tragedies and stranded
student groups were all as a
result of these guestionable
“cheapies.” Your GPTA mem-
bers will be the first to admit
they are in business to make
a decent living for themselves
and their employes. They
feel their good names and

reputations are worth more
than a fast buck — and that
the Grosse Pointe community
should be sophisticated enough
to realize that nothing is for
nothing, and there is no such
thing as a $30 hotel room sel:
ing for $5 or a $12 meal sell.
ing for $1.98.

All too many people are un-
aware of the fact that there is
absolutely no extra cost to do-
ing business with an appoint-
ed travel agent. The appoint-
ed agent’s standardized com-
missions are paid by the air-
lines, hotels, steamship com-
panies, rent-a-car companies,
tour operators, etc. It costs
not one penny more to pur-
chase airline tickets through
your apopinted travel agent,
rather than from the airlines
directly. As a matter of fact,
it is frequently to your ad-
vantage to deai with an un.
biased appointed travel agent

representing all airlines.

‘When  planning your next
trip, your GPTA  member
agents offer these five sug-
gestions:

(1) Select an appointed ATC-
TATA travel agent,

(2) Frankly discuss your
budget desires with your agent
—as you would with any other
professional counselor. He can
very often save you money.

(3) Freely ask your travel
agent's advice—but don't al-
ways expect to hear what you
would like, rather what is best
for your particular travel re-
quirements.

(4) Keep in mind that a
friend or relative’s taste or
needs may differ from ‘your
own. New nanagement and
policy changes often negate
the best intended recommend-

Trinity Episcopal, copy of
a 14th century English coun-
teyside church, was built in

1890, completely of stone. Ex-

terior carved gargoyles were
believed, in medieval times,
to keep evils spirits away; in-
side, angels keep things glow-
ing.

The 10 bells in the tower
are each named for one of the
Reformers.

St. John's Armenian Apos-
tolic might well be called the
Church of Windows.

Pour mixture into cen-
ter of it. Pull it up evenly
shaping the dumpling into a
ball and tie securely with a
piece of cotton tape, leaving
a little room for swelling. Put
a saucer in a four-quart pan
and place dumpling on it. Pour
n boiling water to almost cov:
er it and put on lid. Boil for
four hours, checking every
half hour. Keep adding water
when needed. Don’t lift lid,
just slide it over. and add wa-
ter from the side. Take out
and untie, place on a wire
rack. For very special occa-
sions pour rum or brandy
sauce on top and light it.
