Skyrocketing property taxes
have not kept up witn the demands for more funds for education and appeals to the State for
more funds are being met with the threat of loss of local control and referendum.
The decisions' facing the Grosse Pointe Board of Education in the next twelve months will have a
vital effect on the future of education and our community for years into the future. This is not
the time for petty personality attac:ks and character assassinations' ... not the time for 10,Ig
detailed charader attacks based on semontics ... not the time for speeches condemning a man's
philosophy with biased and mi~leading excerpts from history; it is time for positive and straight
f.orward statements vf position, al'ld phi,losophy on the major issues facing our community.
How else can the people of Grosse Pointe and Harper Woods select the proper spokesmen
for the challanging times which lie ahead?
Prior to the election of Arnold P. Fuchs and Calvin J. Sandberg to the School Board in 1967,
meetings were held in a very tranquil atmosphere in the small Boardroom located on St. Clr.:ir
Avenue. Public meetings, seldom attended by more than one or two citizens, were very peaceful
and the voice of debate was seldom heard. Then came the construction of North High School,
escalating property taxes, education experiments, and the intent by the School Board to join
the Southeost Michigan Council of Governments or SEMCOG. Ever increasing numbers at
citizens and porents became dissatisfied with the monolithic nature of their School Board.

5. Since the property fax was no' a limitless source of income,_ priori'ies arid refined budgeting procedures

must be eslablished to ensure 0 full dollars worth of ,ducati.on far each dollar collected.

Fuchs ana Sandberg from the very first day have been treated as intruders to a private. club
and have been accused of being watchdogs EDr a smell minority of rocald,;zens. They have,
nevertheless lived up to their platform and committment to the pei;;)ple who elected them.
Both Fuchs and Sandberg will readily admit that they have not been right 100% of the time,
but who b? Their honest committment to their principles has gone without question. It is int.r-
,esting to n.ote that Fuchs and Sandberg hove voted with the mai~rity over 70 percent of
the time on majority proposals but have seldom, if ever, received any support for their por-
posals, thus leading to the famous 5-2 voting patterns. The Board moio~ity not' only formed a
solid bloc vote against any suggestions of Fuchs and Sandberg but they also, along with
others, formed an organization to insure that other "outsiders" .would never be !!Ilected to the
Grosse Pointe Board of Education. Thus, the "Citizens for Education" was formed to "Evalu-
ate the qualifications of School Board Candidates and endorse the best qualified candidates:'
The "Citizens for Education", CFE, did their job well. In 1968 they elected their first two
candidates, in 1969 they elected two more candidates, but in 1970 they hit a stumbling
block. The former President of the Board, who had originally challenged the people of the
district and who was one of the founders of CFE, insisted that he run for office again, Tho
people had not forgotten ... he was defeated again and Do~ald J, Senlmler, an independ.
ent candidate supported by the people, was elected to the Grosse Pointe Board of Education.
Semmler had committed to attempt to mediate the 5-2 split on the Boord. Within thirty days
he discovered that he would have to join the bloc vote of four or else be classified with the
purported "Bad Guys" on the Board. Semmler's, conservative stance on money matters for~ed
him to the nlinoriiy sidf/ and thus the 4-3 Board was created. During yhe past year the major.
ity on the Board has maintained their bloc vote 99.9% of the time.
Fuchs and Sandberg, knowing the problems that lie ahead, felt compelled to seek reelection
to the Board, The "Citizens for ~ducation"have now evaluated and selected two candidates
to challenge the reelection of Fuchs an.d Sandberg. It is interesting to note that CFE evaluated
and selected their candidates weeks before the deadline for tiling for the office, in fact,
before anyone had filed for the electionl
The CFE campaign has now degenerated into personal attacks against the incumbents. The
I'ationale of the campaign is that the minority ideas and dissent of Fuchs and Sandberg are
the couse of all the school system's problems. If these two men can be replaced with CFE
candidates, all of our problems will go away. You the people of the Grosse Pointe School
District must answer these questions: ,. .
1. Can two or three members of the Board who are alway. voted d~wn, alter the operation of th~ sch?ols?
2. Shouldn't the majority, who have constantly exercised ther bloc vote, be held accountable for tlieir actions?
3. Will the creation of a 6-1 Boord alter the policies of the school System?
4. Is it in the best interests of the community to return to a monolithic, tranquil, and group controlled ~oard?
5. If it is best to let one small community group select 011 members to our School Board, would it not ~e. best

to eliminate alf Democra" or all Repl/blicons from our le"islatures so thot we would hove all that bicker-
ing" and legitimate debote eliminated?

6. Would the elimination of Fuchs and Sandberg from the Board, guarantee us additional millage from the
toxpayers.

This, residents of the Grosse Pointe School District, is what's really at stake in the June 14th
Shcool board election.
