Lone Dissenter to Hawaii Trip
The National League of Cities, of which the Michi-

gan Municipal League is an affiliate, wili hold its 48th |

Annual Convention in Honolulu, Hawaii, and on
Monday, September 13, the Woods council by a 8-1
vote approved the city's participation at this conven-
tior. The Woods and the other Pointes are members

of the MML.

The nay vote -was cast by
Mayor Kenneth McLeod, who
disclosed' that under a policy,
established about four or five

years ago, participation at

these conventions means that
any single councilman, or all
of the councilmen, are entitled
to attend. Last year, the con-
vention was held in Atlanta,
Ga,, and all the solons, except
the mayor and former Coun-
cilman William Huetteman re-
fused to attend. What it cost
the city taxpayers was not
disclosed.

At least a pair of eyebrows
have been ralsed in the
Woods, when iwo ‘‘interested
citizens and taxpayers” stated
in a letter that they would be
interested in knowing the na-
ture .of this “policy”. And, the
reason they are asking is be-
cause if all seven members
of the council go to this con-
vention, it will cost the tax-
payers & total of $8,400, or
$1,200 cach, to send them,

All May Not Go

McLeod said that he did not
attend last year's convention,
and does not propose to go
to the one in Honolulu, al-
though under the established
policy, he and other members
of the city body are entitled
to go. He said that even

The company -had applied
for the right to build last
February, and on March 15,
the council, sitting as a Board
of Appeals, upheld the refusal

of Earl Wakely, head of the
Building Department, to issue
permission. There were many
residents at ihe meeting' who
expreszed strong . objections
‘| to: the ‘eatery. [T -
The . matter was taken be-

refused to grent the applica-
tion as a matter of law, and
required the plaintiff to go to
trial. o -
‘At Monday's hearing before
Vokes, the company econtend-
ed that the city acted ‘'ar-
bitrarily and capriciously’” in
its decision to deny the
permit. .

The people of the neighbor.
hood, backed by a study made
by the Department of Publie
Safety, charged that a res-
taurant on the site would sub-
stantially increasa traffic con-
gestion and law violations.

Pine, backed by the
GPFPOA which asserted that
according fo a contract with
the city, that it is recognized
as the sole bargaining agency
for non-supervisory personnel
of the force and probationary
officers, filed the claim in
February. He had asked for
$100 and 141 hours off to com-
pensate for 161 hours of over-
time spent in training school.

Pine, through the Associa-
tion snd Livingston, said that
when classes were held during
working hours, he only attend-
ed school, but when classes
and work did not conflict, he
was required to both work and
attend school,

Pine's claim for compensa-

tion was denied by Chief Rob-
ert Ferber on March 8, on
the basis of the waiver, in
which the oflicer stated that
he understood training school
was required of probationary
officers and that he could re-
ceive .no compensation.
Both the city manager and
the chief, at the time, stressed
that a probationary patrolman
could be fire for any reason
because of the fact he is on
probation, and the reason Pine
was dismissed was because
of ‘'unsatisfactory service.”
The two officials denied Pine
was fired hecause of alleged
union activities, as claimed by
the Assoclation.

The GPFPOA said that two
other patrolmen, Gerald De-
burghgraeve and Philip Mig-
llo, who were not on proba-
tion, had also filed claims for
time attended at training
school, They, too, had signed
waivers prior to employment,
and their claims were denied.
However, because they had
finished their vear's probation,
they were not dismissed.

According to the officers of
the Association, John Farley,
president; Clarence Reichling:
vice president, Philip Miglio,
secretary; and Gordon Evan,
treasurer, Chief Ferber had
asserted at a formal hearing
that the city was morally ob.
ligated to compensate ail of-
ficers for at least 80 hours.
Later it 'was charged, the
chief rescinded this statement.

Semifinalists must advance
to Finalist standing to be con-
sidered for the Merit Scholar-
ships to be awarded next
spring. Semifinalists become
Finalists by receiving the en-
dorsement of their schools, sub-
stantiating their high NMSQT
performance on a second ex-
amination, and providing infor-
mation about their achieve-
ments and interests.

About 96 percent of the
Semifinalists are expected to
become Finalists, and each
will be considered for one of
the 1,000 National Merit $1,000
Scholarships which are allocat-
ed by state. Many will also be
considered for the renewable
four-year Merit Scholarships
provided by some 500 corpora-
tions, foundations, colleges,
unions, irusts, professional as-
sociations, other organizations,
and individuals. Bach Finalist
will receive 4 Certificate ' of
Merit in recognition of his out-
standing performance in the
program.

Winners of four-year Merit
Scholarships may receive up to
$1,500 a year for four college
years, depending on their "in-
dividual need. Winners of the
National Merit $1,000 Scholar-
ships will receive their non-
renewable one-time awards
upon enrollment as full-time
students in accredited U.S. col-
leges or universities.

High schcol grades, accom-
plishments, leadership quali-
ties, and extracurricular activi-
ties of the Finalisis are evalu-
ated, “along with test scores, in
selectmg Merit Scholarship
winners,

NMSC identifies the Semi-
finalists to all regionally ac-
credited colleges and univer-
sities and to certain scholar-
ship-granting agencies and
other sources of.financial aid.
Studies in former years have
shown that about half of the
Semifinalists received financial
aid from sources other than
the Merit Program.

197172 Merit Scholarshxp Pro-
gram will be announced in the
spring of 1972. Some 28,000
students have received Merit
Scholarships in the sixteen an-
nual programs to date.

