cating the freeze was having
some effect.

Sunday, October 24
BRITISH SOLDIERS shot
five persons dead Saturday,
two of whom were women, as
viglence intensified in Belfast.
The outlawed Irish Republi-
can Army vowed to avenge the
deaths of the women, one of
them a mother of four. Within
hours guerillas sprang an am-
bush on two British army ve-
hicles and violence broke out
between soldiers and civilian
crowds across the province,
The killings brought to 132 the
number since British troops
were dispatched in 1969 to re-
store order between Roman
Catholics and Protestants.

Monday, October 25
CHUCK HUGHES, 28, wide
receiver for the Detroit Lions,
collapsed on the field at Tiger
Stadium on Sunday and died
of an apparent hearl attack
an hour later in Henry Ford
Hospital. The tragedy un-
folded with just 62 seconds
left to play in the Lions' game
against the Chicago Bears.
Trotting back toward the hud-
dle after an incompleted pass,
Hughes suddenly grabbed at
his chest and fell to the ground.
He was given raouth-to-mouth
resuscitation by a Lions’ team
physician while another
pounded his chest in an effort
to get a heartbeat. He never
regained consciousness.

Tuesday, October 26
THE UNITED NATIONS
GENERAL ASSEMBLY hand-
ed the United States & stun-
ning defeat Monday night by
voting to seat Red China and
expel the Chinese Nationalists.
The vote, on an Albanian reso-
lution, was 75 to 35, with 17
abstentions, It put an end to
a 22.year batitie over China's
UN representation, climaxed
during the past weeks by an
all-out U.S. effort to prevent
the ouster of the Taiwan gov-
ernment, Only minutes before,
the National Chinese had an-
nounced they were quitting the
UN, making their official ex-
pulsion academic.

SCOPE Sponsoring Less
Noisy Collection Station
at Memorial Church
Starting Friday

The Student Committee
On Pollution Eradication
(SCOPE) has announced
the opening of a trial
bottle drop center au
Grosse Pointe Memorial
Church, 16 Lake Shore, on
Friday, October 29, from
4 o'clock to 7 o’clock and
on Saturday, October 30,
from 10 o'clock to 4
o’clock.

Mike Read, SCOPE chair-
man from South High School,
told the NEWS that the or-
ganization’s purpose in setting
up this center was to create
a center that was less noisy
than those which crush glass
in barrels, as most centers
have done in the past.

SCOPE is using what Mike
calls the “more efficient sys-
tem” with 23-ton capacity
glass hauling ‘units which roll
directly onto trucks which haul
the glass to Charlotte, Mich.
for recycling.

Mike said this method cuts
down on the handling of glass
and consequently on man-
power.

He advises residents who
bring their bottles to Grosse
Pointe Memorial Church to
rinse them, remove rings and
sort them by color.

He added that SCOPE could
use more volunteers to man
the center.

This year more ihan 886,000 residents and guests

took advantage of their parks from Memorial Day, May

30, through Labor Day, September 6.

The 1970 count showed that §
more than 890,000 citizens used
the recreational facilities. The
main attraction at all the
parks appeared to be the swim-
ming pools. The cooler summer
could account for the clight
decrease in park usage.

The total figures as recorded
by each of the Pointes are:

Park — 1971 attendance at
Windmilt Pointe Park, May,
11,300; June, 32,250; July, 22,-

1 through 6, a total of 7,454.
Figures for 1970 showed, May,

Two Dunked in St. Clair
Lake After Boats Collide

Two men received a dunking
in Lake St. Clair on Sunday,
October 17, when a 28-fool
sailboat plowed into a 14-foot
aluminum runabout. The own-
er of the larger craft fell in-
to the water following the col-
lision and one man from the
small boat was tossed over-
poard by the impact.

Rescued by the Wayne Coun-
ty Sheriff’s Water Patrol, sta-
tioned at the Farms Municipal
Pier-Park marina, were Dr.
Charles P. Parker of 4805
Charing Cross, Bloomfield
Hills, owner of the sailboat,
and Robert Weheir of 33 Dee,
Southfield. Wehelr's compan-
ion, Fred Rox of 773 Harcourt,
leaped aboard the Jarger craft,
seconds before the boats came
together.

Dr. Barker was taken to Bon
Secours Hospital for a check
up, but it appeared he was not
injured. Weheir escaped in-
jury.

According to Park police, a
report was received froi the
water patrol disclosing that the
rescued men were being
brought inte the Windmill
Pointe Park marina. They
were met there by the Park
fire ambulance, which took
the doctor to the hospital.
Weheir did not request, or
need, any medical attention.

According to the Sheriff’s
Water Patrol personnel, the
collision occurred approximate-
ly 100 feet south of the dock
area of the Park’s marina, at
about %:15 p.m, There was no
damage to the sailboat, but
the starboard side of the out-
board was completely stove in
to the waterline.

