Afler immecliate1y reporting
her missing to The Park
Pol ice Department, which
contacted the YSD, she wrote
Social Security in June 1971
in case ber daughter was
working. The mother was
told it takes between six and
nine months {or records to
come through after employ.

Then In August lU71, she
hired local private detec-
tives. But by the end of the
month, "they came up with
nothing," she said, and they
were disllharged. All the
while, she kept in contact
with tbe YSD.

When her daughter turned
17, she retained Investign.
tors from New York City's
Tracer's Company or Amer.
ica. She was told 80 percent
or the time the company was
successful. But there was
slill no luck at that time.

"Days turned into weeks
and weeks t urn e d into
months and we kept thinking
we might hear something,"
she said. And as the time
pa~sed, she would follow
similar cases in the news-
paper. When a girl's body
was found in other areas, she
would check with Agent Ken.
dall for information.

Trace Whereabouts
The agent reported the

daughter originally left with
a b~\' in his 20's. The mother
said he was her "means of
transportation" to New York
and that she is no longer
with him today.

Efforts were made to track
down the boy's parents in
the hope of ultimately reach-
ing the girl. It was learned
earlier this year, throug!'. the
boy's relatives in Tacoma,
Wash .• that his parents were
in Albuquerque, N.M" the
mother said.

Mter Albuquerque pollce
were contacted, Agent Ken.
dall explained the situation
to them, she said. The agent
then learned from police the
boy's pneuts received a
Christmas card from him in
1972. Because of this, it was
discovered he lived in New
York. '

Then, as the mother put it,
"When it, (a breakthrough),
happened, it happened very
rapidly." Through further
contacts with Albuquerque
police and the New York
City investigators, the boy's
address was found. "We fell
if we could locate the boy'
he could lead us to her," the
mother stated.

After 25 months, the fale
and whereabouts of an 18.
year-old Park girl, who vol.
untarlly left home in April
1971, has reached a happy
ending. Through the efforls
or Agent Kendall and out.
state police departments, the
girl was traced to New Yor,k
City's East Village early last
month.

"When she went away, we
had no idea she would be
gone for two years," said
Agent Kenuall, who noted
this runaway c:tse "could
have easily been a homi.
clde."

Rapid EVeJlts
The agent, who ran various

types of checks with 15 states
during the two-year span,
said he didn't know if the
girl was alive or dead on
Friday, May 4. But the rapid
events of the wee ken d
reacbed a clil1\llx on Monday,
May 7, when a police com.
munication reyealed she was
alive and living in New York.
. Then on Wednesday, May
9, the girl's parents and
Agent Kendall flew to New
York where the mother said
a "joyous reunion" was held
at her da'Jghter's apartment.

A week after the reun.\on,
the daughter flew to Detroit,
spent a week with her fam-
ily, which includes a brother
and sister, and returned to
New York, where she works
at a government-supported
medical clinic. (The mother
said since she was eight, her
daughter always wanted to
become a medical doctor).
She has since talked with her
parents and her mother said,
"She's happy and likes New
York City. Justifiably so
perhaps, because I like New
York City."

The investigative efforts on
tbe parts of Agent Kendall
and the girl's family are only
part of this slory.
