Chilingirian Wants Boer-

Attorney Jack C. Chil-
ingirian filed a lawsuit
against The Woods and
its city administrator-
clerk Friday, October 26,
to have Councilman Ken-
neth W. Boerner’s name
removed from the Tues-
day, November 6, elec-
tion ballot.

| Fire DaMages Home in Park

A Park woman who came
home aftera three-bour shop- ‘l
ping tour, did not notice that
her house was on fire, -until

The chief said that the
alarm was called in at about
2:12 p.m. on Monday, Octo-
ber 22, by an unknown per-
son.

In this regard, Mr. Chilingir-
ian stressed a ‘‘gap in the
law" regarding State law not
covering a Federal felony in
this case, but a State felony.

“I don’t feel Mr. Catlin’s
derision is the right one,’”’ he
stated.

Mr. Chilingirian felt it was
“incumbent upon the council
to have - Mr. Boerner re-
moved.” This was not done
and now the election is com-
ing up, he noted. *'If he wins,
are they going to face the
problem then?”

He expressed criticism of
the present council for allow-
ing this situation fo continue
to exist. The City Charter
gave the council authority to
take action but they didn’t do
so, he said.

Mr. Chilingirian said there
was a poll taken at a Candi-
dates’ Forum in The Woods
Monday, October 29, where
incumbent councilmen were
asked what would they do if
Mr. Boerner won. He said
all  incumbent councilmen
would vote to have Mr,

Boerner removed. “I found it

disheartening that they didn't
do this earlier,” stated Mr.
Chilingirian.

Confinving, Mr. Chilingir-
ian said, “None of them had
any guts to make a decision,”
and stressed they had ‘“no
courage of conviction.”

Wants Change

Mr. Chilingirian said he
didn’t ask for monetary dam-
ages in the lawsuit, and ein-
phasized his concern over the
law. He wants to have the
law changed “to where it
meets logic, common sense
and the integrity of public of-
ficials.”

He stated if the Circuit
Court ruling wasn’t in his
favor, he would consider hav-
ing his naine withdrawn from
the ballot. “I would not work
as a council member in that
environment,” he said.

Mr. Chilingirian also stat.
ed, “If Mr. Boerner remains
on the ballot and wins, I'll
file a writ of quo warranto
action to have his name re-
moved.”

The NEWS contacted Mr.

Petersen on his reaction, ‘We
have to be governed by the
advice of our legal counsel.
He rendered an opinion that
we, (the city itself), can't
take his, (Mr. Boerner’s),
name off the bailot,” he said.

Rigged Bids

Mr. Boerner was reported-
1y charged with conspiring to
rig awards of HUD home.re-
pair contracts to favored
contractors and in return tak.
ing kickbacks from the con-
tractors who delivered the
bribes to the offices of his
real estate firm.

He pled guilty to accepting
kickhacks of five percent of
the dollar amounts of six con.
tracts awarded through
rigged bids to three contrac-
tors in 1971,

Mr. Boerner was employed
by HUD as an area manage-
ment broker in the 1962-73
period to supervise repairs of
homes repossessed by the ag-
ency after forclosures on
mortgages insured by the
Federal Housing Administra-

tion.

Shores Okays Edison Pact

The Shores Trustees*unani.
mously approved a right-of-
way agreement which Vil
lage Superintendent Thomas
K. Jefferis recently signed
with the Detroit Edison Com-
pany for use of Edison’s
equipment on the village’s
property.

Career Exploration and

the Middle School

“A boy does not merely
grow up into a man: he
imagines himself into man-
hood-—into the man he wants
to be . . .” (Bronowski, 1969).

The preadolescent middle
school student has need to
discover his present self and
possible future selves and
thus the time is right for
career exploration opportuni-
ties in the seventh and eighth
grades,

The theme of career educa-
tion in the elementary school
focuses on career ‘‘aware-
ness”’ while for middle school
students the central theme
is directed toward career
“exploration and orienta-
tion.” As with the elemen-
tary student, middle school
children will not be expected
in any sense to make lasting
cateer choice decisions. Mid-
dle school career develop-
ment activities are designed
to strengthen the indivigual’s
career foundation to provide
for realistic career choice de-
cisions at some future date.

The middle school student,
curious and full of energy, is
ready for a wide variety of
action—oriented career activ-
ities through which he can
explore his capabilities. He is
lookiag for challenges that he
can interact with and con-
quests he can make, In this
regard, career education has
the potential through explora.
tion activities to motivate all
students and specifically
those who find little value or
interest in their school exper-
ience.

