A demand that The Park open up its Windmill
Pointe Park facilities to Detroiters and the general
public because four acres of the park are in Detroit,
met with a flat rejection by Park City Manager
Robert Sione. The demand was made on Wednes-
day, August 27, by Ray Rickman, director of the
Jefterson-Chalmers Citizen’s District Council.

He said that The Park pur.
chased the tand from Detroit,
and now owns and has title
to this land, including filled
in submerged off-shore land
purchased from the State,
under the Submerged Land
Act, The city paid $50,000 an
acre for a total of seven
acres, which include both
the submerged land and the
four acres from Detroit, to
enlarge Windmill Pointe
Park.

People Paid for It

“Can’t the people of our
city do what they want with
the tand?’' the city manager
asked, "After all, they paid
for it, and it belongs to them.
If Mr. Rickman wants to use
the park facilities, why
doesn’t he move into our
city?”

Mr. Slone acknowledged
that a four-acre section of
Windmill Pointe Park is lo-
cated in Detroit, including
an old bathhouse and a park-
ing lot.

ADMIT BICYCLE THEFTS

Two Boys
Say They
Took 50-100

Ensuing Investigations by
Police Have Already
Solved 20 Verified
Larcenies

By Roger A. Waha
Over two weeks of an
intensive and often frus-
trating investigation into
a series of bicycle larceny
incidents by Youth Serv-
ice Division, (¥YSD}, Det.
Patrick Fagan has reach-
ed a climax with the ar-
rest of a 16-year-old
Detroit boy on two separ-
ate charges.

The arrests of this youth
and another 18-year-old De.
troit boy have cleared a total
of 20 verified bicycle lar-
cenies in The Woods, Shores,
City, Park, Harper Woods
and St. Clair Shores.

In noting the arrests were
“a major break in bike lar-
ceny cases in the Grosse
Pointe area,”” Det. Fagan
said the juveniles have ad-
mitted to committing an esti-
mated 50-100 such larcenies
including the 20 which have
heen verified.

Caught August 17

The juvenile was appre-
hended on Sunday, August
17, by Harper Woods police
and charged with receiving
and concealing stolen proper-
ty stemming from his alleg-
ed involvement in taking a
bike in The Woods, Harper
Woods authorities said a
petition has already been
filed on the youth with the
Wayne County Juvenile
Court .

for its consideration.

The entire span of this
case came to the fore after
the pair were arrested by
City police and referred to
the YSD.

Called Trespassers

The initial charge against
the youths was trespassing.
However, Del. Fagan said,
during the investigation, the
pair admitted being respon-
sible for bike larcenies in all
the Pointes, St. Clair Shores,
Harper Woods, Macomb
Counly and Clinton Town-
ship.

They told the detective
around 50-100 bikes were
taken but he noted it was
difficult, if not impossible,
to reach an accurate figure.

The next step was to take
the boys up and down strects
in the Pointes and St, Clair

Adding to the frustration
was the lack of property re-
covered. "“The recovery of
property was extraordinarily
minimal because they had
o established fence or a
place to sell. No specific per-
son was involved in selling
the bikes,” said Det. Fagan,
who added such activity was
apparently conducted on a
‘hit and miss'’ basis. -

The detective stated the
youths told him they had
no trouble selling the bikes
and that they never kept any
of the cycles. A check of
both of the boys’ homes con-
firmed this.

As it has turned out so far,
the only item recovered was
a wallet from a handbag on
one of the bikes.

Both Were Released

Because the only charges
pending againsl the juveniles
were tirespassing violations,
they were released. However,
because of their admissions,
information and photos on

=1 the pair were distributed to
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all Pointe police departments
and to Harper Woods and St.
Clair Shores authorities.

The departmenuts were in-
formed the juveniles were
admitted bike thieves and
patrol officers were urged to
keep them under surveillance
if they were seen. All the
while, Det. Fagan was at.
tempting to put together a
substantial case.

Finally, the youth was
arrested by Harper Woods
police and, again, by Shores
authorities.

