qUIring state services to take new cuts WIthout
asking other CItIzens to share the burden Un-
pleasant as It is, some Income tax mcrease
may be essential although some further cuts III
state serVICes no doubt can be made, too

THE FEDERAL government IS contflbutmg
cheese and a few other surplus farm products
to the needy and Congress has Just voted an
addItIOnal extension of unemployment benefits
to the Jobless whose payments are runnmg out
But there seems httle hkelihood of any wide-
spread aId to the needy by the Reagan ad-
mmistratlon Indeed, many forms of federal aId
to the Cities and states already have been cut
back and the administratIOn's WIdely heralded
"new federahsm" aImed at returnmg federally

But the
mdicatlOns are that prices are coming down in
large part because of the contmuing business
recession. The natIonal output dechned further
In recent months. So even the optImIsm about
the reductwn in mflation has to be tempered by
the reahty that It stems from the economIC
downturn

THE RECESSION WhICh now has reached
depression levels in MIchIgan poses addItional
problems for MIchigan's new governor, James
J Blanchard, as he takes office. Forecasts by
state executive and legislative leaders mdlcate
the shortage in this year's budget - and the
fIscal year started only last Oct 1 - totals at
least half a bilhon dollars Smce the state
ConstItutiOn forbIds a defIcit, where WIll the
money come from?

ObVIOusly, there are only two ways to go. One
IS to cut state spending and servICes again The
other 1S to raise taxes Both methods probably
will have to be used, even though the state al-
readv has cut deeply mto its financmg of
<;('hools. higher education, mental health and
SOCial services programs Gov.

In the controversy over the appointment of
a new sheriff, It now appears hkely that the
courts \\ III have to deCIde whether Lucas or a
committee composed of County Clerk James
Killeen, Prosecutor William Cahalan and Pro-
bate Judge Joseph Permck can legally make
the appointment.

THE COMMITTEE got a head start last
week by appointing Killeen's deputy, Robert
Flcano, to the post despIte objections by Lucas
who wants his own man, Undershenff Loren
PIttman, as his successor. Controversy arose
because the committee has haa the power to
make such an appointment but Lucas claims
the charter which becomes effective Jan. 1
gives hIm that authority,

When the question was first raised, Atty.
Gen. Frank Kelley ruled that the charter does
not supersede the existing state law giving the
committee the power to fill the vacancy. Kel-
ley, however, is notorious for hiS political opin-
ions and whether this one will stand up in court
is open to question.

From the outside, this looks like a political
battle between Lucas and Killeen with each
determined to name his own deputy as sheriff
Ficano has had little if any law enforcement
experience, He has served as deputy clerk
since 1981 and was in private law practice and
~estland assistant city attorney before that.
PIttman, on the other hand, is a former River
Rouge pohce chief and has been Lucas' sec-
ond-m-command for 13 years On the basis of
experience, Pittman appears to have the better
credentials

Yet Ficano sees the job as primarily an
administrative one. Since Lucas never was re-
nowned as an administrator and hIS sheriff's
of~Ice regularly ran huge deficits, Pittman
mIght not have learned much about adminis-
tr~tion under Lucas' tutelage. Yet just because
Ficano says he sees the job as an administra-
tive undertakmg does not necessarily make
him a good administrator
