Does Wayne County government exist for the
benefit of county officials and county employes
and their friends or does it exist to serve the
citizens of the county'?

We all know what the answer should be to
that question but as County Executive WIlliam
Lucas seeks to carry out the reforms called for
by the county charter, It is increasingly appar-
ent that the officials and employes wedded to
the status quo are stIll dragging their feet on
any proposed changes.

THERE WERE two more instances of foot-
dragging last week. In one case, the Wayne
County Board of Commissioners rejected a re-
organizatIOn plan proposed by Lucas. In the
second, the board objected to a Michigan
Senate-passed bill to authorize Lucas to abolish
the Public Works Board and take over its func-
tions.

In the talk last week, Edward Cushman, a
Wayne State University vice-president who
chaired the committee that drafted the re-
organizatIOn plan for Lucas, took a conciliatory
position With relation to the commissioners' ac-
tIOns. He saw the two actions as political moves
to give the cOl~nty board greater leve~age m
negotiating with the new county executlve.

But he also blamed citizen apathy for the
county's plight. As the Detroit Free Press re-

Pollsters are now beating the ears of the pub-
lic from coast to coast trying to find out
whether President Reagan is gaining or lOSIng
in popularity The intention, of course, IS to
learn what kind of a race the president would
make If he deCided to seek reelection.

To date, however, the returns are not exactly
encouragmg for the president. Last week both
TIme and Newsweek published the results of
theIr own polls which showed that less than half
of the voters wanted him to run agam. News-
week reported 57 percent of ItS sample said
they hoped he would not run, whIle Time's poll
found that 51 percent of Its respondents ex-
pressed the same hope.

NEWSWEEK, however, did fmd that the per-
centage of those approvIng the way the preSI-
dent fs handling his job rose from January to
February from 38 to 42 percent But Time con-
cluded that only 45 percent of the voters now
place Mr. Reagan in the upper half of a scale
from 1 (poor) to 10 (excellent) on handling his
job whl1e in November a majority gave him a
favorable appraisal.

Perhaps most damagmg to the president,
however, was the findmg of both polls that he
represents the interests of the rich rather than
the average American. Among TIme's respond-
ents, 70 percent voted that way. In Newsweek's
poll 82 percent of the respondents came to the
same conclusion. I

Normally an incumbent president does not
make the decision about retiring or running for
reelection until he has to do so. If he announces
retirement early, the president immediately
becomes a lame duck and loses much of his
political influence. If he delays too long, how-
ever, and then retires, he also makes it tough
for any leader of his own party to make the
intensIve campaign needed not only to win the

Agmg and work expert Harold
Sheppard, of the Displacement
COlP of Ameflca m Washmgton,
DC" says that older workers who
become unemployed are out of
work for much longer penods of
tIme than younger workers He
~ald older men are espeCIally vul-
nerable to unemployment and are
much more psychologically dam-
aged by It becau~e of theIr SOCIal
roles Of the unemployed older
Americans who do fmd work,
two-fIfths of them take Jobs at
much lower status and pay than
thc;r prevIous Jobs, !e:lding to
"worse psychological problems
than those who remain un.
employed"

ThIS leads to a problem which
older workers who are still em-
ployed also face Some compames
now offer IncentIves to older
workers If they agree to retire
early In personal jargon, an m-
ducement to retire early is called
the golden handshake It IS a far
cry from golden parachutes, those
generous employment contracts
that compensate executives who
lose control m mergers, takeover
and stockholder battles

GOLDEN HANDSHAKES are
used to step-up employe attrition
and to forestall plant closing and
la~offs. One company saved $300
mIllion over a three year period
by retiring 900 employes.

Smce it is the law of the land
that you cannot be forced to retire
until age 70, should anyone who
WIshes to work untIl that age
worry about retirement? Maybe.
If you are really on the list of
those whom management wishes
to leave, the company can exert
subtle ~ressures, such as lesser
responslbJlities. If you notice that
a group invited to retire is com-
posed of just older workers, you
could sue but it might be a costly
and pOSSibly losing battle .

Some of the inducements of-
fered to encourage early re-
tIrement are severance pay, com-
prehenSive insurance coverage or
a pension higher than you would
get under the usual early retire-
ment terms

Such Inducements should be
carefully conSIdered. The salary
earned now probably would be
higher If you put in more years. If
your pensIOn is based on salary
and years of serVice, early re-
tirement might not be for you.