(Contlnyed from Page 1
cvery three sixth grade boys
ranks in the top 10 per cent
of the pation’s studenis.

The experimental aspect of
the project involved 23 project
classrooms in each of the 10
elementary schools and three
middle schools in testing new
instructional materials and in
exploring ways to individualize
instruction,” said Roger
McCaig, Curriculum Associate
in the Department of Instruc-
tion. “What individualization
really means is organiziing a
classroom so that each student
learns the things he needs to
knew in a way that works best
for him . No one is expected
to learn something he’s not
ready for or to waste time re-
peating something he 2lready
knows, It's as simple and as
complicated as that.”

Dr. Jensen explained that
the project was evaluated
by c¢o mparing achievement
gains (with pre- and post-tests)
for differences in grade (3, 4,
5, 6), sex (boys and girls), and
i ntelligence (high, middle,
low) for four areas of mathe-
matical knowledge (computa-
tion, concepts, problem solv-
ing, total math), In addition,
six afttitude measures are
being analyzed to gain Insight
into the relationship between
attitude and achievement.

Among the findings announc-
ed by Dr. Jensen for mathe-
matics Jearning in grades
three through six are these:

Middle and high intelligence
boys learn more in individ-
ualized instruction class-
rooms than in other class-
rooms.

Middle and high mtelhgence
girls learn equally well in
either individualized instruc-
tion classrooms or in other
classrooms.

Low intelligence girls learn | 3

more in individualized in-
struction classrooms than in
other tlassrooms.

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Wrong Name—Right Cause

In last week's issue of the
NEWS' we printed a Letter-to-
the-Editor from Anthony M.
Franco, in which Mr. Franco
chastised owners of the Bot-
tomless Pit, who he alleged
sold “coke snuff” to his 10-
vear-old daughter. In his letter
Mr. Franco cxplained that the
object of  this “coke snuff’ is
to sniff the stuff from the box
for whatever sensations, real
or imaginary, it may produce,
simulating cocaine sniffing. He
went on to say that with drug
abuse eroding the health and
mentality of today’s youth ge
found it incomprehensible that
a retail outlet covld sell “eoke
snuff’™ to a 10-year-old. He
said the shop also offered for
sale something that looks re-
markably like 2 hashish pipe,
although other harmless uses
are claimed for it. .

Mr. Franco had the “coke
snuff" analyzed by The Woods
potice who found it not harmful
or addictive. He added how-
ever that both the police and
Attorney General Frank Kel-
ley, to whom he spoke on this
matter, agrced that the con-
tainer itself which encourages
“lets pretend” drug use is cer-
tainly not what responsible
business pedple should be sell-
ing children. He addéd that
he intended to file a formal
complaint with The Woods po-
lice and the Attorney Geaeral’s
oilice 10 determine if opera-
tions of this sort should be
allowed in our community.

Following publication ¢f Mr.
Franco's letter the NEWS
spoke with Mrs, Erwin Schmid,
Pointer and owner of, The
Bottomless Pit. Mrs, - Schmid

~

called the NEWS to clarify a
few points in Mr. Franco's let-
ter.

To begin with Mrs. Schmid
explained that The Bottomless
Pit sells only posters, jewelry,
‘tee-shirts, perfumes and body
oils. She explained that three
shops lease space at the 19245
Mack avenue address, a record
shop, The Bottomless Pit and
Captain Ozone’s.

Having recently had a bout
at the vet’s with my fairly-old
family dog, my thoughts turn-
ed to how many people, of ail
ages, sizes and descriptions.

1 remember (as a
child), the Doctor Doolittle
books until all of his animals
were as famliliar to me as
members of my own family.
Can't you hear the White Rab-
bit in ALICE IN WONDER-
LAND skittering along, worry-
ing about being late? And who
could possibly forget the Che-
shire Cat, the Mad Hatter, or
the Dormouse at the famous
tea party? Certainly all of the
wondrous animals contained in

Alice’s dream were very real
to us,

Seeing the motion picture on
Beatrix Potter this summer
renewed my friendship with
Peter Rabbit and the Flopsy
Bunnies, Jeremy Fisher, Mrs.
Tiggy Winkle and all the rest
of her famous crew. I even
went back and reread some of
her great books for little child-
ren.

Are other well-known ' ani-
mal characters rising to the
surface of your mind? Two
that I think of immediateiy are
Charlotte and Wilbur from
CHARLOTTE'S WEB. Then
there are also STUART
LITTLE, the Mole, Water Rat,
Toad and Badger from WIND
IN THE WILLOWS (although
I'm afraid meny of you will
question the advisability of
keeping these ypersonages as
pets!) If you weren't exposed
to Lassie in book form you
must surely have seen this
famous dog on television. We'll
bet you were raised on Black
Beauty ton, as well as Bambi,
also emphasized in other
media,

No doubt as a child you lis-
tened to or read Aesop’s
FABLES (possible even me-
morized some of them.) Are
you old enough to remember
ARCHY AND MEHITABLE
(we don’t advocate keeping a
cockroach as a pet, but the
cat ceriainly fits in.) An old
but familiar one is the BLUE
BIRD of Maeterlinck. Another
one which was an old favorite
of mine was WINNE THE
POOH, with its cast of utterly
charming and very real char-
acters. No, we haven't forgot-
ten one of our first books,
MOTHER GOOSE, nor PUSS-
IN-BOOTS, nor all the won-

Other fitles leap to the sur-