Weheir and Rex were fish-
ing, their boat anchored, when
the sailboat bore down on
them, it was said.

In August of 1970, attend-
ance was 94,825, whereas, this
August, the number was 60,-
397, or a loss of 34,428,

The Shores listed the follow-
ing as the number of citizens
using the MO park during 1971:
May, 3,600; June, 21,624; July,
19,721; August 18,843; Septem-
ber, 5,240. Compared to this,
the 1970 figures are: May, i,-
735; June 19,948; July, 23,485;
August, 17,624; and Septembeor
5,304,

To Tell Kids
About Leaves

Police Warn of Danger
of Playing in Piles; Two
Children Run Over by
Cars in Past

Now that fall is at hand
and trees are shedding
their foliage, Woods au-
thorities are making a plea
which should be heeded
by all Pointe residents,
that parents admonish
their children not to play
in leaf piles. An added
plea is made to motorists
not to drive over piled up
leaves.

The request that parents
warn their offspring of the
dangers of playing in piled up
leaves, and that drivers, es-
pecially young drivers who
might find it hard fo resist
driving through the piles,
comes from Woods Director
of Public Safety Donuld Coats
and Patrolman Steven Petrik,
school and traffic safety of-
ficer,

The Woods, according t{o
records, has had two near
fatalities resulting from chil-
dren being run over by auto-
mobiles while playing hide-
and-seek in leaves piled up at
the curb.

The first such accident oc-
curred in the fall of 1867, and
the second in 19689, and in
each case, the drivers of the
cars involved did not see the
youngsters who had burrowed
int¢ leaves.

directives.”

Mr. Wilgarde said, “This
temporary approval certainly
indicates that Cottage is not
a fire hazard.”

He added, “All items check-
ed as questionable on the in-
spection report are now being
taken care of with construe-
tion of the new wing which
will open within a month and
with renovation of the old
building which will follow im-
mediately.”

and Lorenzo Browning, (in-
cumbent), are running for the
three council seats which
carry four-year terms,

Three persons are running
for the judgeships (4-year
terms) in the City.

man was identifled by a mug
shot as the man who cashed
a check, one of several that
had been reported to Park
authorities as stolen at the
Joseph's Mobil Service Sta-
tion, 20700 Mack avenue on
Fiiday, October 8. The owner
of the station, Moses Joseph,
told the detective that Rogge-
man purchased two dollars
worth of gas, and presented a
check for $30, and was given
change of $28.

Joseph said that the ac-
cused man came into the sta-
tion and presented the check,
bearing the names and address
of a St. Clair Shores couple
and drawn on the St. Clalr
Shores National Bank.

The service station owner
said that Roggeman claimed
to be an employe of the Mich-
igan Telephone company, and
further claimed that he had
done some painting for the
St. Clair Shores couple and
had been paid for his services
by check. Joseph said that
Roggemian submitted a Bell
identification card bearing the
name of Howard Hoffman.
Joseph then told the officer
that Roggeman recognized one
of his station employes, call-
ing him by his first name,
and stated that the employe
would vouch for him, that he
had done business with this
man at another station,

Joseph said that he gave
Roggeman 50 cents worth of
gas in a container, which the
man presumably took to a
stalled car. A few minutes
later, Roggeman returned in
the car, driven by another
person,

After obtaining $1.50 worth
more of gas, Roggeman gave
Joseph the check and received
the cash balance.

The Woods detective said
that he called the couple in
St. Clair Shores, and the hus-
band informed him that he
had reported the theft of seven
checks to Park police on Octo-
ber 8. He said they had been
stolen from the front seat of
his car, which was parked on
Mack, between Somerset and
Nottingham, and the bank was
promptly notified of the miss-
ing checks. This was verified
by banks offfcials.

Under strong pressure from
the county comumissioners and
local officialy and Wayne
County congressmen, labor de-
partment officials promised an
increase if higher unemploy-
ment could be proved.

A laborious card-by-card
count of the jobless roles of
the Michigan Employment Se-
curity Commission offices in
Wayne County established 6.2
percent unemployment for the
area involved.

The funds, now totaling
$2,010,500, will be used to
add unemployed residents to
the payrolls of the cities and
townships which decide to
take part in the program.
Based on an average cost of
$10,000 per job, the funds
would provide 280 jobs.

All the cities, townships and
villages in Wayne County are
eligible except for five cities
of over 75000 population
which received direct grants.
The five are Detroit, Dear-
born, Dearborn Heights, Li-
vonia and Westland.

Under the latest allocation,
each community will receive
$73.66 per unemployed resi-
dent. The amounts for which
they are eligible range from
a low of $2,136.18 for Grosse
Pointe Township, with 28 job-
less residents. to a high of
$141,70831 for the City of
Taylor which had 1,925 un-
employed in May.