Certain changes in our so-
clety have given emphasis to
the need for career education
at the middie school level.
Some of these changes in-
clude (1) absence of other
adults, such as aunts, uncles,
or grandparents, from the
household; (2) the mobility of
today’s population; and (3)
the shift of the father’s or
mother’s work from the home
or neighborheed to a distant
oifice  or factory. These

changes have eliminated tra-
ditional means by wbich chil-
dren could imagine them-
selyes in adult roles. Thus,
youth have been blocked from
viewing and experiencing the
work environment of the
adult world. Through career
education students can exper-
ience the meaning and the
psychological rewards of
work, and can come to know
a bread range of adults in the
context of their occupations,
In essence middle school
must provide the student
with a chance to grow up
and to experience the reali-
ties of life. He should be giv-
en somé concrete responsibil-
ities to do something real,
something worthwhile. He
should be allowed to relate
knowledge, skills, and con-
cepts of the world of work to
the solving of reallife
problems. He should be al-
lowed to work with a wide
range of adults and to know
that all his friends are not his
same age.

To initiate and develop ca-
reer exploration in the mid-
dle school requires the com-
munity to become the labora-
tory for students. This can
occur by taking the school
to the community and by
bringing the community to
the school.

Discusses “A”

On amendment ‘A, Offi-
cer Petrik stated; “This
amendment would allow a
member 1o retire at the age
of 50 years providing he has
25 years seniority. All cities
under Act 345, plus many
other pension systems, have
this benefit.

“With the new contract

‘signed at Chrysler Corpora-

tion with the UAW, a man
with 30 years seniority and
as young as 46 years of age
could retire at more money
than we receive. All of indus-
try will soon come under the
same retirement as Chrysler,

‘At present we have to
work to the age of 55 years
with at least 25 years service.
It must #'so be noted that
we pay five percent of our
pay towards our pension and
if this proposal passes, we
will increase our payment to
six percent or a 20 percent
increase for the men.

“Some departments are re-
tiring members with 20 years
service at half pay. Many
others pay one-half pay after
25 years service with an es-
calator clause. In asking for
this amendment we are not
asking for anything unusual.”

Amendment “D”

On amendment “D”, the
officer said: "In this amend-
ment we are requesting two
and one-half percent of our
final average for the.first 25
years, and one percent for
each year thereafter.

‘“‘Unknown to many people
is the fact that when a mem-
ber of our department re-
tires, he has three options to
pick from for retirement.

“Common belief is that a
policeman receives half pay
automatically when he re-
tires. He would receive half
pay if he took the first option
but should that officer die,
his widow and orphans would
only receive what monies he
invested, (five percent), into
the pension plan—then they
would be cut off without any
further compensation.”

do take another option which
does not afford a retiree half
pay but considerably less, so
there would be something for
the widow and children, ’

“You see we do not belong
fo social security so our wid-
ows would have to fend for
themselves. We voted to in-
crease our payment to the
pension for this amendment

and one-half rercent for cost-

“As a result, most retirees

one percent or 20 percent
more than we have been pay-
ing. Under Jlaw, policemen
and firemen plus most feder-
al employes are excluded
from social security.”

On amendment “E”, which
affects both public safety and
general employes, Officer
Petrik said: ‘“This  amend-
ment would allow for a re-
tiree fo receive a maximum
of two and one-ha)f percent
cost-of-living increase.

“Retirees under many pen.
sion systems receive some
increases, even social secur-
ity is periodically updated,
hut under our present pension
there is no increase, {(regard-
ing public safety officers only
here).

“With this amendment a re-
tiree would be able to receive
a maximum increase of two

of-living Even though the
cost-of-living may go up 10
percent, we could get two
and one-half percent of it
only, which is better than
what we have, which is no
increase at all.”

Watching the Washington
scene is like waiting for a
centipede to drop the other
shoe.

Last week a delegation of
state representatives went to
Washington (o testify on
pending fedeval housing leg-
islation, I was one of the iwo
representatives who testified.
The other was Speaker Ryan.

We were only there for
about' 2 hours, but what a
day. We got there last Wed-
nesday night and left Thurs-
day afternoon. We had five
state represeatatives; the
Housing Authority Director:
Jack Mogk; and one staff
member.

After a three. hour late
night final mceting of our
group we got some sleep and
arose to a brilliant, warm
day and startling news of a
military alert.

At 8:30 we had breakfast
with 13 of the 19 Michigan
Congressmen plus a few
aides of other Congressmen.
Jerry Ford was not there.
Donald Riegle was, amd
claims Nixon will not last
three months. Most of the
other Congressmen, though,

felt the President had calmed
the ‘storm and that Jerry
Ford would be quickly ap-
proved as the new Vice
President. Some of the Con.
gressmen seemed quite dis-
turbed about the military
alert and viewed it cynically.
After breakfast, we gave the
Congressmen our pitch on
Housing needs.

Then, T went and talked
to Represeniative Martha
Griffiths and our Congress-
man, Lucien Nedzi about the
Housing bills. Nedzi. says
never before has he got so
large, immediate and deci-
sive a mail reaction {o any-
thing “as he reccived against
Nixon's {iring of Archibald
Cox.