The 20 verifled larcenies,
according to Det. Fagan,
break down as follows: The
Woods and Shores, six each;
The Park and Clity, three
each; and Harper Woods,
and St Clair Shores, one
each, He sald it was impos-
sible to place a total mon-
etary value on the missing
bicycles because the number
taken remains unclear. But

he did indicate it was well
in the area of thousands of
dollars.

He em-
phasized residents from other
communities, along with
Pointe citizens, are still in-
volved in this activity.

In relation to this, he be-
came very aware of a lack
of security on the parts of
the residents in protecting
their cycles while riding with
the suspects.

From speaking with the
youths regarding their
method of operation and
confirming what they said
through the verifications, the
juveniles took bikes in plain
view from open garages while
walking the streets.

Work Very Fast

The detective stated the
youths told him it normally
toock a matter of five to 10
minutes to get a bike and
escape with it. They appar-
ently didn't even have to
walk a complete block be-
fore finding a bike in open
view, he said.

In referring to the street
survey, Det, Fagan stated,
‘I can’t tell you how many
bikes I saw in the Grosse
Pointe area (in open view).
I want to remind people to
keep their garage doors
closed. Many times [ saw
no cars in an open garage.
This also is a temptation
for burglars.”

On other occaslons, he
said unattended blkes were
laying on front lawns and
parked on sidewalks. This,
he felt, was s reason why
The Pointe was such a lucra.
tive area in which to steal
bikes,

In keeping with the early
start approach, the detectives
have sent letters to the fac-
ulty and students in their re-
spective districts providing
information for those unfa.

“The function of the YSD

New Approach

While the detectives have

pictures throughout the com-
munity at various locations

less than $6,000 a year, he
said. And based upon the
1970 census, 111 individuals
were living at or below the
poverty level in the city.

The city knows there are
3,107 seniors, (those 60 and
over), and, Mr. McNamara
said, such services as those
indicated as part of the ap-
plication would have been
made avaiable to all.

Get Few Services

“We receive very little in
services from Wayne County.
Money is made available to
the county in properly taxes
but we get very little in re-
turn,” stated Mr. McNamara.

One method of indicating
that the city is serious in its
intentions is its appeal on the
agency’s refusal to accept
the application,

The city has already indi-
cated its appeal and has sent
a statement of fact, dated
Monday, August 25), to the
agency per the appeal proc-
ess,

What will transpire now is
the selection of a mutually
agreed upon third party to
arbitrate the case. This has
to be done within 45 days
after the statement of fact.
Then a hearing will take
place within another 45 days,
and finally a determination
on the appeal by the agency’s
Board of Directors will tran-
spire in yet another 45 day
period,

Four Points Listed

Four points were listed in
the city’s statement of fact
which was sent to Fred C.
Ferris, agency director, by
City Administrator Chester
E. Petersen.

One viewed a statement
read to the Board of Direc-
tors citing the reason for re-
jection on the agency’s part.
“The figure stated, in the
opinion of the Board, repre.
sented an income level too
high to receive the Board’s
consideration,” said Mr. Pe-
tersen.

However, Mr. Petersen
continued, “We hold that the
Board of Directors has a mis-
conception of the statistics
used in preparing our appli-
cation and have committed
a misstatement of fact in
claiming that the level of eli-
gibility is $6,000.”

The second point focused
on a statement allegedly
made by the Board of Direc-
tors that services not realized
by the denial of a grant could
be obtained from existing
agencies which provide com-
parable services.

Cite Health Department

The city contends that
existing agencies provide
little or no services to The
Woods. '“Most notable among
the agencies which does not

munity is the Wayne County
Department of Health.

*One assistant supervisor
servicing Hamtramck, High-
land Park, all the Grosse
Pointes and Harper Woods,
and one publie health nurse
servicing Highland Park,
Harper Woods and all the
Grosse Pointes is located in
a neighboring community.

“The public health nurse
works on a crisis basis only
and cannot provide the re-
quested nursing service for
our senior citizens,” said Mr.
Petersen.