Another conSIderation in early
retirement IS famIly status. If
your Wife IS stIll workmg and you
could add her mcome to yours,
you might want to think about It
However If you plan to have her
retire at the same tIme you do so
that you can relocate or travel,
that IS another story

Perhaps you are countmg on
another career Unless you have
some special skill that is in high
demand, It is unhkely that you
Will be able to move mto another
pOSItIOn III an economy where
there are so many displaced
workers

If you have some Idea that an
early pensIOn or severance pay
could prOVIde capItal to start a
new bUSiness, It IS important to
conSider the nsks BankruptCIes
are at an all-time high,

W1Il your penSIOn, your SOCIal
security and mcome from invest-
ments cover your expenses? Re-
member to mclude the mflatlOn
factor

FOR SOME, THE pluses wIll
outwelght all the negatIves. The
leI sure. the ease I the freedom
from stress Will be worth every
cent saCrificed to early retire-
ment Others, particularly those
who have made their work the
center of their hfe or those who
are not finanCially able, WIll want
to contmue on the Job Hopefully
whatever the case, retIrement or
chOOSing to stay Will remam an
optIOn

Being dIspossessed IS never a
happy SituatIOn The only cIr-
cumstance more wracking IS
bemg let out of a poSitIOn arbitrar-
Ily Without any Inducements and
\\ Ith httle hope of fIndmg work
because of age

No matter 'What your age IS now
or how secure you may feel in
your poSitIOn, It IS Important to
gIve some thought to these con-
sIderatIOns

To some of you that pro-
clamatIOn may not ha\e been re-
levant But some appreciated the
opportumty to focus on the mes-
sage that some older people want
to work and deeply resent the ar-
bitrary deSignated retirement age
of 70

THE VIEW THAT older work-
srs have much to contribute to
SOCIety was remforced by Jack
Ossotsky, exeCUl1 ve UII eclUI uf tilt:
National Coun('ll on the Agmg,
when he appeared before some
2,800 persons attending the coun-
cil's 33rd annual conventlOn at the
Westin Hotel

While he agrees that there are
those who are ready to call It
qUIts at 65, such as steel workers,
mmers and others engaged m ex-
hausting phYSical work, there are
others who would choose to work
rather than retire

"Work after retirement age
should be an optIOn not an obh-
~ation" he said. "Older people are
Individuals and should not be
lumped together, surrounded by
the myths of age."

Ossofsky said even those who
have become worn down by hard
manual labor can stay in the work
force if they are retramed Why
talk about retraming older work-
ers in an economy where the em-
ployment rate IS high? Although it
IS hard to believe, by 1990 there
will be shortages in our labor
force.

In a study by Kurt Gorowilz, of
the East Lansing based Private
Sector, predicts that Michigan,
one of the hardest hit states With
high unemployment, wJ11 have a
serious labor shortage in 1990

"BUSINESS AND labor WIll
then have to call on the wealth of
skills older workers posess," ag-
rees Julie Jackson, older worker
program manager for the Bureau
of Employment and Training the
Michigan Department of Labor

"As the median age Increases In
the state, older workers Will be-
come a valuable commodIty in the
workplace because they posess
the skills and experience mdustry
needs," Ms. Jackson contends

She also beheves that older
workers Will be able to prOVide
bUSIness With an Important tram-
ing tool as they pass along good
work habits and experience to
younger workers

Ossofsky said the same thmg
but in a different way. "The elder-
ly are on America's new frontIer
Those people are a maSSIve re-
source for the country which
needs to be tapped" The older
worker IS a dependable worker, he
saId, Citing the success of a five-
year expenment the councJ1 con-
duct~d for the U S Department of
Labor In Portland, Me Older
workers With the cooperatIOn of
pnvate busmess were placed In
Jobs whIch fIt their phySICal and
mental strengths There were no
workmen's compensatIOn cases
hied by any of the 4,000 workers
before the proJect ended eIght
years ago, he noted

If we look at statistics we can
see how Important It IS for socIety
to learn now to use those who
have reached retIrement age In
20 years the populatIOn over 65
Will double In Michigan alone thiS
Will account for 10 9 percent of the
population as the state's average
age rises to 314 years Not only
WIll there be more older people
but, With Improvements In health
care, they WIll be healthier, more
alert and more productIve We
Will not be able to Ignore what
such a large segment of ex-
perienced people have to offer It
IS a small begmmng, but there's
at least one new program bemg
mstltuted which could set the pat-
tern for provldmg help for older
workers of retirement age and
laid-off older workers

FOR THE FIRST time older
laId-off workers WIll be guaran-
teed access to tramIng programs
under a prOVISion of the new Job
Trammg PartnershIp Act which
replaced the ComprehenSive
Employment and Trammg Act
(CETA) The new act speCIfies
that three percent of the state's
Job trammg funde; be c;et ae;lde for
older workers