“We are gratified that we
were able {o convince the
labor department !o rectify
its error,” commented Robert
E. FitzPatrick, chairman of
the Board of Commissioners.
“But, frankly, we are not en-
tirely happy with the amount.
Based on granis to other
areas, we feel Wayne County
should have gotten a total of
$4% to $5 miltion.”

Grosse Pointe Farms, with
100 unemployed, is slated to
receive $7,366.15.

The City of Grosse Pointe,
with 68 unemployed, will get
$4,861.66,

Grosse Pointe Park, having
275 unemployed, will receive
$20,256.90.

Grosse Pointe Woods, listed

Must Pay SS

Many Pointe residents may
not be aware of the fact that
they are employers and as
such must withhold and pay
Social Security taxes for their
employees.

George Franzen, District
Manager of the Social Security
Office located at 14740 Mack,
said that, ‘when a homemaker
hires a household worker who
will earn more than $50 in a
three-month quarter, Social Se-
curity taxes must be reported
for that worker.”” The three.
month guarters run from Jan-
uary through March, April
through June, July through
September, and October
through December. Fran-
zen described household work-
ers as maids, cooks, cleaning
women, gardeners, handymen,
babysitters, and any worker
who performs household work
in and about a private home.

Currently, the employer must
withhold 5.2 percent of the
wages palid to the household
worker. The employer pays 2
matching contribution of 5.2
percent. If the employer
chooses, he may pay the full
10.4 percent contribution him-
self.

By paying these taxes, the
household worker gains Sacial
Security protection for herself
and family. The benefits pay-

It seems that the NAACP
wants to mix only two races,
Black and White.

nite schools. Bussing white

children to black schools and
yice versa would be the magie
wand that would make all ed-
ucation perfect for all. This
s contrary to the opinion of
lack students at the Univer-
ity of Michigan, who, accord-
ng to a report in the Detroit
ews of October 8, claim that
‘blacks study better together
han they do with whites.”

If black schools are inferior
to white schools, then the
iwhite children bussed there,
would be condemned to an in-
ferior education, with all the
fhandicaps of bussing in addi-
tion. For hussing means carlier
starts, later finish and a lot
of waste motion and time.
‘These white children would be
sacrificed for a supposed hene-
fit to others. It is likc order-
ing children with two good
kidneys to have one removed
to satisfy the need of other
children. This, too, sounds
ahsurd, but worse things have
happened in countries where
scme autocrat determined
what was good for everybody
and local control was elimi-
nated.

In my lifetime I have seen
leaders of nations as well as
individuals achieve in the end
exactly the opposite of what
they had heen striving for with
all their might.

Once again the tragedy of
drug addition has surfaced in
Grosse Pointe. The NEWS has
devoted ‘ almost 80 column
inches to the two front-age
stories in the October 14th
edition, and justifiably so, for
the stories are in themselves
pathetic catalogues of the de-
spair that drugs bring and de-’
serve wide circulation,

The graveness of the drug
problem is reported in the ar-
ticie by J. J. Njaim which
shared the front page with the
report of the unemployed bi-
cycle thieves. In essence, the
addict steals for money fo
support his habit. The worth
of the item stolen is inconse-
quental—only the resale value
is relsvant.

We must put “‘addiction” in
the proper perspective as a
disease rather than the mani-
festation of moral leprosy.
How many NEWS readers
couid do without thelr daily
tix of caffeine, alcohol or nico-
tine? How many Pointers have
not unwound with a cigaret or
relaxed with a cup of coffee
or an after-dinner ecocktail?
How many otherwise “moral”’

of these people are "“addicted”
but their situation is not part
of a social problem because
their junk is available legally
and at low cost.

The problem of the hard-
drug addict is analogous to
the heavy smoker. Let the
smoker try to do without to-
bacco for 24 hours. He can't,
Of course, the remedy Is sim-
prle—go out to any drugstore
and buy cigarets, But what if
clgaretes were lllegal — thelr
possession or use a crime,
their addicts moral repro-
bates, subject to arrest, im-
prisonment, and loss of lveli-
hood? Would the tobacco
addict break the law to get a
fix of nicotine? For many
Pointers the anwser would be
a simple “yes.”

President Nixon is using
our tax dollars to Luy and de-
stroy much of the oplum in
Turkey, in the fatuous bellef
that this will reduce addiction
and crime. This action, though
well received by the public
and therefore politically expe-
dient in the coming election,
is doomed to failure. It s
based on the ignorance of two
fundamental and ineluctable
realities.

imperceptable steps. Addie-
tion is not the simple free
choice that we are led to be-
lieve. 1t arises in response to

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What Goes On
at
Your Library

By Virginia Leonard

Arthur Hailey has done it
again —— he’s written another
best seller. And since it deals
with Detroit and the automo-
bile industry, chances are that
most of you in this area have
certainly heard about it. The
tile? WHEELS.