From there, T hopped a
cab to the H.U.D. offices to
catch up with the group. We
chewed out a few H.U.D. of-
ficials about Detroit’'s aband-
oned house problem, They
are supposed to institute
some form of homestead pro-
gram for Detroit soon.

As 1 was introduced to a
nicé young looking official

who was to conduct us
through the maze of halls to
an executive dining room, he
looked awfully familiar. Then
it hit me. He was the first
Watergate witness from the
Committee to Re-elect. Re-
member the young guy —
Odle, who handled the money
and worked under McGruder?
It was he, and he did not
have horns or anything. It
was nice to know some
H.U.D. official had enough
guts to give Odie a job.

From lunch we went io
Senator Griffin's office. It is
just off the rotundz in the
Capitol, up some steps. It
used to be Supreme Court
rooms, complete with a trap
doot to let the Court escape
unnoticed. Our Senator, as
minority whip gets such his-
torie accommodations. We
all sat, with Griffin, in 2
round, high, dome-ceiling
room 2ad watched the end
of Kissinger’'s news confer-
ence on the Mid East.

Then, we gave Griffin our
pitch and chatted with him
for a while. Senator Phil
Hart came in and greeted
everyone. 1 had forgoiten
how small and thin he is. We
left Griffin’s office about
1:30.

From there, we walked
over to the Kayburn office

What Goes On
at

Your Library
By Virginia Leonard

A program was held by
the Contemporary Literature
Group of the American Asso-
ciation of University Women
on October-23, with the re-
viewers doing the works of
Ann Lindbergh (especlally
GIFT FROM THE SEA and
HOUR OF GOLD, HOUR OF
LEAD) and ZELDA by
Naney Milford. I'have men-
tioned ZELDA scveral times
in my column, bhut I hope
you will bear with me be-
cause I found the linkage be-
tween ZELDA and Mrs. Lind-
bergh Interesting. The theme,
more or less, was the force
without and ‘the force within.

Frances Richardson, the
gal who reviewed Mrs. Lind-
bergh’s works did a fine job.
And as the evening progres-
sed I began to see how this
theme would work out quite
well. We had been wise in
picking two such different
women to contrast, Anne
Morrow Lindberg has written
many books: BRING ME A
UNICORN, (diaries and let-
ters published in 1972);
DEARLY BELOVED, (1962
—fiction); EARTH SHINE,
(essays, 1969); GIFT FROM
THE SEA (1955), HOUR OF
GOLD, HQUR OF LEAD,
(diaries, letters showing up
autobiographical bits of in-
formation); NGRTH TO THE
ORIENT (1935) and THE
UNICORN (pocms, 1956.)

Frances Richardson refer-
red to some of Mrs. Lind-
bergh’'s other works in re-
viewing the two titles men-
tioned at the beginning of
the column, and slowly but
surely Mrs. Lirdbergh “un-
folded’' to us. The greatest
wonder to me was that she
was able to speak so freely
about the infamous kidnap-
ping of her first-born—her
reactions, her acceptance,
her growth. In spite of hav-
ing other children subse-
quently, many people would
have withdrawn and been
traumatized by the tragedy
in her life. But, Mrs. Lind-
bergh has carried on and en-
riches the lives of all of us
with her books. The force
within became a force with-
out—giving her thoughts to
all humanity.

Now Zelda Fitzgerald is a
different personality. Spoiled,
beautiful, headstrong and
“alented — with all these
“forces” she was never really
ablg to come out ahead in
ariything. True, she had one
book published, and was
working on a second when
she died, but her ability as
a ballerina and an artist

came to naught. It is tempt-
ing to play devil’s advocate
and argue why. Did Scott
fear her possible potential
and talent and refuse to let
her -have a try at working
up her talents, or did he
fear she really would be
only mediocre and therefore
spare her humiliation? He
was jealous of her, certainly,
and each ‘“lifted” parts of
the other’s works. Scott kept
everything Zelda wrote or
sent him — letters, diaries,
ete.; Zelda threw all com-
munications with Fitzgerald
away. However, she could
“lift’’ from his writings, and
this she did..

Zelda met Scott when she
was a high school girl; after
much on-again-off-again ro-
mance, they were married
and for 10 years were the
idols of the public who liked
their escapades. Zelda was
lovely; Scott, handsome.
They were restless and
travelled a great deal. Their
friends were the *“beautiful
people” and everything seem-
ed to be going their way, On
the other side of the coin,
they bickered and fought
ceaselessly; they drank too
much, - especially Fitzgerald,
and as time went on Zelda's
high spirts turned into hy-
steria and finally serious
emotional disorders. She was
institutionalized several times
and towards the end of her
life she lived with her moth-
er, and played casino. Could
this be the same Zelda?

Dr. Bishop has served with
the U. S. Army under con-
tract with the Snow, Ice and
Permafrost Research Estab.