The third point cites the
agency's letter of Thursday,
August 14, which indicates,
“Given the above informa-
tion as a frame of reference
to describe the complexity
ang magnitude of this assess-
ment process, the Board of
Directors has concluded that
it was not possible to award
the city funding during the
Second Action Year fiscal
cycle.

Funds Are Limited

“The proposed services
met the intended guidelines
and funding objectives; how-
ever, given the constraints
of limited funds/overall
needs and demands, the
Board determined it was not
able to make an allocation
award at this time.”

In reply, Mr. Petersen
said, “We hold that we do,
therefore, qualify to receive
funds under the terms of the

grant.”
The final point cited in Mr,
Petersen’s communication

says prior to filing an appli-
cation Mr. Ferris, at a meet-
ing of prospective applicants,
reportedly informed the city
that programs funded must
be self-sustaining and that
grant money would be con-
sidered as ‘“‘seed” money.

‘“‘We hold that our program
is designed to become self-
sustaining as a result of the
expenditure of ‘seed’ money
and that the Board of Direc.
tors, in public sessions, did
not, with regard to any ap-
plicant, speak to the matter
of utilizing ‘seed’ money to
initiate a self-sustaining pro-
gram,” said Mr. Petersen.

“We hold further, that pro-
grams which do not display
a reasonable expectancy of
becoming self-sufficient
through the expenditure of
‘seed” money do not qualify
for funding under the terms
of the grant.”

Meanwhile, the 701 Plan-
ning Fund Grant is adminis-.
tered by the Department of
Housing and Urban Develop-
ment on a Federal level
Overseeing allocations in the
State is the Michigan De-
partment of Management and
Budget. Funds are available
to cities, villages and town-
ships under 50,000 in popula-
tion.

“Matter of Strategy”

As for this grant, Mr. Mc-

part to apply for the money,
($19,068), which would be
utilized for inventory re-
search as a basis for a city
master plan.

In noting awards are made
on the basis of a point sys-
tem, Mr. McNamara said if
the ground rules don't
change next year, The Woods
will get 15 points on the next
round because their applica-
tion was rejected.

About Gasoline Storage

You hear and read of gaso- est odor of gasoline, This is

line prices going up higher
and higher, or that there is
a threat of a gasoline short-
age, but one aspect of this
fuel goes on forever: the high

‘| risk of storing extra gasoline

at home or in the car, sald
Park Fire Chief Phillip Costa.

Stockpiling of this highly
inflammable liquid threatens
lives because gasoline and its
vapors 50 easily burn and ex-
plode, the chief warned.

“In the face of uncertain
price and availability, people
are tempted to hoard fuel,
but they don’t always stop to
think about the tragedies this
could cause,” said Chief
Costa.

“If you must keep gasoline
at home for use in the power
mower, or if you feel you
must carry extra fuel when
driving in remote areas, al-
ways remember that safety
guidelines for storage vary.
One set of rules applies to
stationary storage, another
to that in a vehicle.”

At home, the chief pointed
out, use only a vented safe-
ty container, never a glass
jug, discarded bleach bottle
of other makeshift vessel.
Keep the gasoline in a well.
ventilated aree and in a place
where the container cannot
be tipped or damaged by ac-
cident.

Never store gasoline In the
same room with cooking or
heating equipment, where a
pllot light or a sparking
switch could set off an ex.
plaosion of fumes,

Gasoline stored at home
should be in a vented safety
container, and any gasoline
carried in the trunk of the
car should be in an asolutely
airtight container. This will
help prevent vapors from fil.
tering into the body of the
vehicle where a match or

good evidence of a possible
leak in a container. Remedy
the situation at once when
you notice it,”” Chief Costa
warned.

Another general rule, he
said, is to keep on hand only
the minimum amount of fuel
for anticipated needs, The
more stored in the house and
car, the more there is to give
off vapors, and to explode
and burn in case of fire.

It is far better to risk run.
ning out of gasoline than to
risk lives, your home and
your car by hoarding,. the
chief added.