The author was born in
Luton, England in 1920, was
educated in English schools
until the age of 14. He joined
the British Royal Air Force
in 1939 apnd became a pilot
and a flight lieutenant. In 1941
Mr. Hailey emigrated to
Canada, where he was a real
estate salesman, a business
newspaper editor, and then a
sales and advertising execu-
tive. In 1956 he scored his
first writing success with a
TV drama, FLIGHT INTO
DANGER, which was subse.
quently a movie and a novel,
RUIWNWAY ZERO EIGHT. We
know him for other well-known
titles: IN HIGH PLACES, THE
FINAYL DIAGNOSIS, HOTEL
and AIRPORT.

Arthur Hailey tells us that
at 5:35 a.m. on March 9 of
this year, after working
through most of the night, he
buzzed kis wife on his house
intercom and announced that
he had finished WHEELS. Her
answer? “Champagre for
breakfast!” Then she went
back’to sleep! This date mark-
ed the end of three years of
continuous work on this book,
which, tha author says, “had
proved one of the most satis-
fying and exciting experiences
of my life.” Cars have always
fascinated this man. He finds
the men behind the cars
equally fascinating. They are
brilliant and incompetent, dedi-
cated and irresponsible, honest
servants and money-hungry
knaves, and all of their ambi-
tions, visions and rivairies
spill into their private lives.

The involvement in this
arena began in January, 1968,
when Mr. Hailey was invited
to a small introductory supper
parly in Grosse Pointe Farms
where he began meeting some
of the people in the auto indus-
try. From that time on he
spent countless hours with men
and women in this industry—
executives, managers, produc-
tion workers, designers, union.
officials, parts merchandisers,
car * dealers, auto racing
aficionados, and their friends
and families. Another concern
was studying the background
for WHEELS—the inner city
of Detroit, seeing its neglect,
injustice and social inequality
— but sometimes with its
sparks of hope. The character
in the book, Rollie Kright, a
black assembly plant worker,
emerged from this inspection,
and became one of Hailey’s.
favorite people. .

Besides Rollie Knight, there
are other prominent charaec-
ters, such as Adam Trenton,
advanced-vehicle planning msn-
ager, who wants to move fast
like the cars his team con-
ceives, bul whose total dideca-

tion te his job is undoing his
private life; Erica, his young
wife, who, after five years of
marriage, is beginning to re-
sent the second-place role she
must take in order to be an
automobile executive's wife;
Brett De Losanto, the flamboy-
ant avant-garde car designer,
who loves Barbara Zaleski, a
copywriter in the company's
advertising agency.

WHEELS also brings to life
a city of disparate parts:
Detroit, Motor City, US.A,,
with its wealthy suburbs of
Grosse Pointe and Bloomfield
Hills and its grim inner city
ghetto. Some critics find it a
bit duller than Hailey’s earlier
works, but for those of us who
live so close to the scene, I
cannot believe that it does not
have great appeal and mean.-
ing.

And now—just a brief re.
minder of Hailey’s other well-
known works. AIRPORT, pub-
lished in 1868, gave us the ex-
citement and intensity of life
in a big city airport. Here
were captured the jealousies,
frustrations, failures and
triumphs of very real peopie.
Once again we had here a sub-
ject thoroughly researched for
technical accuracy. Do you re-
member the story? Tt dealt
with a single night at the Lin-
coln International Airport,
where, during that time, every-
thing imaginable went wrong
to man, machine and function.

IN HIGH PLACES published
in 1962, was a Canadian politi-
cal novel. The prospect of im-
mediate war with Russia drove
Canada into union with the
TInited States, the cession of
Alaska being the only immedi-
iate gain for Canada. The
critics said it was a slick job
of writing and that is was well
programmed.

You must surely remember
HOTEL, written in 1985, with
the setting in a New Orleans
luxury hotel, detailing the
many happenings during a five
day pertod in October, 1964.
This was an exciting novel,
with continuous action and
characters who were very
much alive. One critic said that
Mr. Hailey “convinced this
reader that signing into a hotel
is akin to signing into one of
the more active volcanoes.

An earlier novel, FINAL
DIAGNOSIS, written in 1960,
centered around the pathology
department of a large county
hospital, showing the bhuman
problems of the doctors,
nurses, and patients. The cen-
tral conflict was that of a
young doctor who had to fight
a ence-brilliant pathologist who
had ignored the advances of
medicine in recent years.

There seems to be a great
relevancy in Mr., Hailey's
works—a great interest and
concern in fundamental prob-
lems that face us right now.
Friends of the author say his
next book mzy be on finance.
Could it possibly be entitled
MONEY?