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Know Your Schools

By James A. Adams
Superintendent of Schools

Last night, September 3,
the Board of Education held
a public hearing on the budg-
et proposed tor the schools
snd lkraries for 1975-76,

The budget development
process, which never was a
simple operation, has become
extremely complex and has
recently occupied almost the
total attention of trustees and
staff members,

Budget development has
been virtually a yearlong
process, one which has bene.
fited from suggestions from
many, many in-system aend

community sources.

In developing the 1875-76
budget, the Board and staff
were once again faced with
some forces that all aspects
of ovr society are struggling
to deal with and to a large
extent are beyond our con-
trol: (1), inflation, (2), en-
erev crisis; and (3), the
possibility of declining en-
rollments.

As the budget development
process began, and as it
progressed, the trustees and
staff did possess certain op
erational facts which were
necessary in order to make
rational decisions: (1), voted
operational millage rate; (2),
student enrollment projec-
tions; (3), State equalized
valuation; (4), amount of
anticipated State and Fed.
eral aid; (5), amount of lo-
cal revenue; and (8), salary
schedule and master con-
tract.

The operational budget pro-
posed for 1875-76 meets com-
mitments made to the public
by the Board of Education
at the time of the last millage
election, with the emphasis
strongly placed where we be.
lieve it belongs—on instruc-
tional improvement.

The instructional funds are
designed to make the efforts

of our teachers more effec-
tive through the ready avail-
ability of materials, to ex-
pand effective existing pro-
grams, to improve offerings
for children handicapped by
learning disabilities and oth-
er problems, and to provide
new programs designed to
expand the intellectual hori-
zones of our youth,

The proposed General Fund
budget has been increased
overall by 7.7 percent. When
one compares this to the na.
tional average of 12.2 percent
for inflation and the fact
that the school system has
built an unappropriated re-
serve for the 1975-76 year, as
well as earmarking funds for
future budgets, we feel that
this is a budget in which the
Board of Education, the staff
and the community can take
justifiable pride.

Of special interest fo cit-
izeps are the following sum-
mary points on the proposed
1975-76 budget:

A reduction has been made
in the tax rate for debt re.
tirement by one-half mill.

Cafeteria and athletic funds
which had not been part of
the General Fund, are in-
cluded for the first time.

An unappropriated reserve
of $145,000 and & reserve for
future budgets of $269,000 are
included.

Salary improvements of 5-6
percent are included for all
employes.

Classes begin today, Sep-
tember 4, in the public
schools for an estimated 11,-
312 students, I have every
confidence that it will be a
meaningful and productive
year for all of them—a year
made possible by the citizens
of the community and y the
Board's sound fiscal plan-
ning which undegirds our in-
structional program,

This edict is now so
strict that the board will split
a family to maintain the
policy.
In our case, we moved to a
new home three blocks from
the old one; one block over
a school boundary, Our oldest
son will enter middle school
as planned. Our second son
may finish at his original
elementary school, which is
within easy walking distance.
Our youngest son. thanks to
this new ruling, must enter
another elementaty school.
No thought was given to
keeping a family together or
to the greater participation
and support asked of parents
on the elementary elevel.

The need for such a policy
at this time is highly ques-
tionable since the elementary
population is decreasing each
year.

Turn Swamp

To Showplace

A low, swampy spot In
your home grounds doemn't
have to be a landscape prob-
lem. With a little careful
study you can turn it into
an arez of natural beauty.

“The first impulse of many
homeowners is to drain or
fill a boggy spot," observes
Harold Davidson, Extension
Hortlculture Specialist at
Michigan State Unlversity,
“Another, perhaps mote re-
warding, approach is to de.
velop the site with plants
that prefer that sort of en-
vironment."”

This requires some study
of the ecology of natural wet
areas, Visit & local bog or
swamp and observe the kinds
of plants that grow there, the
amount of light they recelve
and the kind of soil they
grow {n,

Different plants will be
found growing in sunny moist
plater—xmt—rshudy ones, in
mineral »solls along stream
banks or organic soils under
& thick ground cover of jast
year's leaves.

The amount and movement
of water in wet areas is also
important, Plants adapted to
areas with moving water
may not do so well in merely
moist soil. Plants that thrive
in standing water may not
adapt to other conditions.

In choosing domestic plants
for your wet area pick those
that will tolerate cold winter
temperatures, Hardiness Is
important because wet areas
are usually low spots where
cold air collects. Wild plants
native to low-lying habitats
will already have adapted
themselves to withstand low
winter temperatures.

Trees suitable for use in &
wet landscape include red or
silver maples, alder, june-
berry, rich birch, sugar hack-
berry, tamarack, sweet or
sour gum, white spruce, syc-
amore, poplar, swamp white
oak, burr and pin oak, wil-
low, bald cypress, American
arborvitae and .black haw.

Shrub$ for wet areas in-
clude hoary alder, choke.
cherry, spicebush, Siberian
dogwood, gray dogwood, Re-
dosier dogwood, hawthorn,
huckleberry, winterberry, el-
derberry, cranberry vibur-
num, arrowwood and blue.
herry.

Exactly what kind of

toothpick?
You would expect a tedi-
ous, exacting type, with the
patience of Job, who quietly
spends her days as a recluse,
hunched over a worktable —
never a Dorie Krusz,
She, instead, is lively, vi-
vacious and, she says, the
three and one-half years she
put into her perfect replica
of a 1770 Georgian manor

“I'm the 'most impatient
person in the world. If I
were patient these projects
would take’a lifetime instead
of just a few years to com-
plete.”
‘“Actually I'm just compul-
sive,”” she says, “I just can't
stand to see things go un-
done.”
You can see what heing
compulsive really means
with just a glance at her six
by three foot creation. Its 11
rooms are meticulously dec-
orated with beautiful repli-
cas of 18th century, Queen
Ann furniture. Everything
from the marble hearths to
the tiny brass candlesticks is
in perfect, one foot to one
inch, scale, Every desk or
bureau drawer really opens
up and each of the books lin-
ing the shelves in the den
have a title indentation,

Three Years’ Work
Dorie, who lives in Holly-
wood, says she planned to
take eight years building her
doll house, but she finished
in just three and one-half.

“I took the first year o
plan it and research it,”’ she
said. “The second I spent
putting up the walls and
roofing. The third year was
occupied with decorating the
three floors and the final
months were devoted to wir-
ing ard finishing up.”

The house has been on ex-
hibit at the Detroit Historical
Museum for the past five
months, but from September
6-12 will be shown at Jacob-
son’s, 17030 Kercheval, in
the St. Clair room lobby.

The house is an authentic
replica of Sheldon’s Tavern
in Litchfield, Conn. From the

Dorie, a fine-arts graduate
of Washington University,
says the concept of the doll
house bas been in her mind
for years.

“As a child in Chicago I
was always hanging around
the art institute where they
had the famous Thorne Room
replicas on display,” she
said.

“Those rooms were the in-
spiration for my house. 1
guess it’s been in the back
of my mind for years and
just suddenly popped back
up,” she said.

As her tools Dorie uses the
traditional tiny drills, carv-
ing knives, scissors, tweez-
ers and saw blades. But from
there her technique breaks
from the standard. Instead
of carving each piece from
fine wood, Dorie says she
often builds her pieces up
with toothpicks, beads, pieces
of wire and anything small.

Uses New Techniques

“Some doll house makers
sneer at me because mine
are not the accepted meth-
ods,” she said, “but my way
is a lot more fun. I can
achieve more and il's
easier.”

With no workroom of her
own, Dorie has to make do
on her living room floor.

“My ‘explosions’ as my
neighbor calls them, are
usually spread all over the
living room,” she said. *'And
to prove how sturdy the
picces are I regularly let
our dog, Mac, stomp all over
them.”

Because her technique is
so simple, (or so she says),
Dorie thinks she can sell it.
She has made up kits that
will contain all the makings
for two 18th century rooms
